The Saturday Review
Lad sn artdcls on * Originality™ lately, in which
it endeayored to lay the suspivion to which
I have alluded by . suggesting that  there
is no such thang as “originality,” The article really
touches the peint.  When two people eannot publish
a book withont appropriating each others titles ;
when the magazines are at law about the same ;
sehon a hundred London streets are named “ King-
st.,” and nearly as many named Quoen, Dake, Prince,
and every other flunkeyish title ; when the novelista
—of which the latest cise is Mrs. Henry Wood—are
revamping their okl wares under new nsmes for the
publie, it really beoomes o question whoether thero is
auything new under the English—snn will bardly do
—clonds.  This treading on_cach others toes by liter-
ary mends really becoming funny. Mr. Heury Leslio
writes to the Afhenaum to give evidence that his new
play, “Tide and Time," is wot copied from Mr. Chelt-
nam'’s “ Ticket-of-leave-man’s Wife,” but was in the
hands of the waunger of the New Surry before
Cheltuam's droma was produced—the resemblance
consequently being o coincidenoe.  And so we go.
Fven Tenmyson has never originated u story, thongh
heis the finest story-minstrel in the world, and
Georee Eliot's plofs ure the only things in which one

There is among English women one novelist who
has something of orizinality, atlenst, pud who, if she
L enjoyed the long training aud the leisuro for cul-
turo whichk M. Browning and George Eliot pos-
sossed, would, in my belief, have bosn their equal at
least, 1 altnde to Mrs, E. Lynn Linton. Thers i in
her ** Liggie Lorton of Greyrige” a vist desl of terso
and graphio writing, and » stroug apprehension of
varicties of character. There is, however, that mor-
bid undertone in her writing which will be found in
writing of every English, and, measrably, every
American woman of great ability. The new novel of
Mrs. Linton's, " Sowing the Wind,” which has jnst
been published, is in some respects her most, marked
production.  American veaders will probably enjoy it
more than * Lizzie Lorton,” because it has none o
that jaw-breaking Cumbrian dialect, in which the
lattor is chiefly written. The story is a tremendons
one for these times, though I do not believe it was
written so mued with o moral purpose as to utter the
whole heart aid mind of the anthoress. It is the
story of the inovitable retribution which comes of un
wegobistio hushamd tightening and ever tightening the
rvin ou n sensitive and noble womnn—his wife—
whose virtaes ho is nnable to perceive. He loses the
honart he grasps so blindly ana selfishly.

Mr. Emorson somewhere speaks of the story of
Beauty and the Beast as being a kind of natio fa-
ble with ithe Euglish, and says there is a reason for
it. “The Englishman is a bear with a soft place in
his heart.” Nearly overy English story-teller who
has touehod the principle embodied in that fact, has
snceecded. Charlotte Brontes heroes ave all bears
with soft places in their hearts: indeed, Rochester in
“ Jane Eyre” is the trus snccessor of Bruin in the
fairy tale, Then, again, Adnm Hede. Silas Wamer,
and Felix Holt all have a good deal of the bear about
thew. * Beauty” is also reproduced in modern
novels, thongh her charms have passed inward, and
the model heroine has “plain, but marked and ox-
preasive' featnres.

The late Mra. Jullana Gardiner made the will in quea-
tion in 1864, while suffering from il health, and attended
by her dsughter, Mrs. Tyler. Bhe loft the bulk of her
Bmparg, valued at $180,000, to her daughter and her son,

avid L. Gardiper; but the daughter was to have the en-
tirs use of 1t during her life, leaving the son to receive
his portion after her death; she was sulject, however, to
that uso being discontinued should she bo indemntfied to
the extent of tho l:ﬂ:try dona by the war to hor own nrﬂr
erty in Virginias, left her by Proes t Tyler, The main
question at {ssue in tho case is the valldity of the
will.
