The Republicans of Maryland yesterday nomi-
nated Judge IHugh L. Bond for Governor.
Resolutions were adopted in favor of Mauhood
Suffrage, and of Gen. Grast for the next
Presidency.

We commend to the attention of thinking
men in every section the letter of Mr. Roger A.
Pryor, which is printed in another column,
Mr. Pryor gave bad advice to his fellow
Boutherners a few years ago; but with Lis
opinions, as expressed in that letter, we can
have no fault to find.

The Common Council vesterday, upon receipt
of an official notification from the Mayor that
the Court of Appeals bhad rendered a de-
cision in favor of the city in the matter of the
jurisdiction over licenses to backmen, junk-
dealers, &c., restored to the statute-hooks the
Yicense ordinances which were repealed in April
Yast.

Another battle between the Garibaldians and
the Papal troops was fouglit on Wednesday, when
the Garibaldians are said to have been defeated,
The Party of Action, on the other hand, assert
that an iusurrection will soon break out in the
City of Rome. From the documents previously
published in Tue Tuisuse, it is certain that a

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baldisn volupteers who have invaded the Papal
territory,

Bankers and brokers were startled yesterday
at the discovery that a large number of coun-
terfeit Seven-Thirty £1,000 bonds had heen put
in cireulation. How many of these frandulent
bonds have been issued 15 of course only con-
jectured. Our Washington dispatehes give im-
portant details concerning these bonds and the
newly-discovered eounterfeits,

Omio, after all the blowing and shouting of
the Copperlieads, appears by the latest returns
to have elected the Republican State Ticket,
Gen. Hayes is said to lave over 2,000 majority
for Governor; but the Legislature is said to be
Demoeratie by a small majority. This gives
Mr. Wade's seat in the Senate to Pendleton or
Vallandigham.,

“Now you sce it, and now you don't.” Yes-
terday we gave a table of Pennsylvania
retums and estimates, which (in spite of typo-
graphical errors in  Luzerne and West-
moreland Counties) appeared to indicate a
small Republican  mojority.  We lhave re-
vised our figures by the little light afforded
in the absence of exact returns, and
now foot up a small Democratic majority.
We take the highest Democratio estimates and
veturns for the countics voting on their side,
and make liberal allowance for the rednctions
in the other column, and feel convinced that
there is no reasonnlle doubt of Sharswood's
election. Some of our frietds in Pennsylvania
still eling to the hope that the ofliciul count
will bring us out all right; but we have no
faith in such a vesult, TlLe Dbest advices con-
cerning the Legislature put the Seuate 20 Re-
publicans to 18 Demoerats, and the house 55 to
45, making a Republican majority of 17 on
joint ballot. The Hon. Wintlrop W. Ketchum

less than three hundred.

If a President had Dbeen chosen in the
Autumn of 1802, he would have been a champion
of National restoration by means of giving the
whole country up to the revolted Rlaveholders
and bidding them work their will with it; if
one had been chosen in the August of 1884, he
wonld have been pledged to peace on any
terms with the Confederate rebels,  Had the
builders of the Chicago Platform of that year
evineed the simplest common sense—had they
briefly resolved that they wanted Union and
Peace, and didn't care what beecame of the
Nigger—nay, had they known enough to say
nothing at all—Gen. MceClellan could have
barely been beaten, even with the dead-weight

of Pendleton hung to his skirts,
form cost him more voles in this State
composed Lincoln's majority: we presume it
was the samo in Counecticut, andl elsewliere.
We consider that Lincoln's election was se-
enved by Shermnu's capture of Atlanta aud
Sheridan's victories in the Valley of Vitginia;
but MeClellan's overwhelming discomfiture was
engineered by Vallandighiam & Co. at Chicago.

The Republican party nel
its victorles on the persistent mishehavior of
its enemics. It is strong enough to rule by its
own merits, independeutly of their follics and
erimes. But to this end, it must 1. Complete
promptly the Reconstiuction of the Southern
Stutes on o basis of bleaded justice and mag-
panimity ; 2. Systematically educate and en-
lighten the People. The pecessity and urgency
of cloaing up the work of Reconstruction on
the broad and safe basis of Universal Amnesty
with Impartial Sufftage is now so clear that
we will not dwell upon it. Events are more
cogent than argaments. We will speak to-day
only to the second point,

If there were neither a newspaper nor a
common school in the country, the Demoeratic
party would be far styonger than it is. Neither
elementary instruetion nor knowledze of tran-
spiring events is needed to teach the essential
articles of the Democratic ereed: * Love rum
“and hate niggers,” The less one learns amd
knows, the more certain bLe is to “vote the

anvass almost any township in the land, and
distinguish those who take from those who fail

