MES. TERESA YELVERTON,

One of the most remarkable trinls which have
wxcitd the interest of the civilized world in this cen-
turywas that now known us the * Yelverton Trinl,"
bt wiich, at its commeneement in 1500, was entered
upon ‘he records of the Dublin Court of Common
Pleasas “ Thelwall va, Yelverton,” A few yoars ago
the cée was not only a prowiinent topic of pullie
interot in Great Britain, but also attracted great
attenton in this country, where popular sympathy
for M. Yelverton, the real plaintiff in the case, was
fully m strong, though not so violently demonstrated,
08 in e three Kinedoms.

In tle year 1560, the Hon. William Charles Yelver-
ton, aMajor of the Roval Artillery, wos sned hy
Jobn Thelwall of Hull, England, ostensibly for the
yecovey of expenses ineurred in maintaping the
Major’ wife, Mrs. Toresa Yelverton, The defendant
deniedthe justice of the aeconut presented, claimihg
that o apartments were rented for his wife, no
food, cothing, or other nccessaries furnished her at
plaintil’s exponse, and no woney advanced 1o her by
plaintil, as set forth in the Wl of charges. He
deniedthat Teresa Yelverton was his wife. The ex-
aminaton ﬂl‘"‘lﬂ]{:ﬂ‘l the facts which we here state
as briely as possible:

Maj. (blverton was the heir apparent to the poerago
of Avomare, and his wife, Toresa Longworth, was
also of gentle blood, During the Crimenn wur she
wans o of a band of Iadies who sccompanied the
Sistersof Charity on their mission of merey to the
army Lspitals, For along time she ministered to
the wants of the sick and wounded.  Amid the scenes
of suffeing and death which surronnded her life while
acting & o veluntary nurse, she met Maj, Yelverton,
who asled her to become bis wife. She nssented.  He
desired hat the marriage shonld be a seeret one, and
perfornad by any priest whom he could find. This
she woild not agree to, He urged it upon her, but
she wastirm in her resolve. No inducement conld
make by I’ jelil, a8 the idea of o secret moarringe was
distastdul to hor, and us she had determined never
to be mrried by any but a priest of the religion she
professal,  On her retnrn to Scotland be used overy
argumat to convinee ber that o seeret marriage wis
no bren b of morality, and that a Catholic priest conld
warry hem in Seotland. Finding her fixed in the
determuation to take no step which should tend to
injure ber e, he propounded to her the law of Scot-
Tanil inregurd to the solewmnization of marriage, aud
shiowed hier that in that country the services of a
priest wre not necessary—that mutual consent und
rmmiﬁdn the presence of witnesses would make thom
egally pan and wife. He read aloud the marringe-
coremowy from s Clinreh of Englaml Prayer-Book,
and poposed that then and there they should
doelare hemselves nnited in wedlock without asking
for elerval aid. She looked npou this proposition
with heror, and sithont delay burried from Fdin-
burgh & Wales. b:\-rrg word of the service raug in
horeans  He had tolil her that the mere reading of
it in hr hearing made hoe s wife, and she foared
that beween her duty as a Roman Catholic and as
a sithjen of the Queon, living under the laws of the
Seottishrealm—laving been muarried, however un-
willingl, in aceordance with Inw, and st tho same
time Ins manner not recoginized as lawful by hor
churcli-she was in o position of great danger. She
kuew mit what conrse to take, but after serions
thought she determmed to obey the laws of t
chiureh, il refusd to consider herself a wife. This
refusal vas met by Major Yelverton with the propo-
sition that they shonld be united in seerct by a priest
of her ewn faith, and baving consonted, they were
marriednecording to the laws of Ireland at Killowen,
i Angnmt, I8,

Al these facts were proved boyond the shadow of a
doubt, aud & veudict was given i favor of the plain-
tiff, the eourt thus declaring that, secording to the
nwa of eotland, Terean Yelverton was the lawiul
wife of he defendant in the case. In June, 1858,
Major Yelverton left his wife, and within 24 hours
warried Mrs. Forbes, the widow of Prof. Forbes, the
colebirated botamist. The Yelverton esse now be-
comes & enrions one, o serving to develop facts in
rogard te the marringe Inwes of Great Brituin, the in-
consisterey and injustico of which strike the intelli-
Ja-ul peple of other countoies with sowething greate

i anete astonishment.

The Insh Courts had decided that Major or Mrs,
Yelverton were legnlly married, The Fiscal-Genera
of Scotlmd had the Hon, Wm. Charles Yelverton
arrauged for bignwy. The Scottish Courts docided
that the marriage, a8 solemnlaed on Beottiah soll, was
legnl. Maj, Yelverton thon appealed to the same Court
to huve Tervas Longworth * put to silence,” a term and
process which require explanation.
