This is a writ of error under the 25th section

of the judlciary act 1o reversea Jndgment of the Suprems
Court of the State of Califorifa,  On the 1st of July,
1654, David C Broderiek, then a Senator from California,
al the City of Now-Youk, nade bls promissory note, thiore
dated, fur $10,600, payabie at the Chemical Bapk in that
ciiy, ten moanihs after date, to the order of A. Welch, On
this note n pavmout of $1,000 was tade bafore the note
minturad, signed by the payer, and sftarwasd the uote
wis tudorsed by the payer, &, McGraw, Broderick
died gomo time prior to October 20, 1500, on which day
letters teatamentnry were granted on s estate. The
dobe due Metiraw on this vote was daly proved and al-
lowed by the proper Probiste Court wt San Franeisco
agatnat the estate of Brodorick, MeGraw demauded pay-
mieit of the exeoutor o the gold coln of the Usited Stales,

1t is then sald: The linguage of the aot s broad and
comprebenaive. 1t makes these notes *lawful mone,
wiid a logal tender in payment of all dehts, public and pri-
vate, within the United States, u“ipt duties an imports,
and interest on the publle debt,” If, therefors, the act be
constitutionsl, (as is here nssumed,) and the demand for
