WASHINGTON, Tuesday, March 24, 1868,

Judge Black denies that he retired from the Im-
peachment case becanso he disagreed with the Presi-
dent and his connsel upon the line of defense to be
pursned, It seems that he bhas quarreled with the
President iu regard to o elaim which ecertain persons
have agmunst the Government, and for whom he is

sunsel. The case is n claim of ownership 1o the
guano on the Island of Alta Vela. Judee Black held
that the Presilent could settle the claim in faver of
his clients if he felt so inclined, and that this wonld
be simply doing jnstico to an impured person. The
President bad promised to scttle the dispute, but Mr.
Beward interfersd and prevented such a settlement,
The only hope which Judge Black now has is with
Congress, and not wishing to jeopardize his client’s
elaims he withdrew as one of the covnsel of the
FPresident.

The President beld his usunl Cabinet session at
noon to-day, all the members, including Adjt-Gen,
Thomas, being present. Mr. Johvson submitied
several important subjects for consideration, among
others his veto of the bill taking from the Supreme
Court appellate jurisdiction in cases of habeas cor-
pus. The rumor is again set afloat that the Presi-
dont infends 1o resign before the conelusion of the
brial.

When the Senate retired for deliberation to-day
on the extension of time to the President, Vive-Presi-
dent Wade rewained beliind on the floor, couversing
with members of the Houge and others.

THE HWOUSE REPLICATION — THE numm'a
COUNSEL ASK TEN DAYS—FIVE GIVEN THEM
—PROCEEDINGS IN SECRET BESSION—TRIAL
ORDERED NEXT MONDAY.

BY TALEGRAPM TO TES TMIBUNE

WASHINGTON, March 24, 1668,

Little interest attached to the proceedings of the
Court of Impeachment to-day, The galleries were
not so full as on previous days of the trial. Just
before the Court met Mr, Sherman introduced a reso-
lution for the repeal of the ticket system. This reso-
lution was introduced principally on account of the
inconvenience to Senators arising from the importu-
nate appeals for tickets. It is doubtful whether the
Senate will agree to it, for it is felt that to open the
doors to all alike would be to fill the galleries with &
erowd that might make demonstrations of approval
or disapproval, and, perhaps, creats disturbance
during the trial. The Chief-Justice took the
chair at the usual hour, the Ilouse Managers
entered as usual, followed by the members
of the Mouse. Proclamation was made by
the Sergeant-at-Arms, and yesterday’s Jonrnal was
read. All this was monotonous—it had been wit-
nessed so many times before, The proceedings of
the Court, so far as the public were allowed to wit-
ness, were very brief. It took Mr. Boutwell buta
few minntes to read the replication of the Managers,
and then the question arising out of the requestof
the President’s Managers for more time came up. 1f
was pending yesterday when the Court adjourned on
a motion of Reverdy Johwson to grant ten daye.
This morning Mr. Sumner moved as an amendment
a proposition that the trial proceed forthwith. Then
Mr, Edmunds rose and moved that the Senate retire
for consultation. ** No, no, no,” said Messrs. Conk-
ling, Sumner, and a few others, and the Yeas and
Naoys were demanded by Mr. Conkling. The motion
was carried—20 to 20—and the Senate rotired atl}
o'clock, and after two hours’ consnltation returned,
having agreed upon a resolution that the trial pro-
ceed on Monday next at 1o'clock. The court then
adjonrued. While the Senators were in secret sos-
sion the people in the galleries generally kept their
geats, jwproving the intermission by devouring
luncheons, =
