THE PRESIDENT'S RIRTHDAY--MONTEZUMA'S Y-
PRESSES—A  FEAST IN THE WOODS—THE
FOREIGN QUESTION—FINANCES.

From Our Owy Correspoudent. r

wF Mexico, March 27, 1808,

Three days ago, in keeping with a custom of his
eountry, the President of Mexico observed his birth-
day by inviting the chief friends of the Republic to

a feast. This feast tdok place in the historic woods

q Chapultepee, and under the venerable cypresses

of Montezuma's arbor. They do pot include the

giant, ancient tree which particularly appropriates

the sad colebrity of that royal sleeper. It is but a

short walk from the gate of the little wilderness in

which it stands guard like o great druid. But the
arbor forms in itself an extraordinary collonnade,
richly bearded with the gray age of lmm_tim’ MOssEs,
and arching the scene gothically to o hight of
sixty or seventy feet. Time out of date the
pational palomas have buoilt their nests in these
trees, nnd so the woods have an inealculable popula-
tion of sweet singers, Chapultepec, only w ruin or
wild, though a magnificent one, 18 the most conspic-
uous subnrb in Mexico, Its high hill is erowned
with a eastle built long ago by Vieeroy Galvez, hut
not in the antique style. Tlus hight overlooks the
wonderful shadows and outlines of the monntain-
g-l:.llod Valley of Mexico. From its rocky summit
fontezuiun looked, perhaps, u n Lhis Aztec Venice,
and its canos-copered lukes und canals, and it is cer-
tamn that the last Emperor of Mexico beheld the more
modern scene with no less melancholy than felt his
ancient predocessor. 1t was o darling idea of Maxi-
wilian’s to turn this old castle on the hill into a
country seat worthy of the kings of Europe, but the
shallow empire wanted alike money and peace,
and nothing could be done save to mend and some-
what enlargs the work of Count Galvez. Here as
elsewhere, Maximilian and Carlotta expended liberal
sums in gardening, but the eastle grounds do not
show so waoll for it as the Hlowery plots, tertaces, and
ountains of the Alamedn and Plaza. The Aztec
wouods are wild, and will persist in being so. Tank
uni tarn and cypress couspire to make a solitude
more geninl than many well-kept parks; and lnstory
and romance must be added, also, with their mossy
traditions. In the now ruined tanks or basins of
(.'hl‘.lFlll.f(‘;‘('L‘ Montezuma has bathed, and under its
shade slept royally. One of Maximilian's most sue-
cessful appearsnces waos among the people whe
visitod bis woods freely, and, donbtless, nnder the
historie oypresses. e euggestiveness of seating
modern Mexico at dinner under the vegetable shadow
of Monteznma himself need mot be dwelt upon.

Here, even the hardest historian, even Robertson

himself, might fancy a dinner party sitting down

“to tell stories of the death of kings,” The

cypresses of Montezuma deserve remark in them-

selves, and, if it were ible to discover the birth-
day of that aucient of shade who was *“old when

Montezuma was a boy,” deserve to be celebrated

with an anpiversary, It isnot the least signiticant

of the sssociations of Chapultepec that a true de-

scendant of the ancient Aatecs, not a_King, but a

President, was so highly honored in Moutezuma's

pleasare %}undn a fow days since. -
About 500 gentlemen iuriud_!nz Con in a
hody, partook the President’s hirthday feast. It is

honorable to him as o man and ruler that all parties
and mterests sat in friendly sccord at histable under
the trees. There were many toasts, some good
speechios, no orators at all, and a licensed overflow of
enthusizsm, such as one ean only witness at u Mexi-
can dinner, after o revolution. he papers of

the copital present no report of proceedings
wortby of the name, and the  sensible
wordic of the President are likely to pass

ont of memory. The feast is worth note only a8 an
indicution of the esteem in which Mr, Juarez is un-
doubtedly beld by all classes of the Liberal party.
He counts critics !I{ ‘the seore and friends by the
hundred, and st last friends and crities are somewhat
alike, Withont hesitation it may be said that Mr.
Junrez does indeed possess the respect wud confidence
of that muss of Mexicans whose opinions are worth
reckoning in any moral ealenlation. He can make
noble use of this confidence by training this nervous
people up in the lawful and constitutionsl way they
should go. to his patience, Integrity of
purpose, snd common scnse, they are adnitted

evenn by his most nveterate political op-
ponents, and they, in fact, constitute the historical
Yet, recollocting that the thrce leaders of the

