The journeymen bakers of New-York and
Brooklyn, more than 1,000 strong, met on Barurday eveu-
ing in Commonwentth ITall, Brooklyn, The meeling was
ealled to order by Mr. Thomas Nixon, who introduced
Mr, John Hoasty, Mr. Mosty sajd that the olhject of the
tueeting was to secure an [perease of wages and a redoe-
tion of working hours, a8 well as to secure n larger mem-
Bership in the Protective Unlon and stir up pmong the
monbers a livelier fnterest in the general Wl‘"glm of the
teade.  Remembering that they had to work from 14 to 16
hours a day, ut woges by no weans reminerstive, e con-
stilered their position to be one of oppression,  Mr. Jacoh
Kuolloeh, President of the New-York Unions Nos. 2 pnd
3, wits the next apeaker, sod commencod his address by
alluding to the surcessful strike of the Now York bakers
i 18ed, when the Dakers of Brooklyn did not juln wit
them beenuse they then took vo interest in the futdee of

the trade. The only slaves in the laml, he sanl,
were  the  bakers,  There was  uo  other  trade
whose work vequired  its  members  to  sleep

from Monday morning till Saturday night in the holes of
Linsomients where they worked.
