wise bave had. Mr. Henderson is very sanguine that
acquittal will be to the advantage, finally, of the Re-
publican party. He smd, a few nights ago, that it
would gain the Republicans 500,000 votes. He chat-
ters in this strain, while all his former friends con-
tinue to tell him that they will have nothing to do
with him in future., A romor has been curremt
in town to-day, for which there is. some foun-
dation, that an effort will be made to expel Sen-
ator Henderson from the Renate, on the ground
that he made an arrangement with the Presi.
