frionds around him to console his last hours, and
smooth forgetfulness of the past. Mooy wept when
John Brown met lus fate, calmly and serenely, at the
hauds of his bitter foes; hot, sealding tears were
shed when the remaing of Abraham Lincoln were
borue to the mansalenm at Springfield ; the demise
of James Buchanan will eause a piog of pity for his
Jifee rather than his death, and he will be forgotten
except €0 far as the record of his weakness mnkes the
story of his life enduring.

James Bochanan was born in Franklin County,
Fa.. April 22, 1791, aud died at Wheatland, near Lun-
caster, ab an carly honr yesterday morning. 1o was
prostrated some time hefore heexpired, and his death
was not unexpected. The birthplace of Mr, Buchanan
wae at a place called Stony Datter, among what are
known as the * North Monntains,” of the Kittatinny
yange of the Blue Mountains, It 15 a beautifnl and
yomantie gpot, 2ad was then as now several miles
from any human habitation. His father emigrated
to this country from Donegal, Ireland, and lis
mother, thongh o native of Pennsylvania, was also
of Scotch-Trish extraction. The part of Pennsylvania
where Mr. Buchanan was born was settled mostly by
Beoteh-Irish, and to their sturdy independence was
added o respect for learning and intelligence to place
them almost on a level with the immediate descend-
ants of the Puritans, while theiv theologival tonets
were slmost as severe as those which characterized
the passengers of the Mayflower. Nearly up to the
year when Mr. Buchanan was born they bad been
engaged in fighting the Indians, aud buoilding
churclies and school-houses, so that it will not be
snrprising that as carly ns 1785 whon the elder Bu-
chanan cmigrated to this country, they should have
founded a eollege in the wilderness, or that the son of
the Sooteh-1rish pioneer shonld be among its Alumui,
He was graduated at Dickinson College, now nnder the
eharge of the Methodists, in 1809, with high honor, and
pmmediately commenced the study of the luw, being
admitted to the Laneaster bar in 1812, when Lo was
little move than €1 years old.

As o legal practitionar, Mr. Buchanan was very
snccessful. In less than 20 years from the time he
commenced the practice be had retired on more thun
& competency, and his name ocenrs in the * Reports”
of cases in the Sapreme Court of Pennsvlvania
oftener than that of any other lawyer of his time.
Shortly after he was admitted to the bar, the war of
1812 being then in progress, Mr. Buchanan, in eom-
mon with many of the yeomen of Peunsylvania,
marched to Baltimore as a private soldier to defend
it against the British, who had burned the Capitol ot
Washington and were advaucing upon that city.
His services, happily, were not needed.  Only for his
weakness the aged veterans of that struggle might
rehearse the tales of their imagived scars, ignorant
of the tide of battle which afterward rolled to their
very doors, when the story of his nnassuming cour-
age and patriotism no longer servad for a battle-cry
in the field of Mars, as it had ofice in the Id of
polities

At the age of 23 Mr. Buchanan entered volitics,
being elected in the Penusylvania Legislature in 1814,
He was reillected in 1515, and in 1520 entered Con-
grress, representing the district now represented by
Thaddeus Stevens. He coutinued to serve in that
body nntil 1831, when he volnntarily retired, and
soon after aceepted from President Jackson a mis.

sion as Envoy Extraordinary aud Minister Plenipoed

tentiary to St. Petersburg.  In Congress Mr. Ha.
chanan made lis first speech Jan. 11, 1822, ona
deficiency in the military appropriation, snpporting
the Federal authority, and argning in defense of M.
Crawford, then Secretary of the Treasury. Ie op-
posed the Bankrupt law ; favered o tarifl for revenue

wilh incidental protection only; discouraged en-
tangling alliances with Mexico and the Sonth Ameri-
can republics, and earnestly protested auminst the

Island of Cuba falling into the hands of any Euro-

pesn power except Spain, on acoount of ifs stiategic

dmpartance ta the United States During his lost
pession in Congress he was chairman of the Judiciary

Committee, a position which bad been previously oc-

cupied by Daniel Webster. On his return from St.
Petersburg, 1n 1585, Mr. Buchanan was elected to the
United States Senate.

During Mr. Buchanan’s residence abroad. the most
exciting episode in American politics, previous to the
dark davs which ingngurated the Rebellion, hud
transpired. A pew tariff had heen enacted, the bat-
tle ngainst the renewal of the charter of the United
States Bank haid been fought, the deposits had been
removed from the vanlts of the Bank by an unbend-
jog President, and the Force bill Lad beeu passed te
cap the climas of startling political mancuvers, The
Cabinet had been dissolved, and a Tenure-of-Office
bill was in prospect fo vestruiu the President in the
distribution of Executive patronage. Before the ex-
punging resolutions were passed at the close of Gen.
Jackson's exteaordinary curcer, Mr. Buchanan had
supported liw as warmly in the Senate as ho had
previonsly struggled for himin the election campaign
of 124 He rewaiued in the Seuste nutil the bogin-
nivg of Mr. Polk's adwinistration, daring which he
bield the position of Becrotary of State, afterward re-
tiring to private life.

