and his fellow Embassadors; but ho does not fieel
at liberty to  accept them for the present.
Anusing seenes were witnessed to-day, aronnd the
hotel where the celestials are stopping.  Oue of the
studvnts of the party visited the bar, and after
pevoril fruitless attompts on the part of the bar-
keeper to ascertain, by means of signs and grimaces,
what sort of “ drink 7 he woanted, the consin of the
sun and moon stalked behind the bar and selected o
bottle of champagne, to the iulinite amuse-
mwent of & dozen  veteran  Jobbyists nud
score of steady drinkers who were present. The
Celestial ingisted on mising his own “covktail,” and
did it with s dexterity which excited the envy of
the expert dispenser of drinka.

1t was remarkable, however, that each sug-
gested only a temporary espedicnt to avold & presont
difienlty,  Propositi to ehanga the charucter of the
publie debt woukld nol..‘&u{ it. All the varnous measures
Rropmx—.d Tooked to additionnl borrowlng and taxation.

o one appeared to think of any other mode of mecting
the public obligations, Ho was opposed to all such ex-
pedionta. The Government had sources of revenus of ita
own, indepondent of taxation, and of the issue of bonds
or enrrency, sud which could be made available. 1t had
vt reglons al Mg in the prect metnls which
I proposed shonld Db developed for the exelusive
benetlt of the Goverument.  ‘The mines of California had
produced §1,100,000, though worked by feeble efforts, lm-
perfect mm"hln‘-ry.nml nenficient eapital. Other terrl-
tory, aven yet mors valiable, hsd recsntly been added to
the minernl resonrees of the nation,  All the vast space
Iving between the S4th nod 40th dn.imru ef north lutl-
tade, and the 104th and 126th parallel of longitade con-
tained an inexhaustible supply. That territory belongs
to the Government by conguest and by purchuse. The
persons now extrucling miuerals thers have no legal
righta, They have simply squtier occupation ; bat it may
not be necessary to dispossess them.  There is still mlo-
oril tertitory enoweh unworked which cannot be made
avatlable exeept theongh o laree ontiay. By the Introdne-
tlon of a higher order of sclentitic knowledge appertaining
to tho sepatation of the metals, and by the coustruetion
of wore exteusive millsgwith  tunnels wwid oannls
by which to teach the guarts lodes, o prodnetion ten-fold

ater than hns yot been obtained mx be reached,
t e Aabid that this is impracticable, that the Government
eannot stecessfully enter iuto such s businees, I would
usk, WIIE wot ! The Government constricts machinery,
budidds afips, nud mwannfaetures arms and other artleles;
It hias nasiy oftices, seiting establishinents, aud miots
for coitinge. Thero s no reason, therefors, why the more
fmpurtant work of producing the erude ore itself eannot
bo as well aud as safely wecomplished. After a carefnl
exsmination of the whole snliject in all its practical de-
tails, I s satlsfled that o yiokd of from 00,000 T
£00,000,000 a yenr can resdily be obtalned, after the
proper knowlsilge and talent are obtilned to prosecute
thenw. ‘This may be done after the first year, and in-
eressed afterward,  Then, why should we not avall onr-
selves of thesa  resources?  Why borrow and
oppress  the peopla by tixation, wxternal and in-
ternal, whon we have such pesources wt commnand?

TERRIBLE EXPLOSION AT NEWBURGH.

TWO POWDER-HOUSES COMPLETELY DEMOLISHED
—A MAN BLOWN TO ATOMS—STICKS OF TIM=
BER THROWN A THOUSAND FEET IN AIR—
FRIGHTFUL SCENES,

From Our Special Carrespandeat.

NEWRURGH, June 3, 1868

Dwellers along the Hudson River for a dis-
tance of 50 miles north and south of this city were startled
at 6 o'clock this morniog by the shaking of thelr houses,
the rattling of windows, and two distinct, heavy,
rumbling reports, Many supposed that two shocks of an
earthquake had taken place, and roshied from thete
honses in excitement. The cause of tho excitement was
the explosion of about 10,000 pounds of powder and the
blowing up of two powder-milis; owned by Messrs. Bmith
& Rand, about four miles west of this eity,
on the South Plauk Road, leading to Walden,
Orange County. A visit to the spot revealed the follow-
ing fucta: The gralning mill where the first explosion
oeenrred, was a sort of donble building, 20x16 feet, buile
of stone, with woodes sides and one story bigh, It atowd
about 100 fest from the wain road, separated from tho
Iatter by s clump of trees. In 1t at the thue of the ex-
plosion were five tuns of powder, the most of it being i
the grain. The glnaing mill was situated across o i,
about 100 feet from the graiving will, nud was about 15
feot in diameter, octagobal In form, und was in no way
connected with the gradning miil, In it at the time of
the explosion was about a tun of powder,

At exactly 6 o'clock this mornlog the graining mil
blew up, the fire shooting with great violence across tho
damn to the glazing will, and In five seconds thereafter
that was also blown to f ents. The scove is deseri
s belng fearfully grand, The foundatiou of the graning
milt was nwt:d:mt u:lmugh with ashovel. Huge sticks
of timber we thrown throngh the air for & quarter of o
witle, small trees were uprooted, hurled n s
tance, whbile larger and older trees were entine mdp;m!
of leaves branches, and their trunks biacke and
chorred. At the foot of trees numbers of dead birds wern

A m  shaft, four Inches
eter, led from the ‘""‘“{ﬁh mwill  to  auother
bullding on _ the  south of the roud.
It was 15 feet long. 'The end nearest to the bullding
which exploded wis bent almost donble, while o portivn
of the shaft 15 feet long was broken off aud buvled over
400 yards from the scene. For more thiu a quirter of @
mile the nd Is strewn with the deoris.  uge tinbers,
blsckened and splintercd with powder, heavy and Ionﬁ
Limbs of trees, and In many instiances whole trees, raggs
and torn, block the paths and romds leading to the spot,
A stornge butlding on the south side of the rowd, distans
all of 160 yards from the graluing will, was hmilj aliite
tered. It contalned throo tuns of m.u:der in kegs, Tho
largo door at the main entrance was blown off, the sides of
the bulldivg crushed in, and the roof greatly damaged.
Fortunately, the powder in the bullding diud not ignite.

beyomd deseription. A vast ring of smoke whirled fur np
and graduoally wideniug i arca was o =ight never wit-
nessed before in this viclnity., The concussion
persons who were thus slombering, amd in many cases
arose  trembling and  auxious to Know tihe cause.
For a distance of 10 wiles back, on the opposite side ol
tho river, the exsplosion was distinetly heard, while at
West Point, Peckskill, Sing Sing, and Poughkoopaie, tho
ropott wus ulso noticed. Threo years ago w sillar cx-
Elu.-amn took place on the same spot, when one wan was

iled. Hnd the explosion of this morning oceu onw
hour later, the Joss of life would have beeu fearfal, a8 at
70,05 the 20 men ewployed ot the works commiiee fa-
bor, when, in all probability, every oue of thens woukd
