I'I.I.l'ilf. The offiee is abont as inactive as that of »
\n-:--l'rest'd_ent in the United Btates, and honee the
law makes it gossible for a President of the Snvpreme
Conrt to hold a place in the Ministry, receiving the
salary of but ono office. Mr. Juarez himself was at
once Premicr and Vice-President under Comonfort,
mul._ u.-n_murmzr-d by this precedent, 18 anxions to
fetain in his Cabinet the skill and experience
of his Minister of Foreign Relations. Accordingly
when Mr. Lerdo took the osth of his new oflice be-
fore the Permanent Deputation of Congress. a day or
two ago, the President emphasized his request for the
necessary liconse from that body to continne in the
oftice of Foreign Minister, 'l’utfn- publie surprise, he
wis refused, and that, too, by s distinet majority of
the Judges, One of them is reported to have said,
prior to vobing, that the Court ought not to neglect
the chance st hand of proveking o salutary crisis in
the poliey which has frostrated the right efficts of
the trimnph over the Lutervention, and to which the
Republic s indebted for the new disorders which
menace it. The press of the Opposition, taking up
this text, speak of Mr, Lerdo as the advocate of an-
cmmmuhulfnl powers, the author of the eonvoeation,
the canse of Ortegnist disorders, nlaF hint, if not
ittvely sy, that hie oppdsed the admission o Gen,
Diaz into the Cabinet.
