GRANT'S MENTOR—THE GENERAL'S EX-

WasnisaTox, Monday, Nov, 9, 1868,

David Dudley Field arrived in this city this morn-
ing. Rumors are in circulation that he has come on
here to consult with Messrs, Seward, Evarts, and
other prominent conservative Republican Democrats
with regard to the proposal to take charge of Gen.
Grant and to help him shape his administration. The
Democratic newspapers here, still insisting that Gen.
Girant is not a Republican, are prophesying all soits
of evils that he will inflict upon the Radical party.

The newspapers in discussing the expeoted resig-
nation of Gen, Grant as General of the armies of the
United Btates, are in error. They say the offico will
expire with the seceptance of the General’s resigna-
tion, and that the highest rank in the army will then
be that of Lieutenant-General, in which grade Gen.
Sherman has no peer; and that it will be within the
discretion of Congress to determine whether he shall
be promoted to the still higher grade. To do this,
say the correspondents, will require a special law, as
in the case of Gen, Grant. This is erroneous in many
particulars, The law making Gen. Grant General
of the armies revived the old law providing for the
grade of General of the Army, and left it to the dis-
eretion of the President of the United States to ap-
point, or not to appoint an officer to that position.
‘The resignation of Gen, Grant wonld mercly make a
vacancy, which could be filled Ly another appoint-
ment, if the Executive shoald deem it n 'y or
proper that the grade should be continued. “The law
does not contemplate succession as o watter of
conrse,

Gen. Grant has already received abont 500 written
applications for office. IHe has given Gen. Badean,
his Becretary, orders to destroy all such missives
without showing them to him. The cousequence
was, to-day, that Badean had a pile of waste paper
around his table two feet high. The General was at
Army Headquarters at 9 o’clock this morning, and
engaged at onee in the performance of official duties.
Several gentlemen called upon him this morning to
pay their respects. Among them were the Vice-
President elect, Secretary Schofield, Major-Gen.
Thomas, Brevet Major-Gen. Cauby, Senators Morgan
and Wade, and otliers.

Benator Wade and Vice-President Colfax have ar-
rived here, to adjourn the two Houses of Cengress,
to-morrow, uutil the time for the regular session on
the first Monday in December. Mr. Colfax dined
with Gen. Grant to-night, Messrs, Wade and Colfax
go hence to-morrow, p. m, in company with
Gen, Cameron and other distinguished gentlemen,
in a special train, The party will stay over night in
I atto as guests of Mr. Bhoemaker of the Adams Ex-
press Company, and resume their journey on Wed-
nesday. Mr. Colfax will go direct to his home in
Routh Bend, and after a brief sojourn will return to
Ashtubule County, Ohio, where he will marry the
niece of Senator Wade.

Becretary S8eward is reported recently to have sent
asecrot ngent to 8t. Domingo to make arrangements
for the purchase of the Bay of SBamana, a measure
which he will strive to perfect before the expiration

The Commissioner of Indian Aflairs received in-
formation from Pauz, Arizona, to-day, of the
Lilling of Coshackama, head chiof of the Apache
Mohaves, together with two of his captoinn and sev-
eral of his followers, On the morning of the ith of
September 13 travelers assembled at La Paz, and
arming themselves attacked the Apacho Mohaves
camps, aud killed the chief. These Indians belong
to the Colorado River Reservation, just above
Paz, and had been in town the entire day
preceding  the killing.  They bhave alwuys
piofossed friendship for the whites and been willing,
at all times, to assist in_recapturing property stolen
by marauding bands of Tudians residing in the neighi-
boring mountains,  On the person of tﬁn Chief were
fonnd eertain papers showing the estimation in which
these Indians were held by the citizens in the vicinity
of La Paz. No one in La Paz participated in or kuow
anything abont the killing, It is nrged in_ extenna-
tion of the act that these Indians had killed a Mr.
Brown at Granite Gulel, had stolen mules from Buff-
man and Chapman, nea Wicketshurg, and were re-
sponsible for all the depredations that Luve boen com
witted between La Taz and Prescott,

Proclamation 1s made of a ratification of the treaty
between the United Stetes and  the eCas,
Shawnees, Quapaws, Peorias, Kaskaskias, Weas,
Plankeshaws, Marnies, Ottawas, and certain Wyan-
dottes, 1t provides that portions of those triles shall
remove from Kaneas to otlier lauds or reservations in
the Indian conniey south of that State, while other
l)umnua will dissolve their tribal rolations aud

weome citizens,  The United Btates will give
such compensation as is purfectly satisfuctory to the
Indians.
