The President-elect was
gheerfnl and courteous, but he aveided all allusions
to Cabinet watters and questions of future policy.

.ohi‘nl. Secretary Schofield, Gen. Townsend, and one

The arrival of Admiral Farragut in New-York has
furnishied material for various speculations in the
pewspapers, regarding the canse of his return. It
has been said that he was summoned home
by orders from the Becretary of the Navy;
spother  gratuitons suwrnuse I8 that  his
goming was in consequence of intimations from
Ben Grant and other leading Republicans thet he
would be called to the couneils of the incoming Ad-
ministration in the capacity of Becretary of the
Navy. The fact ia that Admiral Farragnt's signal
gryices to the country were taken into consideration
by the Department, and he was permitted to take his
swn conrse; and so, st his own request, he was nomi.
pally assigued to the command of the European squad-
pon; but it wasj vuderstood that he was to be the
suthority for his own movemenis. After following
Mis inelinations in his extended cruise be came Lome
Bocause he preferred to do eo, and the Department
o given him no orders whalever, and has no infen-

The report that the Secretary of State has sent a
secret agent to make purchieses of the Government
of San Domingo s emphatically denied by Mr.

The Executive clem-
ency was extended in consequence of the previous
good character of the prisoner, his present failing
health, and the destitution of Lis wife and children.

THE ELECTION IN THE SOUTH

GEORGIA.
THE SAVANNAIl RIOTS AND THEIR NATURAL
SEQUENCE—WII0 MADE RIOT—THE TRUTH
AT LAST—THE DEMOCRATIC IPEOGRAMME
FOR A VICTORY.
|FROM AN OCCASIONAT CORRESPONDENT.|
8avANNAH, Nov, 0,—~The only object of this letter
is to gave the simple truth in regard to the barbarous
measures adopted by the Seymour and Blair Democ-
racy to carry this city and connty on Tuesday last.
You have heard of the shooting and killing done here
on that day, and that ought to have prepared you, if
It did not, to expoct the natural sequence—Savannah
gavean overwhelming Democratic majority, Itls
unnecessary to go back of the morning of the elec-
tion, except to remark that circnmstances, such as
the boasts of those with more bravado than discre-
tion—the rumored recent orgaunization of old Clubs
(supposed to be mothing more than the
resnscitation of former military companics),
and the whisperod arrival of repeating rifles, had
created many suspicions that an organized, dosperate
effort wonld be made to overawe and, if noed be,
overpower the Republicans at all hazards. Subses
quent events have shown that this suspicion was too
well founded, Throngh our city press, sided by
sympathizing ageuts of tho Associnted Press, it has
been published to the country, no doubt, that the
negroes of this place, led on and incited by * incen-
diary white men,” are solely responsible for the
deeds of violence and bloodshed which dis
graced our streets at an ewrly hour om
Tuesday morning, To the lasting infamy of thoss
who have cirenlated such falschoods: a brief nurra-
tive of a fow prominent and indisputable facts,
which thousands of truthful, law-abiding eitizens,
white and colored, stand ready to substantiate, and
which the Democrats themselves have not so much
as attempted to deny, will satisfy any jone that &
blacker lie fnever emanated form the mouths of n
professed  Christian people.  Hero are the facts
stripped of all garisliment that might in any man-
ner tend to the prejudice of either side,

The polls were opened at 7 a, m.—there being bnt
three Loxes for the whole city and all these at the
Conrt Monse. The negroes began to assemble as
early as 8 o'clock. As the bour for opening ap-
proached, they formed in line opposite the several
entrances, and when the doors wers opened, moving
quietly forward, proceeded to cast their votes, Thero
was no stroggle on the part of the negroes to obiain
the advantage. Few white men were present at the
time and they—the negroes—gained their position by
virtne of that most remarkable patience they have
always manifested under such eircumstances, There
wasno disturbanes, no demonstration, no exnltation,
not even the ordinary excitement, until about =j
o'clock, when quito & large number of railroad em-
ployés marched up m a body and an attempt was
mads fo open a way through the solid
ranks of the negroes, to enable these
Democrats to reach the polls, This faver, it was pro-
posed by eertain officials, to graut tho employés, in
order, it in alleged, that they might not lose their
day's work by waiting quietly their turn—hby placing
themselves behind either of the lines and mos ing
up in their regular order, like other people, The ol-
jeet of opening the way was not explained to the
negroes, and, of conrse, was not undemstood hy thom,
and might have been just as strennously resisted by
them if it had been explmned. First came con-

