I apt. Pi_tt. Cinted States Marshal for New-Mex-
iio. is iu the city. He Btate» that greatdifflculty has
be-ii found in 1.unking up the Mexican practice of
peon a ire and ludiuii Slavery, all owiug to tbe pov-
t-rty and iitnoiaiicü of the victims; to tbe isolated
situation a. thu villajes aud ranches of rich Mexi¬
cans, win-re it mostly prevailed, and to tbe fact that
the Seront! Contiollor has decided that no fees can
be paid civil «»Hie« rs for services under tbe act abol¬
ishing the system. As the holding of United States
Commissioners' Courts and the journeys of Marshals
and «l.puti» s iiiv«»lve considerable expense, and thoy
must be done if the systim is to be deBtroyed at all,
iu every county or Territory, it can be seen that Buch
decision »erionsly hainjters all efforts. Journey« of
.00 and SOO miles would have to be frequently
taken. Tbe great need is, however, tbe ex¬
istence of machinery like the Freedtuen's Bu¬
rean, to enable peons to live, or aid them iu
their effort« for independence. They are so
wretche«lly poor, and all employment, _kc, so
«completely coiitroll_d by those who Lave held them
for debt, that a« soon a« l.'uittvl States officers leave
th. locality, they relapse into virtual bondage again.
In Taoe County alone, from 300 to «Kio persons were
relieved of this servitude. It is believed that over
8,000 person» are still held in some sort of bondage.

ATTEMPT TO POISON TUB PRESIDENT OP NICA¬

RAGUA.THE COSTA RICA RAILROAD GRANT
.CONTRACT BETWEEN NICARAGUA AND A
FRENCH COMPANT FOR OPENING A CANAL
ACROSS THE ISTHMUS.

'FROM OCR OWS CORRESPONDENT 1
Panama. Feb. 5..By the arrival of the

stcamdliip Guatamala, I am in possession of lato dates
from tlio Central American Republic. Tbe Congres« of
Salvador was formally installed on tho lltli ult., when
President Dueña* sent in his annual message.
Tho message is a very interesting document, and give»

a most promisino- picture of tho condition of this prosper¬
ous little Republic. The President Señor Nuzman of
Nicaragua, was very nearly poisoned on the 4th ult., by
partaking of some food In which arsenic had been put by
some niUrreant.
