There was general sniprise expressad to-day, that
w0 few nominations were sent (o the Senate by the
President, as it was expooted that a large nvumber of
forcign appointments were to bo sent for confirma-
tion. The explanation is that this class of cases are
Leld until the srrival af Hamilton Fish, the new Seo-
retary of State, who was expected here to-night. It
is probable, alzo, that none will be made to-morrow,
a5 the subject of the foreign wission will be bronght
up before the regular Cabinet meeting on that day,
at which it is expeeted Mr. Fish will be present, al-
1hough be will mot so soon assume the regular duties
of his oflice.

President Grant, in reply to an application by an
Olito representative for the appointment of the Hon.
J. M. Ashiley, who has the mdorsement of the entire
Republican delegufion, ss Governor of Muntana,
anid that it wis his intention to select the nominces
for thut and other like positions, from the residents
of tho Territories they seek to govern, when proper
men can be found. This deciston, however, is not

The President will hereafter receive members of
Congress only from 10 to 12 o'clock a w., daily,
and general visitors from 8 to 4 o'clock, exoept on
Tuesdays and Fridays (Cabinet days.)

A committee of three delegated by the Washing-
ton City Post of the Gravd Army of the Republic,
waited on the President to-day to urge the claims of
the erippled soldicrs for appointment to official po-
sition. The President assured them that he felt a
warm interest in this class of citizens, and plainly
intimated that their claims would not be overlooked.

Of the President's Secretaries, the Postmaster-Gen-
ral and the Secretary of the Treasury are most
ouplit after by the office-seckors, Mr. Cresswell is
Jterally run down with applicants for post-offices.

The Judiciary Committee reported back a
putber of important bills, The amemdment to the
Tenure-of-Oftice bill, as reported by the Committes,
merely proposes to snspend the operations ol the nct
until the next session of Congress.  An effort will b
made to get it up to-morrow, Col. Porter appeared
about 140 with a number of nominations. The
bill to strengthen the Pullic Credit was debated at
some length by Messrs. Bprague, Dayard, and Davis,
Mr. Carpenter briefly stated his opposition, and the
bill was then passed—Yeas, 42; Nays, 138, Asitis n
the same shape as passed by the House, it now goo
to the President, In the midst of a struggle for pro
oodence in the getting up of bills, the Senate went
into Executive scssion, and then adjourned.

During last Congress the nomber of Lills intro]
duced in the Fouse was 2500, aid in the Benate, 950,
At the present session 200 bills bave been introduced
in the Benate,-and to-day, in the lonse, after the an-
nouncement of the Standing Committees, about 140
bills, This, in addition to bills previously intro-
duced, gives en nggregate of ot least 400 Lills intro-
duced in both Houses since the 4th of March.

The Navy Department has recived a communicn-
tion from Commander Meads of the steamer Sag-
inaw, dated €itka, Jun. 7, reporting tronble with the
Iudians at Alaska, and his action, codperating with
the army, against them. 1le states that on New
Year's night a diffienlty took pluce on shore betwesn
the guard aod some Clilot Iedumune, headed by their
chicf. One soldier and twe Indians were dangor-
onsly wounded, Gen. Davis requested Commander
Meade to cedperate with hhm by preventing the -es-
eape, duriug the night, of the Chilot chief, in ascord-
ance with which an armed catter, in charge of Mid-
shipman J.<E. Pillsbury, was s=ot on picket duty to
tho westward of the Indian village. Bhe drove back
six canoes, being obliged to fire o volley at one, The
next day the chief was captured, and lodged in the
guard-house. A great deal of bad feeling exists be-
tween theso Indians snd the military,  Their vilbages
are remote from the ses, and men-ol-war eannot et
near enongh to sbell them. The trbes are numerous
and warlike in that region.

Beeretary  Boutwell’s oflice was crowded to.day,
many promisent gentlemen calling upon him, ameng
themn Horsce Greeley, ex-S8enator Morgan, Gen. ut-
ler, and several other Benaters amd Representatives,

Seeretary Eorie has arranged that for the present
his reception bour at the Navy Department will bo
from 12 m. te 1 p. m. each day.

Gen, Skinner, the First Assistant Postmaster-Gen-
ernl, has received notice that bis place is soon to o
filled. 1lis suecessor will be Mr. Earlo of Maryland,
a former partner of Postmaster-Gencral Cresswell.

Hon, N. L. Jeflvies, Registerof the Treasury, has

not yet received any notification of the aceept-
ance of his resiguation, though «t is probable the
name of his suoeessar will be sent to the Senuta to-
worrow, Mr. Jeflvies will retire as soou os he is
motified that his resignation bas be=n accepted,
b Becretary Bootwell bas appointed Mr. Bartlett,
formerly Clerk of the Reconstruction Committee, as
hia private Becretary, in place of James M. Davis,
wha beld that position under S8ecretary MeCulloch.

