Any one would pronounice him a forelguer, but po
two would agroe as to his natlonality, He has never per-
snitted himeelf to be tattooed, 'but benrs his credentials
In the shape of o round hole 10 his forehead, roade by the
poiut of u Javelin, which he struck up with his clab in
time to prevent its piercing his breast. Despite
hiis ominous title of ** Cannibal Jnck," hie assorts that be
o8 never tasted buman flesh, althongh kis savage Mar-
quesas suljects feast upon It every week with the utmost
reliah! * Is it possible! Aud whom do they eat 1" * Oh,
prisoners of war mostly, and any sirangers they ean
cateh.” * And, I say," continnes the guestioner, with a
Blight shiver, * how do thoy cook them I * Bake them !
{ake them just ae you would a pig, clean them and stuff
them with aweet-seented leaves and hot stones. Then
they lay hot stones on the ground for au oven, cover
them with leaves, pot the bodies on these, then more
leavos and hot stones, and inally a layer of earth to keap
fn the heat and the steam from the green leaves.” * And
ean't you stop it 1" “ Notabit! Ican save white men

but not natives.”
Owing to his knowledge of their many dinlects, and his

tamiliarity with their customs, he I8 either obeyed or
fearod in many different island gronps, but the speclal
seat of hispower 18 on Oitahu, ove of the Marquosas
Eilands. ‘There a white man, named Butcher, was chlef
when Jack first landed, and there Butcher's skull is still
preserved. There Jack reigne in naked and native dig-
nity, with his fuppa girdle and his feather head-dress.
There he has fourteen wives In one house, hesides many
miore on other islands, There he makes Iaws for
two thousand islauders, ond plaps  ralds upon
the Typee savages of Dominica, another of the
Marquesas Tslands, with whose patives ho is coaselessly
at war, ‘There are his double war cavocs, made of boards
sowed togother with eocoanut seunet, and propelled 14
rulles an hour by 500 rowers, who not only keep stroke to
the soond of & war song but vary the exercise every few
mwoments by filuging their paddles in the air and catching
them as they foll with military precision,

It is utterly Impossible to glve within a columu any
gnstiden of the wild life of this white chief of Oltahn.
On one ocoasion he and a Typeo king of Dominlea were
rival anitors for a young princcss; Jack, finding his sult
dikely to fail, ran off with the girl, who was only about 12
srears old, but was caught, bound, and turned adrift in
eanoe. Regalning the shore he climbed a hill, saw &
native ocomiog up the other side with & mns
ket snd another man's leg over his ehoulder,
and hastily scrambled up & tree, The savage Iald down
his ugly burden under the sama tree, and went after »
cocoanut. Jack slipped down, got the gun, and pointed
it at the native, who fled for dear Life from the white man
who was drowned the day before. In trying to pass the
towns of his enemles, in order % reach”a part of the
saland friendly to him, he stumbied iuto s * taboo ground,”
or csmctery, s place full of skulls which were walking
nround and nodding to cach other In the most extraor-
dinary ', and ex tion showed that each skull
wwas ténanted by a young erab of the kind called oo-00 by
the natives. This little chapter in his life ended with
petting fire to a village, by which means be decoyed the
warriors out of a fort wlich guarded the only pass lead-
tng to the friendly territory, and then made Lis escape
directly through the deserted fortress,

Jack 1s evidently of a Christian turn of mind, does not

woar, and takes pleasure in atrending divine service.

everthieless, he does not like misslonaries, will not aliow
them on hisisland, and daclares that Father Damon at
$lonoliin, and Mr. Drown on ome of the Navigator
¥slands, are the only ones who have done the natives any
real good. He charges the othere with covetousness, in-
bumanity, and other nameless villainles