It we let the contest go at
hap-hazard, and do not geasonably provide for
and deserve snceess, we may be beaten, Dot if
we begin pow, and, by concerted, systematic
effort, put a good Republican newspaper into
the hands of every voter who will read it, we
eannot be heaten,

Flooding the conntry with printed matter on
the eve of an Election is a desperate resort—
better than nothing, and that is all. No reli-
anee ean be placed on it; little good ordinarily
comes of it. But begin now, and systematically
insure that every man that has a vote shall
have a newspaper if he will take it, and all is
safe, Republieans! resolve to see to it at once !

CABINET-MAKING AS A FINE ART.

As the result of the late dlection, it is again
announeed that the President contemplates an
eutire change in his Cabinet.  So far as the
funections of a Cabinet are purely clerieal and
ministervial, eonsisting merely in earrying out
in detail the will of the Exeeative, in putting
the Czar’s wkase into grammatical language,
and elothing the despot’s passion and  rant
with the forms of respectability, wo do not
see that any Cabinet Mimsters could serve
the President’s piiiposes better than  those
pow in office. It seems a pity to turn
ont ench plant premiers, not for a failure
to serve a President whom they despise, and a
policy they disapprove, bt from a failure to
sorve it zealously, and to believe in it enthu-
sinstically.  Even the worst of religions despots
allow their devotees to believe what they
choose, provided they profess and do what is
required of them, The President should make
some allowanee for the early education and
life-long antecedents and associations of most
of the members of his Cabinet. If aa official
like Mr. Seward, whose entire previons repu-
tation had been won in the service of
freedom, has proved himself willing to indorse
p policy which would have restored Slavery in
fact after it had been abolished in law, a tem-
per o convenient should be held in high regard
by a President who needs tools of that stamp,
aud may some day waut more of them than he
can find, If men of elear intellectual acumen,
who chunot fail to sce the folly of a policy,

will silently ignore its folly, and speak
and vote for it as often as called
upon, what more can the President ask?

But the President does want men of a different
stamp; men who do not see through lis erndi-
ties, and are eapable of sincerely belioving in
his Blunders. A hypocritical deference to stu-
pidity does not satisfy him; he must have stu-
pidity itself. We hope the ehange, if any, will
be square, flat-footed, and thorough, The abili-
tics and semi-republicanism of his  present
Cabinet hoave sheltered the President  from
contempt long enongh. Unless they stand com-
hined with a firmness that will hravely oppose
his errors, their accomplishments beeome merely
the anear-coating to his fatal and mischievous
Crrors,

Let him surround himself by men of his own
grade if he wonld utterly unmask his own
character and purposes,  Let no statesman, no
patriot, no sober man come iuto his new Ciehi-
net. Let him eschew the negative guantities,
Blair, Reverdy Johnson, Cowan, Doolitile,
Steedman, awd the like. These men would say
anid do no more for Johnsonism than lis
present Cabinet, What the President wants to
enable him to resist Congress and the laws are
practical revolutionists; Cabinet officers who
will give opinions in favor of turining out
Congress s & War Minister who will locate and
order the troops to that end; a Seeretary of the
Treasury who will use the finaneial power io
his hands to defeat the lnw-making power;
Socretary of State who will sign any requived

proclamation.  For  thesw  purposes hie ean
tenst no  rencgade  Republieans  or Con-
servative  army  oflicers. None but Demo-

crats who had all the animus of the Rebellion,
but who did not participate in, aml therefore
were not enred by i, are trustworthy,  Jove-
minh Bluek of Pennsylvania, who thought i
treason to anbdue the Rebellion, would prove
as troe as stedl to any political villainy,  He
mizht nol lhave the physical conrage to take
part in a conp d'etat, but he would ek nowe
of the necessary rashness, 1Mis Inck of physical
conrage, as also that of other Cabinet oflicers,
might be sapplied by ordering several iron-
¢lads to some rendezvous in the vieinity ol
Waslington, on board which the new Cabinet
mizht take refuge and flight to foreign Lands,
in the event that any vevolutionary policy
that the President mizht inaugorate  shonld
miss fire.  With a ready means ol escape at
hand, in ease the policy of *“eleaning out”
Congress shioulld fil, it is impossible to fore-
shadow what prodigies of valor might not be
accomplishied.