opposition occupied distingnished places at the feast,
I doubt very much whether President Jnarez las
really any inveterate opponents among the Liberal
mwnks. Solarge a history does the bmlgmph of the
President dominate and cover. that all the leadine
men of liberal Mexico have held place under him at
one time or other, Tlhus, the leaders of the opposi-
tion have been his cabinet officers. Few can praise
bim with so much effect as one of these leaders, Mr.
Manuel de Zamacona, who, recently eharging the ad-
ministration witha number of measures of doubt-
ful policy, took occasion to recognize in the Presi-
dent * the Bavior of his race.” 8o far, so good.
The President’s position and influence are a great
oalance in Mexican politics, and it is for the good of
the people that he and they should endeavor to main-
tain these present advan in their integrity. As
long as this can be done, his failures >f policv will
conut very little history, and the incontrovertihle
facts of union and tranquillity—should these be posi-
tively assured—will be applauded in the man. It is
snid that Mr. Juarez can work well with any Cabinet
of the Liberal party, and, considerine the reputed in-
stability of Mexican affairs, this does not argue a
vice, but rather a virtue. There is no Utopia to be
written out of Mexico—her elections, her justiee, her
schools, her roads—they all want repair, and, mean-
while, the country wust for its nwplkr- be a plod-
der; but the Republic has won to its®f a fow prac-
tical facts, and the President is one of them,

L‘-nnlcrus& though a slow body, has characteristics
of onder and economy. Thus it has determined its
finuncial budget to the smallest consistent figure;
and, doubtless, in other matters will do well if it but
“does quickly.” Ina speech just made the Minister
of the Treasury states that the rents of the Govern-
ment at present are pot suflicient to pay the interest
upon the foreign debt, over and above the regular
expenses of the Government. Consequently Con
must set iself to the task of mpplf-mg o deficit, of
eight or nine millions, supposing that the interest
upon the National debtis to be paid integrally.

One of
its members went so far as to propose that British
vessels should be prohibited from entering Mexican
ports, funloulntlly citing the ontrages committed b
the British colonfsts of Balize in fomenting nnd aid-
ing the chronic war of the Yucatan Indisus against
Mexico. This infndiclonsmotion was speedily quisted
hy a statement of the Minister of Rolations—namely,
that the Government would assnme no bearing
toward Great Britan not nmtlg in accordanoce with
good policy and sense, There is reason to com-

lain that the Balize British are pernicious, and that

he Vera Cruz British are smugglers, more or less;
but these matters are not iuhoilmlped just now,
except by a police viﬁilanu which the Mexicans
must be necessarily slow to dm practice,
Meanwhile, foreigners who serv. ﬂ” Empire, ang
eannot prove s very respectable livelihood, are being
shin off.

IRELAND.
ARRIVAL OF THE PRINCE OF WALES,
WY ATLANTIO TELNARAFN TO THE TRIBUSR.

Duniix, April 15—EVENING.—The fleet beariog
their Royal Highnesses the Prince and Princess of
Wales, entered the Bay this forenoon. Its arrival
was announced by a royal salute from all the vessels
in the harbor. The fleot came to anchor off Kings-
town shortly before noon, and soon nfterward the
Prince and Princess of Wales landed. They were
rocoived by their Excellencies the Lord Lientenant
of Ireland and the Marchioness of Abercorn, and
conducted to the special train of cars which
wns in readiness to convey them to Dublin
T'ie Lord Licutenant was accompanied by the ofiices
of State, the Commander-ig-Chief of the Forces, and
a darge deputation of the principal local authorities,
A guard of honor ocenpied the pier snd lined the ap-
proach to the railway station. All the wharves and
buildings commanding a view of the scene wem
thronged with people, and the space near the station
was entirely filled by the erowd, who cheered inces-
santly aa the royal party passed on to the cars, The
train proceeded slowly to Dublin. When it had ar-
rived at Wostland Row, the terminus of the road, the
Prinoe and Princess and their attendants alighted.
A military guard of Lonor nnder Major-Gen. Cunyng-
hame was drawn up, forming a hollow square. The
Mayor and members of the corporation of the City of
Dublin advanced, and presented an address of wel-
eome to the royal visitors on the part of the citizens.
The Prince and Princess and sunite, and the Lord
Lioutenant and the offlcers of state then entered car-
riages, and a procession was formed, which passed
throngh the principal streets of the city to the castle,
The streets, windows, and housetops along the route
of the procession were densely crowded with spec-
tators, who by their cheors and cries manifested the
wildest enthusiasm. The buildings on the line of
march wero richly decorated with flags, flowers and
tapestry. The day was fine, the snn shone bril-
liantly, and the display was a complcte success, The
procession reached the Castlo at 2 o'clock in the
afternoon, when the Prince and Princess were con-
ducted to the state apartments prepared for their
reception.