Iu the Senate he was distinguished among the
shrewd and temporizing politieians of his day by be-
ing moyre shirewd and temmporizing than the most de-
banched by the spiclt of compmnnise, He sought, as
enrly as 185-54, to stitle the Slavery agiuuinm in its
jufancy by a resolution that Congress had no power
to legislate in the interests of human freedom.  His
tenderness for Slavery ever distinguislied him, and
it was this that blasted his honor at the ¢lose of his
public cavéer, muking him the last vietim at its
shrine, as he had been the first priest at its altar.  Of
general political meusures he favored the poliey of
Qen. Juckson with regard to Frencl indenmnity ; sup-
paorted the celebrated expunging resolutions of Mr.
Bentou; argued in favor of the right of resident
aliens to the elective fianchise on the admission of
Michigav and Arkansas; defended the predmption
rights of sottlers on the public lands, and advocated
the aunexation of Texas in 155, Duoring the adwin-
istration of Mr. Polk the settlemsut of the North-
West Tervitory boundary disputes was effected main-
Iy throngh his instrinmentality, and the policy of Mr.
Polk in our difhiculties with Mexico in 1547, which
Jed to the “Mexican War,"” was also as much the
policy of Mr. Buchanan,

On the accession of Mr. Pierce to the Presidency.
Mr. Buchanan was appolnted Minister to England.
It wns daring lis residence in England that the famn-
ous * Ostend Cl)ll!u!"t".u(‘l‘.‘. ? favorable to the purchase
of Cuba, was held ot Ostand and Aix-lu-Chiapelle hy
the American Ministers i Europe. Mr. Buclianan
yoturned to the United Statesin April. 1550, 10 become
the candidate of the Democracy for the Presidoncy,
and be was nominated by the Ciucinnati Conven-
tion in June followivg. 'Ibe canvuss was an
animated one, and he was elected ever Gen. Fre-
nomt  and ex-President Fillmore, having a ma-

pecedent to his accession to the Presideney, and then
recounted the principul events of his own Adminis-
tration, viewing them, of conrse, from liis own stanids
point, and as one who believed 1 the beneficencs of
Slavery, even after it had recvived its death-blow
and cessed to bo an instrument of political con-
tention,

His Administration was indecd o remarkable one.
The state of actual war which followed did not en-
gender flercer passions or more malignant persecu-
tions than sprung from the contests over * Wleeding
Kansas,” and the strugales antecedent to the Rebwl-
lion. It was during this period the Jolin Brown Raid
ocenrred, and before it was the straggle in Congress
over the Lecompton Constitution, It was the Le-
complon tronble which, most of all, divided parties,
inflatned projudices, and jguited the spark of eivil
war, which smoldered for a while, and then burst
forth into a fearful lame, In his book he songht to
defend himeelf agninst the course he took on the Le-
compton issae.  Bat thongh he did not snceeed, the
episode was a stirring one, in which healone is weak,
and not even the pen of Mr. Buchanan could make a
hero of the man who had been the tool of Slavery.
Davis, Silidell, Toombs, the men who were his mas-
ters, stern, eruel, wicked masters as they were, were
heroes ig the strife. Douglas, Broderick, Haskin,
Hickman, all of whom had been lifelong Demo-
crats, were more than hevoes—they were gods.
Walker, Stanton, Geary, whom he successively se-
lected s his tools in Kansas, wonld not be bribed
to infamy. DBochansn alone stood Jittle in disgrace
and pitiful in dishoner. Now that he is dead,
it wonld be well to throw the mantle of forget-
fultiess over all these scenes, nnd those that fol-
lowed in which he played a part, but, like Banano's
ghost, the remombrance of this eventful period will
not down,

The anti-Lecompion opposition grew out of this
conrse of the President, and was the fivst AEETeSEIVE
blow for freedom.  When Lincoln's clection followed
in the wake of the Jobn Brown raid, the death-knell
of Slavery was already rung.  The timidity, the
hesitation of Mr. Bucliaunn, even the time—and
time was everything to the Sonth in the days that
followed the firing on the Star of the West and the
attack on Sumter—which le managed to give
them for their nefarions purposes, conld not save it.
In this erisis, when action was reqnived, he was ar-
gumg and acting on the argnment that there was po
power in the Constitution to coerce a State, While
Jefferson Davis was accepting his * Presidency,” the
President of the United States directed Gen. Seott
to write that “ the Government does not contemplate
calling any troops here (Washington) other than the
Distriet militin and some detachments of regular
troops, and it is desired by the friends of peace that
no organized societies or clubs, even withont arms,
shall muke their appearsnce here until the tran-
quillity of the public mind 15 restored.” But Mr. Lin-
coln was inavgurated, Mr. Buchanan lefr Washing
ton, the call for 5,000 troops was made, and all
throngh the strugele which onsued the late Presi-
dent looked on coldly from his retirement.  lle is
dead. Peace to Lis aslies.