The struggle was short Fhey waore
driven from the polls, and, fleeing for thew Jivesin
every conceivable direction, were  prurausd for
squares by citizens  and - police, and  tired
on whenever opportunily  offerad,  Ouly o
small  number of the negroes ventired o
return to the polls, and they stood at a distance, aid
finnlly left the vicinity sltoge ther, The Democrats

pressod forward in lines the same us tho negroes hind
done, crowding every avenis af approach, so that it
waa ntterly impossible, of indeed it had not been s
reckloss exporure of Iife, nnder the then existing ¢x

The only question to be decided in ordor to Hx the
responsibility of the whole aflair i, conld the ne
groes of right, by any authority w hutever, be forved
to yield the vantage gronnd thedr thwely appesrines
at the polls bad given them ! Noone pretends that
couriesy eénters very largely into Ameriean politics,
particularly when it comes to granting such peculiog
favors to the opposition.  The same may Lo said of
preswing business cngagein ats, Clearly the whole pro-
ceeding was without a shadow of anthority. ‘The
negroes were entitled to their position=-no power
from any source could pightfully deprive them of i,
and those who made the attempt, from the highest
oity official down to the poor, ignorant white man
who for pay permits himself to be made the tool 1
such murdorous deeds, are responsible for it.

The city press, in endeavoring toshift the responsi-
mlity from the proper shoulders, vaises the ol vry of
Who fired first T who first resorted to v iolence 1—as
if that closed the case. Who withorized, and who
did perform an unwarranted illegal and ontrageous
action, are questions [uwr mors easily noswered and
equally more important. Who fived first may never
be settled to the satisfaction of all parties ot either
gide, but so strong do the Ropublicans feel in their
ability to present u clear record In this, as in other
matters, that they not only do not shrink from, but,
on the coutrary, couil the most searching imvestiga-
tion.

As additional and cirenmetantinl evidence going to
prove that the riot was gither & purt of the Demo-
cratic programme or it Jegitimate vesult, cortain
other matters will bear recital. The munagers at all
three of the polls, with one or two excoplions, wers
Democrats, and consequently the opportunity was
favorable for running the affair to suit themselves.
The most prominent among thess magintristes had
declared his intention, before the election, to chal-

PROGRESS OF THE REVOLUTION—REPORT OF
THE REVOLUTIONARY JUNTA OF HAVANA.

Nov.9.~A severe encounter took place on
the 25th ult. between the Spanish forees under Col. Quil-
ros, numbering 1,000 men, and the patriots under Manuel
Luess Castillo and Milanes, pumbering 600, In the vicinity
of Balre, According to official Spanish report, Col. Qui-
o8, supposing that the patriots wonld fly at the frst fire
of the regular troops, at first only ordered an advance of
a Company of the reglment * Corena,” supported by one
Company of regiment *Cuba,” leaving the remalning
forces In reserve. Bpeedily convinced that so far from
walting to be attacked, the patriota were about to atrack
him, he orderad up his whole foree, leaving ouly one Com*
pany In reserve. Of tho patriots 450 were mounted,
armed only with machetes; 150 on foot, armed with rifies
and revolvers, Tmmediately on the advance of the Span-
ish troops, the 460 mounted patriots debouched on the
maln road, aud charged the Spanish troops so furlonsly
that they had no time allowsd them to reload their mus-
kots after the first fire, but were reduced to defending
themselves with the bayonet, fighting, as the officiul red
port says, foot by foot to malutain thelr ground. After »
desperate hand to band enconnter, which lasted one hour
and three-quarters. Tho Bpanish troops fell back to
Baire, haviog sustained o loss of 136 men in killed and
wounded, The patriots lost 60, As the telegraph wires
are out in this direction, the news was not reeelved until
the 2d inst.