The House Committee on Elections hield a meeting
to-day, and agreed upon the rules which are to
govera them in their consideration .of such cases.,
They also decided to consider the prima fucia cascs
first, Covode's will be the first considured, and then
will fallow the two South Carolina cases. No action
will be taken on the Georgin seats by the Committes,
until the question is disposed of Ly the two Honses
as to whethier the State is entitled to representation.

The Surveyor General of Idabo is here. Heis one
of the many who walked 90 miles to get round the
snow-blockade of the Union Pacific Railroad.

Loxpox, March 2—Mr, Gludstone was, perhaps,
never more in  his element, and never Leard
to better ndvaniage, than in the Honse on Monday
night. He hiad a subject exactly suited to his extra-
ordinary powers, aud he was put upon his mettle by
the cirenmstances in which he spoke, Ib is
remarkable—and it is claracteristic alike of
the English peopls and of Mr, Gladstone indi-
vidually—tlint  his greatest fame ns an orator
stonld have bLeen won in his Budget speeches;
that is, in  linancial  expositions permitting
no shetorical display, and affording scope only for
the more solid qualities of the orator's mind. Fig-
ures of arithmetic took the place of fignres of
speech, yet Mr. Gladstone, as Cl llor of the Ex-
chequer, hias been known to keep the unbroken at-
tention of the House through a speech of more than
four hours’ duration. On Monday night he spoke
three honrs anid a half. He hoeld his sudience well
thronghont, and althongh there might have been a
little ilagging on the part of the hearers
during the second hour, it was most ou-
rious to seo the sudden quickening of in-
terest manifested all over the Ifouse when
the orator got amoeng his figures. It was precisely
the moment when an ordinary speaker wonld have
lost his hold of an ordinary andience, To Mr. Glad-
stono it was as if ho had tooched his mother earth
afier an exhansting stengele in tho air.  He found as
much inspiration in estimates of glebes and in tho
valnation of tithe-rent charges as Mr, Bright finds in
the flagrant oppression and injustice Lo go often de-
nounces. No doubt the attention of the Honse was
stimulated by the personal interest many members
liave in the fuuds of the Church, but to those
who had none, Mr. Gladstone’s dexterity in handling
his nccounts was an object of scarcely less admira-
tion. Other men lava had the talent to maoke
budgets intelligible. To Mr. Gladstone alono has
been given the power of investing them with a moral
interest and sorronuding them with the fascinations
of romance, So it was with what I may call the
Budget of the Irish Church. Tho art with which
the statement was mado was art of a very high
order, and the impression made by that part of the
gpecch was qnite independent of the varying
jndgments formed upon the wisdom of the plan
anpouneed for disposing of §the surplus revennes of
the Chnreh. Bome of Mr, Gladstone’s friends wers
recently lamenting thiat he could never more be
Chaneellor of the Exchequer.  They may be abund-
antly consoled by his good fortans in having to make
a finnncial statement in the very first important
specch he had to iad to pronounce as Head of the
Government. Hitherto he lins been the head of o
department anly, or at most the leader of the Honse,
responsible for a single branch of the publio service,
or for the conduct of business in one body of
the 'Legislatore, His famo henceforth must de-
pend on tho extent to which ho can impress lus
own purpose on o number of his colleagnes, and on
the general verdict of the public upon the acts and
resnlts of the Administration of which ho is the Pirst
Ministor. lere, too, his first essay muost be pro-
nounesd a trimmph, I have berstofore spoken of
diksenvions thiat broke out in the Cabinet on this
question of the Irish Church. They wers quelled,
aued the Lill which Mr. Gladstome bronght in on Mon-
dag night was lis own bill, bearing the stamp of his
mind in conception and in detail, modified hers aud
thero by the objections and enriched with the contri-
bittions of several of his collengues; but, as & whals,
unmistakably the product, as it onght to bo, of Mr.
Gladstone himself,