Fourteen years sgo a Boston traveler, who helped
found the first newspaper In the Sandwich Ielauds,
pifered Jack §70C If be would return with him to Boston
nnd relato hia story in detall, in order that o book might
be made of it. Jack doclined, but now, as he wishes to
puske u little money, he is quite réady to accept such a
proposition. He lntends to go to New-Bedford u w fow
days to wislt eertain whaling captains of Lis
pequaiutance whom he expects to fiud there, and
hopes to got funds enough to buy some tools, ammuni.
tion, and “old newspapers with stories in them.” to take
E:;kvllh him; for next November will donbtless find

far on his way to his ialand kingdom, as he declares
8 * would not spend a Winter in this cold climate for
palf the City of New-York!”
“ Cannibal Jack,” or the “ Walklug Geograply,” or
v Jorry Dally,” as he is varlonsly called, possesscs n
marvelous memory, and eareful inguiry into his history
phows that about thirty-two years sago there lived in
Fochester a tough little chap, who was the youngest son
Jn an American family of four boys and four mirls. Born
in o smull village in that vicluity, he made his home,
Bpon the death of Lia parents, with an elder sister, who
reslded In the city. This excellent young wowan sent
Yim to sghool, and switehed Mim eo faithfully when he
played truant, as he often did, that he ran awsy at the
tender age of nine yesrs, and succeeded in muking his
way scross York Btato to Mystie, on Long Island Soupd.
Here, in bis zeal to see the strange sights of a seaport
town, be boarded a ship which was just on the point of sall-
Ing for Havre, and was carried off before he could regain
the shore, He made himself as useful ns he could, and
on arriving In the French port, tmmediantely ran awesy
sgain, lest the Captain, who had learned bis story,
shounid send bim back to Rochester. Getting on a Seine
steamer, he made two or three trips between Havre and
Rouen; but one day, In emptying the hot water out of &
* dog-busket,” he nuluekily pitebed alot of plates and
spoons overboard, whercupon the wrathy steward
Kicked the poorittle fellow so soundly with ks waooden
phioes that he was gind to scawper ashore., Then the
mate of a Beoteh schooner took pity on him, and he tried
to repay tho mate’s kindness by helping to holst the
schoonor’s anchor out of the way of the tide, which
rushes up the Saine farlonsly.

York. InNew-York he shipped as steerage boy on the
whaler Shepherdess for the Bandwich Islouds, From Ho-
wolaln be went in apother whaler 1o the Sca of Okbotsk,
thenee W Kodiak and New-Zealandd, sud then to the Mar-
quesas Islands, Here Le found the mun Buteher, with

This was in February, and for
over flve wooks he was conflued lu a placo about three
feet high, with nothing but the bare wet deck to sleep
on, and & ropes-ond or plece of sail for a plilow, Only
anece was Lo gllowed to como on deck, and on the armval
of the Volontesr &t New.York he was taken
on shore, brought before & United States Commissioner
the next day on a charge of mutimy, and released under
9200 Lall. Curlously enongh, & man whom Jack met In
Ban Franolsco last Summer hos aince come to New-York
by the overland route and established bimselt as keoper
of n sailors’ boardlng-house. This mwan aud Jack recog-
nized each other, und the * King of the Cannibal Islsuds"
is ut this mowent she guest of Lis ex-Callfornias acquaint-
ance in Cherry-st. Btill more curlously, the mate who
was put ashore at Mazatlan is also in New-York, Intent
on suleg the eaptain for demages, And, most curions of
all, in the next boarding-house stops an auclent muriner
who saw Jack in the Eay of Napies more than thirty years
ago, and distivetly remembers the little American boy
on board the ** fraiter!”

There is no doubt that Jack 1 technlenlly gwlty of the
State Prison offence of mutiny, but it is pretty certain
that the affair will be peaceably compromised, and that
no one will appear agalust him next week, Tuesday,
the day set down for his examination. It would be hard
for the captain to flud witnesses among the crew, who
are all dowu on him for his general mennness, and es-
peclally for taking them te sea with such a short allow-
ance of miserable food that they Lad to beg provisions
from passing vessels, during the latter part of the voyage,
to keep theruselves from starving! Even the earpeuter
lins penltently offered Jack mwoney as amends for his own

whare fn the affray, and no one can donbt that in equily,
if not in law, five weeks' ipearcerntion lu a prison soarce
more thian half as high as Lhmself Is punishiment euunx{
fur his offence.

THE XIiLLING OF THE CONVICT O'NEIL—CORO-
NER'S INVESTIGATION—TWO WITNESSES EX-
AMINED.