With Mr. Black as Sceretary of State, aml
an iron-clad on the Potomae to facilitate escape
from all consequences of rashness, no wan for
Seeretary of War would be so eligible as
Clement L. Vallandigham.  His  Chyistian
name is happily expressive of the Exeentive
clemency, His experience as an oflicer of the
wilitia of Ohio, and his military observations
within the Rebel lines, and at the Clifton
House during the war, would be ol vast ser-
vico to onr War Department. Nevertheless,
the claims of MeClellan, R, E. Loe, and I’ (.,
T. Beamregard to tlns office should reccive due
consiileration,  Notwithstanding  the avernge
sagacity  generally  attributed  to Providen-
tinl dispensations, we are compelled  to
regard it as a great mistake that two
so availuble Cabinet candidates ns Vallian-
dizham and Pendleton shonld come from the
same State. Whether (his dificalty is to be
got over Ly dividing the State or the office, or
by honoring that State with a donble appoint-
ment, we are at aloss to advise, Dut certaimy
the Cabinet of Mr. Johnson could no more dis-
pense with Mr. Pendleton than the * establish-
“ent” of Mr. Turveydrop could dispense with
the “model of gentlemauly  deportment.”
Mr. Pendleton has an economical mode of main-
taining the national eredit by repealing all the
taxes and tarils now existing, and collecting
the whole revenue of the Government from
the holders of its Dbonds, which will simply
enable the Government to “live on the interest
“of what it owes.” Buch a scheme renders
his appointment as Secretary of the Treasury
and Financial Premier a foregone econclusion.
The Department of the Iuterior wonld be a
more diflicult post to fill, owing to the great
number of eandidates whose eluims are fully
adequate to that position. There is Mr. I'ol-
lard, late of the Confederacy, and author of
the “ Lost Cause,” which President Johnson is
seeking still to save. A formidable competitor
with him appears in the person of “ Prick
“ Pomeroy,” distinguighed for his prophetic
foreshadowings of the assassination of the
recent President, and his chaste, classie, and
humane eriticisms of public men and aftiirs,
Me. Henry Clay Dean of Towa, C. Chauneey
Burr of New-Jersey, aud the Hon. Jolw Mot

rissey of New-York lhave claims, also, which
the President will not lightly overlook.

For the Navy Department no appointment
swould so adequately illustrate the desire of
the Exeentive to let < hy-gones be by-gones™ as
that of ex-Admiral Raphael Scmmes, whose nom-
ination would be greeted with an overwhelm-
ing unanimity of congratulation and confidence
by the entive Democriey. As Attorney-Gen-
eral, the great reputation and eminent gervices
of Mr. Binckley, a lawyer of more than six
weeks standing, seem to leave no xoom for
doubt. Should it ever become necessary to
cstablish the doctrine that the Constitution
vests the pardoning power in Mrs. Cobb, Mr.
B. alone would be equal to the task.

The Postmaster-Generalship might be put up
at auction or drawn as the nest prize in Mr.
Benjamin  Wood's next lottery. A Cabinet
thus formed would not be compelled to affect
adherence to policies in which it did not believe.
By the spontancons aflinity which links to-
gether kindred minds, these would, of necessily,
stand in accord with the President, They conld
not avoid agreeing with Lim exeept where he
was accidently virtuous or inadvertently wise.
The meetings of the Cabinet would be ns hat-
monious as the orgies of a tap-room, and the
business of the nation would be dispatehed
with an ease and celerity vivaling those of the
youth whe meet in the New-York Board of
Conncilmen, By all moans let the President
have a Cabinet after his own heart.

There i& an old story told of the Wunderberg
and its marvels, Splendors of wealth were
locked up in the heart of the mountain, and a
palaee awaited its discoverer.  The allegory
resolves itself into fact when we read of our
distant mineral lands—fact hard and dry as
gold in the leads, but bright enough for the
lambent light of fiction to play upon. The pick
of the vagabond miner is the key to the door
of our Wunderberg, and in the gold that he
gathers are the palaces of New-York aud the
treasury of the United States, His wonder-
mountain existz, though he has to live in a
hovel at its foot, and his El Dorado is not less
vich beeanse a wild enterprise is regqnired to
find it, and a rude energy to so strike the
vock that it shall utter its gold.  There is ter-
vible prose in the history of mining, but it is
possible to turn it into very useful poetry with
the help of a machime,