By the testimony of fricnds and enemies nlike, tho
bill 8 adwmirably framed to do its work. The com-
mon defect of English legislation is its indirect, cir-
cuitons, and vaguo chameter, For fear of violating
precedents, or for fear of distarbing vestod interests,
or from dislike to hort somebody’s feelings, an act of
Parlisment is only too often an open road for the
well-known cosch and six. There was somo reason
to fear it might'be so with the Irish Chuarch bill, for
there never was & case where so mueh opposition
was to be encountered. Luckily, the fight
was fought aed won before it came to the
drawing of the Dill The strnggle of
last session, and the appeal to the conutry, had settled
the question. The ground was cleaved, and yot it
wtill required rare courngo to frame a hill withont
fear or favor,and rare jndgment to arrive at the
ends absolutely necessary witheut exciting needless
opposition, ersubjecting the details of it to criticism
that might ba avoided. For once, Mr. Gladstone's
moral courage and intellectnal subtlety worked to-
gether withont clashing, and withount kinderanee, so
far as can be jadged ot first sight, from the ecclesi-
astical superstitions and traditions which are only
too apt to fetter and confuse bim, If Lo has dealt
tenderly with personal elaims, and even with some
venerable abanes, he ling only veflected the temper of
the public méed. It must not be forgotten, in pass-
ing judgment on this measure, that the sweeping
away of the supremacy of an alien churel in Ireland
Jhas been resolved on not on its own merits, but us a
aneasure of policy. It is not ecclesinstical freedom
4lat is sought, as an end desivable in itsclf, but the
wonciliation ef the Irish people as a means to their
Lietter governwment. 1t is a parallel ense to.our eman-
aipation policy. Wo never should have reacled to
that hight of virtws implied in abolition, for its
own sake or for tho sake of an oppressed
racn, but we fell back on 1t 28 a war measure
—aJ! the more ehame to ns. If Disestablkshment
be wot exacily & war measure, it is o measnre of
police—ono step, and only one, to the emancipation
of a mubject race.

A buginess so complicated conld net be settled in a
moment, nor the iafinite variety of details essential
to any working measure bo exscuted off-kand.
Hence, there waas & fear that the Lill might Le so
framed as to make a measnre of repeal possible be-
fore tho werk of disestablishment, or at any rate.of
disendowment, should have been actually ecarried
into effect; suppoming o reaction of public opinien
in favor of the Church during the next
fow years, or supposing the Tories restored to power
on any other ksuo, Porhaps that was a real danger,
but it is met and defeated by the very first pro-
vision. Mr. Gladstone's instinet for finance jed him

straight to the mark. Fera year past, ba has put
forward the Disestgblishment as the key-note of
his policy, but in his bill complete Disestablishment
is postponed, for good enough reasons, till Jan. 1,
1871, while Disendewment is made immediate and
final with the passing of the bill. That is, perhaps,
the master stroke of his policy, since it s the
possession of its vast revenues that inakes tho
Church so formidable as = political power.
Btripped of these, divested of all legal contnol
over what were once ita own funds, its great dignita-
rios and its humblest ministers are reduced to the
position of pensioners upon the State. They will
still receive their stipend, but it will be alms from
the publie treasury, instead of plunder wrung from
a starving peoplo—an expression from which nobody
need infer that this is a measure of financial selief,
or that the revenues of the Churel are not still to bo
collected and received by the State. That those rev-
enues, throngh whatever channels they pass, do in
foot come from the people themselves, nobody will
be likely to dispute, The difference is that now
they amnintain & body of ecclesinstics whom
heneeforth the State will maintain with one half the
income, applying the other lalf to objects and insti-
tutions dircetly beneficiafto the poople, and not in
the least coclesiastical. The Act wili dissolve the Com-
mission which now administers the Church Estab-
lishment, and will creatoa new Commission of ten,
whose names will bo inserted in the bill. In this
Commission, upon the passing of the bill. the entiro
property of the Church in Ireland will vest, subject
10 life intereata As there can be no guestion of the

competency of Parliament to pass such an act—or
rather a8 Parliament is the solo judge

England assumes to pass political questions in ve-

view—the act of disendowment will be absolute.

The legal title to all the revenues and funds of the

Church will be'in the new Commission, and cannot

be got ont of their hands by judicial vetoes, or judi-

cial interpretutions in one sense of a law that all the

world knows was passed in another,

The funds of the Church being thus disposed of,

it is reasonabls to allow some time for the organiza-

tion of a voluntary system to take the place of the
existing Establishment. Mr. Gladstone thinks 18
mouths will bo enough, but intimates that, if pressed,

he may allow a longer time. But somo day will be
fixed, certainly not lator than 1872, on which the
Irish Chureh will eease to be n State Chorch, its
union with the Chureh of England dissolved, the
Teclesiastical Courts m Ireland be abolished, the
Feelesiastioal jurisdiction cease, the Feclesiastical
laws no longer have anthority, and the Irish Bishops
no longer be Peers or sit in the House of Lords—
which latter I take to ba one of the most gratifying
incidents of this picoe of legislation, sure also to be
followed at some day by the exclusion of the English
Bishiops as well, The day will come the sooner for
the violent and foolish opposition they have offered
to the present measare,

When both Disestablishment and Disendowment
are complete, what are called the vested interests of
incumbents are to be preserved Ly the payment of
their incomes during lifo, or so long as they continue
to dischiarge their duties, The Church will retain its
private property—meaning money contributed from
privite sonrces since 1060—and its edifices on condi-
tion of maintaining them for public worship, the
State further undertaking to supply funds for keep-
ing up cortain eathedrals which are coasidered na-
tional monnments.