Coroner Flynn commenced an investigation
yesterday in the examination room attached to the coro®
ner's office at the City Hall, into the clrcumstances st
tendant on the shooting of Charlea H. Lockwood alins
Henry O'Nell, one of the party of convicts who escaped
from Sing Slug prison on the morning of the 18th inst.,
and who waa shot by Charles [Sallivan, ono of the prison

keepers, In the barn of Capt. Jucob Btorms, near Tarry-
town, op the eveulng of that day, the full partienlnrs of
which have been printed in TRE TRIBUNE. A vumber of
witnesscs were presopt, among wWhom were Coroner
McKee, of Westchester Connty, and Wm. Bkinner, of Sing
Sing, conusel for the prison authoritics of that place,
The first witness examined was Capt. Jacob Etorms, in
whose barn the deceased wans shot.  He testified :

wanted to remove the body imwediately. This also pre-
vepted witness from making a post mortem exaininnlion
of the body. The cuse was then wdjoorned until toda
11 o'clock.” Doring the examination Mr, Skintuer oljecte
to some questions propounded by the Coroner, He was
told that no eonnsel would be allowed to lnterfere unless
the Assistant District-Attorney was also present.

REAL, THE MURDERER.

r{lltﬂ-lJMEN‘l‘ FOR A ETAY OF PROCEEDINGS.

The argument for a stay of proceedings in
the nase of John Real, who Is sentenced te be hanged on
Friday for tho wurder of OfMcer Smedick, ln July Inst,
was hioard yesterday in the SBupremo Court, Chambers,
before Judge EBntherland, Judge Peekbam, and Jod
Bodford,  The Conrt room (that usually ocenpied by tﬁg
Court of General Bessions) was densely erowded, among
the anditors being wany rl’lmmhmnt. eboers of the Bar,
offielale, and distinguishied citizens,

Juilge Btowart opened the ecase for the appellant, sub-
mitting the following as the orrors elai In the trial
which had ended in the sentenee of his eheut to denth,
The ofeer hnd cruelly and bratully beaten Heal, and had
threntened bim, and "hence he (Keal) Inbored under ap-
prebension of another assault at the time the fatal shola
were fired; thnt therse was an effray  between the
prisoner und the officer ut the time of the tragedy;
wnd that the deed wna the resnlt of insanity pm(ﬁtw{
by intoxieation or delirlum tremens, These points had
been overrnled at the trisl, with the exception of the
Intter, which wos allowed to be partially proven.
Another polnt of importunce was the manuer fn which
the testimony of su lmportant witness for the defonse

been coutroverted., When nsked whether he had
ever been in the Penitentinry, he hoad replied in the
affirmative, and his Ieatlm;mg wus ruled out. This was
Hllegal, because the proof of his Incarceration should
have eowe fram the records, and not from himself,
There was n variance between the charge in the Indict-
went and the actual facts attending the death of Emedick,
whioh II# iself, was an error sufliclent to justify the
appvai he Jedarned counsel also sloded to the haste
attending the trial, which, although honorably conductad,
Bad dope injustice to the prissner on account of that very
haste, He concluded by asking n stay of prococdings.

The Hon. Eamuel B, Garvin, District-Attorney, replied
to Judge Stewart, opposiug the wotlon. e recapliulated
many of the clireumstances attending the murder of
Bmedick, and nsserted that'one witneas for the defense
(hie whose testimony had been ruled cut) had testifled
that Smedick nud Real were fighting at the time, and bis
testimony bad been cowpletely disproved by the testl-
mony of all the other witnesses, This wiun bore the samo
nuine as the prisoner. He denled, therefore, that the re-
Jeetion of the testiwony of this man, who Wis an ex-con-
viet, was an ground  of error, Mr. Garvin
cousldersd that the spvearance and action of the
prisoner  were no Jnmnfn of Insanity, since the
wetions of & man would be Judged differently by different
wilnesses.

The fréquent seizures of distilleries and ree-
tifying houses made during the preseut week and duly
chironieled in Tie TRIBUNE, have exelted general inquiry
na to the disposition made of selzures formerly published,
but which have no place upon court records. The pub-
Hle, or at least the great body of the people, who have no
epecial lutereat In the transactions of revenus officers
and  the - operations of distillers aod rectiflers
other than a desire that the laws relatiog to the
mannfacture of wlusky and a collestion of the tax should
be enforced ke laws bearing upon similar nriieles of
merchandise, express a very natural surprise that, with
very fow exceptious, the announcement of a sclzure is
the first, laat, and only poblication concerning it Thia
week 18 not one which s bosn specially devoted to
s, During  last  Bummer, and throughout
the Fall ond Winter, It Twmpuse readers will
but recolleet, the selzures were publisbed of the honses
of Plke & Co, Gordop, Fellows & MeMillun, Kerr,
Iass, Joseph nn“h Joseph Ross, Ambrose O'Neill,
Fisher & Boyer, and Hoffheliner & somers; and, without