Nine out of ten of the
mills now being erected are assored of posi-
tive sieceess; amd we  are  informed  that
500,000 prudently  devoted to mining in the
fervitory would justify the erection of 1,000
firat-class mills next senson. The old fear
of wild-cat mines easts its shudow over honest
gpecnlation, but “the mill in Montana that
“iloes not pay wants a change of management.”
Frands and sharp proetice in this diveetion
are ns likely to oceur in Montana as elsewhere,
among (hose who are eager to fool and to be
fooled ; but the simplicity and  abundance of
the ores in Montana our correspondent  does
pot permit us to doubt, Those who adventure
money i the way of the mines have to aseer-
tain that the corporations having it at disposal
are under trnstworthy control.  This aside,
there ean be no question of the value of the
prospect held ont in Montana, and it needs but
comparatively little eapital to purchase its im-
mense wealth, and make it yield an account
to the nation's eredit.

The central idea which suggested the holid-
ing.of the vecent Peace Congress at Genevi,
and fuspiced all its procecdings, was the con-
viction (hat most of the great wars which hmve
desulnted Lurope sprang from motives which
to free nations  should  be unkoown, and
that  the  estabdishment  of  liberal  fostitn-
tions l}llll.lj;!ui!ll Fuvope would be the surest
harvbinger of a noiversal and everlasting peace.
Prominent representatives of most of the great
uations of Burope were present, and their
views on npational guestions showed a very
promising hamony.  Frenchmen and Germans,
Poles aud Hussians, appeared here, not as nat-
wral and irreconcilable  enemies, but as co-
workers for one aim, who felt convineed that
the sovereign 1ights of every nation can be
fully secured without intruding upon those of
others,

Enough of [the great men of Europe have
given their  adhesion  to the idex of Radi-
eal Peace Congresses to seenre  the holding
of similar meetings in future yens, The Gene-
vi mecting  being the fivst of its Kind, many
of the leading Liberals have not found time yet
to define their position.  Only & Tew have pro-
tested, One of these few is Mazzini, whose dis-
senting view on this Congress was given in
our isste of Momday.,  As regards the final
aim of the Progressive party in Earope, he is,
of conrse, in hemty sympathy with the men in
Geneva,  But he thinks it inexpediént to speak
of International eace Defore the great obsta-
cles of Peace have heen removed,  Most of the
deuands of the Congress, he insists, ean be
carried through  ouly by an International Con-
gress of  free Republics,  No one nation,
for instance, in Europe, can abolish stand-
ing mmies  without placing  itself ot the
mercies  of others,  He objects to a poliey
of non-intervention, As despotisms haye aided
each other in crushing liberty, so he wishes the
several nations to aid each other in overthrow-
ing the monarchical rule everywhere. As oh-
jeets of Eunvopean policy for which all who late
oppression shonld unite, lie specifies the re-
establisbuent of Polund, the completion of
German unity, of Italisn unity, of Greek
unity, a Danubinn Confederation substituted
for the Austrisn Empire, an Eastern Switzer-
land in place of the Turkish Empire in Europe,
a Seandinavian union, an Iberian union, liberty
of France—in aword, the United States of Eu-
rope, & permanent International Congress su-
preme,

From this statement of the views of Mazzini
it will appear that the points in which he dif-
fers from the men assembled in Genevaare not
of n very radical nature. Mazzini thinks it in-
expedient to discuss the new organization of
Enrope before the old one has been destroyed.
The men of Geneva hope that the discussion
of the future ideal organization of Europe may
be serviceable in the destruction of the
present,  Mazzini wishes to  organize the
Radical party of Europe for a common fight
sgainst the monarchies, The leaders of the
Geneya Congress are of opinion that, non-
iutervention in foreign afinirs being established
as @ genetnd rule, each nation shguld be strong

enough to achieve for itsell ]m!iti('ai vrogress,
As to the goal there is a perfect harmony be-
tween Mazzini and the Geneva Congress, Both
the furewell address of the Geneva, Congress
and the letter of Mazzini recognize the two
fundamental principles of all progressive tend-
encies in modern Europe—sclf-government of
the people against the hereditary rule of mon-
archs and the reconstruction of nationalities in
their nntural tervitories.

It will not be diffienlt, we believe, to har-
monize the *cosmopolitan federntion™ which
the Geneva Congress desived to establish with
the  “ universal republican  alliance™ which
Mazzini wishes to extend throughout Enrope.
The main point is o full understanding between
and a Dearty cooperation of the Progressive
party in the several countries of Euvope. That
a thorough organization will largely adid to the
strength of the party in  every particular
country needs no proof. Toward this organiz-
tion the Congress of Geneva is the most efleet-
ive step which has yet been taken.