The total value of the property of which the State
takes charge 1s computed at £18,000,000—aboit $50,-
000,000—o0ut of which, after appropriating the sums
needed to secure vested interests, there will remain
—mark this—a surplus of neatly one half the whole
sum. The answer to the question what shall be
done with this vast fund, is the third great feature of
the bill—=much discussed out of doors since the last
session. It had Leen proposed to employ it in public
works, or for railways, or in relief of the poor-rates,
or finally and most generally to education. Mr.
Gladstone's ohjections to all but the last are forcible.
He has nothing to say against nsing the fund for
promoting education, except that it might give rise
to the suspicion of being an endeavor to get rid of
theaunnal grant—which sarely might be continned—
of to coutroversies as to what system should be fos-
tered by the Government, an objection as fatal to the
employment of any other funds as of these, Tudeed,
the very summary dismissal of the point in his
spoech showed plainly enough that to Mr. Glad-
stone’s own mind the objections were not conclusive,
s they certainly do not meet the general expecta-
tion. It was absolately unknown what the Ministry
had resolved on, so well had the seercct been kept,
and Mr. Gladstone held his audience long in sus-
pense whils he mentioned and dismissed, in sncces-
gion, each of the above proposals, The final an-
nouncement that the money was to go in publie
charities, not included in the Poor Law, proved a
genuine surprise.  The sum is so large that it seems
out of proportion for such objects in a conntry like
Ireland. althongh against the objeets themselves—
lunatic and idiot asylums, deaf and domb and blind
schools, training schools for nurses, county infirma-
ries, and reformatories—not a word can be smd. Bt
this part of his specch was certainly that which has
loanst satisfied his party or the publie. I have sent you
in auother form a complete analysis of the Lill, so
I need wot attempt to crowd fnrther details into
this letter, 1 shonld bo glad to take more
time for comment on Mr. Gladstone's speech, but this

is handly the place. As it was more than eleven col-
ums in length, I don't suppose yon hayve fonnd room
for the whaolo of it; but those who have access to
English files will do well to read it carcfully throngh
if they wish to get in a slngle specch a favorable
view of Mr. Gladstone’s power as a parliamentary
orator. It would be diffieult to quote any single pas-
aage of remarkable brillinncy. 7The force of the
speech balongs to the speech as o whole, to its struc-
ture and not to its ornamentation. The peroration
has been much praised, but it is inferior to perora-
tions of some other speeches of Mr, Gladstone, while
in elevation of thought and splendor of diction it will
not bear comparison with those of Mr. Bright. The
opening is better—easy, suggestive, and concise—and
there are fine specimens of a kind of debating power
peculinr to the House of Commons. I mean the re-
sponso of the orator to the interruptions of his oppo-
nents, and especially that kind of interruption which
breads in upon an unfinished statement with fron-
jcal cheers for the first half of it. Take one or two
instances: * We ghall be told,” said the orater, “that
this measure is adverse to the interests of Protest-
aotism,” [Hear, hear, from the Opposition] * but we
shall point tothe condition of Ireland, and shall argue

Protestantism have not Leen promoted.” [Cheers
from the Ministerial Lenches.] * We shall be told,
perhaps, that we arve invadiug therights of property.”
[1lcar, hiear, from the Tories.] * No possible con-
fidenco can be greater than that with which we shall
meot that argument.” [Ministerial cheers.] The
sawe argumentative cadenoe occurs often. In fact,
the first half of the sentence is a kind of trap for Op-
position cheers, which only serve to emplasize the
otlier side of a statement, which by their bielp has
ali the affect of an instantancous retort, Mr. Disracli
bore unwanted testimony to the merita of bis sncoess-
ful rival's speech, in announciog his intention still to
opposa the policy ** which the right honorable gentle-
man haggo fully, so adequately, and so elognently
placed before the House this evening” To the
merits of the bill as explained in the speech, ho bore
still stronger testimony by demanding three weeks'
time to consider how it might best be opposed. Mr.
Gladstone woa gracious—Lhe is apt to be a little too
gracious in such matters—and gave him till Thurs-
day fortnight.