Belzures are made at
tines so mdlmrlmllmclg aud so judiscrestly that it Is
dificult to belleve that all persons mentioned as
guilty of violations of the law are really so; and
this  healtancy wonld seem to be Justified by
the falure to prosecute mocording 1o the alle-
gatlons.  Morvover, It does not follow because
a merchant is willing to pay $50,000 or §78,000 to regaln
possession of his premiees und propertles, which may be
valoed st $150 or $300,000, that he coufesses to a
traud to that extent, for every bustness man who s at all
conversant with the amount of capital invested in the
muore extensive rectifying hounses knows that to keep thut
capital and the contents locked up for even €0 days, de-
priving the owners of 1ta use and seattering thelr cus-
tomers, Is tautamount to & condemnation by tho courts
of the whole amount luvolved, even if the proprietor
should be proven gulity of a flagrant violation of
the luw, Thl}u Wy be one reasou—at least, we are guite
willing to so understand It, however Incouslstent with
equity the ng may be—that the Messrs, Plko &
Co, alould cbnsent to n compromiss that wonld restore
to them thelr properties, cstimated at $150,000, by the
;nz‘mutl% of §35,000; or that the Messrs, Jordon, Fellows
L. SoMillan were willing to pay $45,000 to regaln posses-
sion of whisky vulued at not less than $125,000; or that
Korr was anxlous to resume business with his $100,000
worth of stock by the simple deposit of #20,000;
or that Joseph Jones paid #7650 (or, s soine
people  esthinste, §20,000), to have thea pleasure
of weeommodnting his customers out of 30 worth of
whisky ; or that Haas shonld pay 1,000, Joseph Hoss
1,000, Ambross O'Neill §1,600, and Fisher & Beyer $1,000,
to bs enabled to prosecote their several occupativns,

SLVENTH REGIMENT MONUMENT.

We have lately had the pleasure of viewing
the model for the mouument wineh the 7th Regiment
{s about to erect to the memory of the members of the
regiwent who fell durlng the war, The monnment will
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be beyond question one of the finest artistie or ts to
the elty. Mr. K. M. Hunt is the architect and Mr. J. Q. A,

Wari the senlgtor,  In the selection of these two geutle-
quen the regiment hus shown o rare appreciation of art-
fatio genfos, Mr. Warl stands at the head of Awerican
sculptors, and Mr. Hant has more genius and knowledge
and flucss for this peculiar task than any architeot they
eould have found in the country, Ooly exceedingly good
taste nud Judgmwent on the I-nﬂ of the reglwenial com-
mittee saved thei from adding to the clty’s abortious in
art, apd insured them 1 i tal structure
of whieh New-York will be prowl, The monument is to
e placed opposite the Beventh-ave,, entrance at the north
end of the Centrnt Park, a bill risiug directly behind the
site of the monnment.  [ta prineipal featire ia o alogle
bronze figirs of A soldier in the uniforw of the regiment,
heraie size, standing upon a shaft of granite elrhteen foot
high by about five feet square at ita base. Engraved on
the fouir sides, near the top, are the arms of the United
Bintes, New-York State arms, City and Reglmental nris.
The lower part of the shafy, front and rear, is decorated
with n bronze trophy of a palm and sword, orossed, (the
emblerus of peace aud war) covered by o shield and bear-
ing the regtment’s motto, “I'ro Patria e Gloria,” On
either side of the shaft extend blocks of granite about
twelve feet high and twelve feet long—thus giving
breadth to the general effeol,  These blocks have bronze
ias-reliefs, representing ineidents in the reglwent's his-
tory. A stonesoat surrounds the entire siructure anl
sorvea as i base woulding. The monument {8 placed in
the oentes of an oval platform of grauite 30x7s, one wlep
above the level of the ground, At elther and of the plat-
formn 1s an exedra or semi-cireular seat, also In granite,
enelosing the aren, a8 it were. At the extromities of the
seats rise four brooze columns supporting eagics, and
upon these coliiuns are to bs sngray the noawes of the
members of the regiwent who lust thelr lives during the
