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HOMES IN THE COUNTRY.
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I'ERTH AMBOY.

It is seldom that s place having many ndtural
advautnges, and silunted in Lhe
metrupoliy i for a mumber of years witheat al-
tracting Industey and capital. Soch das not heen the
ense with Perth Amboy nntll recently. Asearly as 1050,
Qov. Carteret, thien Governor of the Froviuee, W ule
Ambaoy Pulnt the suljoct of a speoial communication to
Lady Carteret. The proprietarics, fn thelr proposals for
builling & town ut this point, sald:

“ Pareastineh 54 Awbo Polnt s n sweet, wholesomo
and delightiul place, proper for traile by reason uf _1I-|
eommodions siluitioh upon a ssfe larber; belug likowise
aceominotated v a pavigable river and fresh water,
and hoth by any persous of the grentest experienee
gud best judgmont been approved for the gooduess of
the sl aoll nod situndlon.  We, the proprintors, prapose,
by the help of Almighty Godl, with all convenient e,
to binld n convenlont town for wmerchandise, trude,
and Oshery on Ambo Poiout”

This was written nearly two centuries ago, and oven
at that eariv day the lovality was consldered ono of the
best i New-York hatbor, In 1633 the succeeding Gov-
ernor wrote that ;

“Upon our view and survey of Amboy FPoint
we Hnd  §t oxtrsordivary  well  sltuste  for
great town or city beyoud expectation. * e BB
L BT, Polnt s good lively
soms pluces tweniy foct above the watermurk.
pow Bullding eniell honses,  The stonea lie exeeeding
well and good up the Raritan River, & tides passage, and
oyster ainlls npon the Polnt o make lwe withal, which
will wondertolly aceommodate us in  building guod
houses cheap, wart for Winter, cool for Bumier.”

A year or soafierward Gov. Lawrie wrote]lon triend,
saying: “Where the town of Perth ianow in bullding o
shup of 300 tun may easily ride closo to the Bhoar, within
a plauk’s length to the houses of the Town," The bank of
e Fiver 19 20 foot, i some plioes 30, sud in some 40 feet
high; and yet hath many convenlences for landing goods.
A gentlenan who was appointed ecapecially 10 make ln-
guiries for tho authoritics sald:

wAmong all the towns that nre setiled here, there 18
vobly so eonvenisnt for trnde as newe erth, for ships
St burden sy come np elose to 1hs honses, amd
ot i At any thun In the Winter.  There oamo &
whip of 500t in there tils Winter fo the hardest frost we
B, ot 1oy dusrd by the town, g0 near thut sho was tyed
to a tree.”

These quotations have been Introduced to show the nd-
vantages which Porth Amnboy possessad in the days of ita
enrly settlomnent, nnd of which it still enn boast, Tm-
provements continned to bo made, and the town grew
rapidly, nntil at Inst tho Governor was direoted to re-
move the offlces of government from Elizabethtown to
“ Perih Towne,” whileh Deeame the capital of the prov-
ince, Wi necoraary stepd wors taken to make It a FPort of
Eutry. In thoso daysconsiderablo rivalry was manifested
between Perth Amboy and Elizabethtown, and it secmis
that oventually the Iatter place became tho move lm-
pottant of tho two, owing to its closer proximity to New-
York, A stage loe connocted with the New-York boats
tor Phlladelplila ut eaclh of these places, and much com-
petition sprang np between the two companies, Tasson-
gers were from five to sight days on tho Journey, which
was then conslderrd o short thne. About this pariod,
Fohn Merssraw's * fiying machines” were advertized to
earry travelers from Amboy to Phifladelphia fu 36 hours.
Theso convesrauces wero only light wagons withont
springs, constructed to travel at what was then thought

groat speed,
Thess linve no conncetion with the famous fiying-

machine which Dr. Andrews Invented many yoars after-
ward, It had the hoge cyltnders made of silk, which
were to e inflated when the time should arrive for the
erinl Journcy to be undertaken,  During the revolution-
ary war Perth Amboy was occupled by the British troops
for a long titue, untll at last they were forced Lo retroat,
Joaving o lurge mumber of Tories at the mercy of the
Loyalists. Awaong tho ancient baildings yet standing are
tho ol Britsh Barvvacks, now owned by Dr
Bo!. Audrews, the laventor of the fiying-machive,
and the mammoth buildings attached, In which the fiying
maclite was bullt, The Drighton IMouse, formerly ocou-
pled by the Euglish Governor of the Provises of New-
Jersey, 18 now known asa Samwmer hotel or boarding-
houso. From the pleasant drive on the banks of the bay
which overlook the southern portion of Staten laland,
one may see an old stone-house among the evergroons,
where the officers of the Brittish Kiong once offered to
pardon those in arms, oncondition that the Colouios
should disband thelr armies and submit to the Crown.
The proposal was rejected with scorn by our Commission-
ers—Joln Admws, Thowas Rutledge, and Benjamin
Frankliu.

Perth Amboy, s a port of entry, sitasted at the june-
tion of the Raritan Blver with the Etaten Telaud Sound,
aud at the head of Raritan Jay,twelve miles from Bandy
Hook, The town s bt on the point of land which,
aloping back from the water gradualiy rises onevery side
to an clevation of about 70 feet, On the South, the Rarl-

The ety has a population of about 3,500 in-
habliants, five churches—Metlhiodist, Episcopal, Daptist,

and stone pmmp factory. Also o cork-cutling

estublisliment sald to bo the largest in the world, Thres
ahip loads of cork bark are now on Lhe way from Bpain
anil Poitugal to thils place. There are severnl public and
private soliools jn the place, which are said to be well con-
ducted. Mias M, Manniug has lately opened a boarding
and day school, which promises to meet the highest ex-
pectutlons. More lmprovewsnts bave been made duriong
the pust twelve mousibs than for Imany years pre-
vious, An Eplscopal Churchjjhns fust been completod
Bt ncost of $00,000, The Inhabitauls justly pride them-
pelvea on the beantiful eemectery which they have la-
tored loug to get, Streots and avenues are belog lald
out In ull duections, and building lots surveyed and
offered for snle. One great source of wealth lo this sec

tion are the jmmense gountities of fire-clay—n fire-brick

with which vessels are coustantly londing for all parts of
the country. The packing of oysters for shipmeut also

requires n consrdernblo tunuage, snd several wealthy en

of the large ecitles are Investing o vroperty

contigunns to thelr extensive oyster-beds. The hnr-

bor ls peenliariy well adapted for commerciul purposes.

It 18 safe, co paclons, wwd easy of access from the ocean

and from New-York by nchannel iu no part, not lesa than

91 foet In depth and without n rock. The harbor is never
obstriactod by ico even during the severcst Winters, The
following extract pablishod In The Perth Amboy Journal
of May 26th of 1800, will show what was thought of the
fucilities of the harbor at that time.,

The bark Nhiurod of Boaton, burdan 000 tuna, loading
with coal for Aepluwall, now lies at the wharf of the
Perth Amboy Coal Ehipping Depet, In order to take In
the balanoe of her curgo. Bhe was partly loaded at Eliz-
abethport, by the Delaware, Lackawanna sod Western
Coal Company; but being unable to tuke on board over
#00 tuns, owling to the shullowness of the water, sha has
taken advantoge of our harbor to eomplete her cargo—
barges of the Company bave been towed from Elizabeth-
port witl conl for this purpose. We Liave much pleasure
in stating these facts, as 1t confirma our frequently relter-
ated nssertions of the supertority of Perth Amboy s &
coal shipplug port over any olher on our coast,

“ Some 1ive yeurd sinee, the above Company purehnsed
Iands lu this eity with the avowed intention of making
FPerth Awboy the termious of their ooal road; but the
fufiuence of Iuterestod parties diverted this roud from ita
naturaloutler at Perth Awmboy to Ellzabethport, where
the disad v ;}:rn to the shipper are notorions.

SWith these facts so well Enown and the superior ad-
vantages of Perth Awboy 8o uuiversally coneeded, it s
much to bo regretted that the miners of the coal reglons
do not wake somwe mwove whereby they tight secure to
themselves, first, the nearest reute from the Weat to the
Atlantie Oceau; second, n deep. commodious, and safe
barbor; thisd, an npinterrupted Winter commuanication
frea from loc) with the Southern and Eastern States
oarth, six milos nearer Baudy Hook than New-York, and
depth of water sufiolent for suy vessel that esn go to
that city. Al these desirable accommodstions can he
obtained by bulldiug 18 miles of raliroad, of cheap con-
struction and eusy grade, from Bound DBrook to I'erth
Amboy, (for which there Is o charter.”)

When this road was flret projectod, in 1658, it was
claimed that the difference of freighit botween the ship.
ment of coal from Bound Brook and Perth Amboy, would
be over 28 conts per tun lo favor of Perth Amboy, the
distance being nine miles shorter than from Bound
Brook to Elizabethport, with a down grade to the hatbot

Wise men in conl matters predict that thus must even-
‘fually becomo one of the greit coal entrepols of the sea.
board, as it s more convenloutly sitnnted to the great
ooal-flelds of Pennaylvanis than avy other. Already a
mammoth rallrosd 18 projected to be built from the
wvielmty of Scrauton to thia point. Another important
yoad has been ehartercd to ran from Ellzabethport to
Perth Amboy, affordiog o short route from New-York
wia the New-Jerscy Central.

There are several reasons why lmprovements have
besn &0 backwand horetofore, Until recontly the rallroad
faailities for communlesting with New-York were limited,
sud tho commutation was bigh, Towus located on the
great thorougfures nre always seen by the traveler,
while those lying off from these lines are only visited by
thoss having business in thew, Now there are two lines
‘of rallroads and two lines of stenmbosts runuing to and
from the eity. A charter has beon obtained to bulld
‘s bridge mcross the Raritan River which will connect
the Camden and Amboy with the New-Jorsoy Rallroad.
Another charter bas boen grasted to bulld a sea-shore
road, leading from Now York to Long Branch via Ellze
beth Port aud Perth Amboy, making the laiter place s
pallroand conter. "

Ferth Amboy offers many inducements as a place of
realdence, The soll Is peculinrly adupled for growing
fruits, lowers and vogetablea, and the extremo hnat ol
wuigmer s always towpered by breozes freel frow the
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soa, The markets are good and well supplied. There are
nnmerous groceries, dry goods shores and bakeries. Moro
buildings have been orected during last year than for
wiany previous, Reveral gentlomen from New York are
putting up elegant bonses ou the handsome drives
which have been graded, Durlng the samrmer menths,
wany young ladies of the place may be seen rowing thelr
littlo bouts up und down the harbor.

For boputiful seencry, fow placeés ¢an cOMpPAre with
Perth Amboy, To the north and east ars the highlands
of Staten fsland crowned with treas aud torreted villas.
Furthor down, s a long shieet of water known na Princes
Bay, whilo beyond fs o fonmiog sen bounded Ly the
Navealuk highlands und the blue ocean dotted with ehips
from foreign lands. Bouthward is tho Raritau and
the elty of South Amboy, One wile wost
of Porth Awboy, we come to a place whors
the pngela mentioned by Swedenborg might long to
dewell. Ttis Eagleswood. Many years ago a company of
Frionds, aftor gseking tar and near for a epot on which to
found an associntion, eame here and purchased soveral
hundred neres lying on a slopa overlooking the river and
mwuck of the sarrounding country. Large bulldings were
put up and walks and drives lald ont ruuning I all
drections, For many years the place has bLeen
geonpled by the Eagleawood Military Academy, which
has recently been discontinued. It 18 now proposed to
uss the Academy bullding for hotel purposes, and mrke
additional fmgrovements on the grounds. Thoro Is »
magnifleent park, besldes lawns and cottages, A more
pletnresque site 18 scldom seen. The atmosphere must
b Bealthful, for, during the muny years that the Military
Aeademy was In operation, not o alpgle death occurred
among the pupils. Liguors and other abominations are
not allowed on the premmes, Several famillea resldo
here durlog all the year. The Iate Mra. Kirkland tived in
the house, now oceupled by her daunghters, Mr, Marcus
Spring owns an elegant three-atory cottage near the
flver, and much eredit 18 due to him for the efforts
e has meade in advaneing the canse of temperance, and
inducing his nelghbors to improve the town and edncate
tedr elnldron,

The land fs rolling just enongh to have a fine offect,
though oceasionally there are glena londing down to the
river. Timber grows abundantly, and one teaveling
throngh somo of the foresta conld easily Imagine himselt
among the woods of Lake Champlalu. Land can be
pought for frow §300 to $1,000 an aere. Lots near the
depot are worth from $40 to $500 ench. The Iand is excel:
jent and woll gitunted. At present the rime to New-York
is 1} hours. Distauea to Now-York via Btaten Tsland
Tiliroad, 20 miles. Eix traios leave each way daily;
fare 25 conta,  Distanco by New-Jersoy Rallrond 24 miles,
Five dally trains leave each way ; faro 00 centa. Yearly
rates of commutation§s, Two boats leave every morniug.

ONE OF THE INDUSTRIAL WANTS OF NEW-YORIK.
Te the Editor of The Tribune

8in: It cannot be too earncstly impressed upon
the minds of the working classes of this city that the
golden days of small labor for Jarge wages havo dis-
appeared. More than ever is it now necessary for
workingmen to study economy, and learn now to
maulke the most of every cent they earn, America
ghonld understand this useful branch of knowledge
better than any other nation. It was hers that
Franklin shed alike the Inster of his theory and
practice. It is here that rational and practical edu-
ention is almost thmst npon every poor man's ehild,
And yet it is manifest that in no other nation does
the extravagance of tho people assume such un-
reasonable proporfions,  Instead of bulding unp
homes, thoy live in publie, they dine at the restan-
rant, they poison themselves at the grog-shop, they
smoke, ¢hew, paint, scent, dyve—in short, they de-
prive themeelyes of every vestige of natural man and
womanhood, and to pav for all this they are content
to breathe the fetid atmosphere of overcrowdod
- hounses in the lowest strects n& the city. These evils
must bo remedied, these oxtravagant follies checked,
Put how? and throngh what ageney?

Why shonld not every workingman assure his life
for one thonsand dollars? If hie be too poor, why
should the thonsand not bo divided go ns to cover the
sk of overy individual member of his fawily ! If
an office dois not exist in New-York which wonld
take these risks, what is to prevent the working
classes forming snch a one?

Rotail assuranee will smy s large o bonus ns
wholesale, and diffinse iis blessings among hundreds
instead of units. It is useless to talk abont the im-
practicability of snch a scheme. The British Pruden-
tinl Insuravee Compuny of London has izned its
millionth policy of this class, It was started by
workingmen., The British Government, secing the
importance of soch a wovement, now 1ssne similar
policies.  From the londing of the tables to meel the
nereased ontlay necessanly attendant upon sueh a
class of Linsiness, the Company is made sconre, and
the actnal profits made on the proprictary svetem,
after setting aside ample funds to moeet fature lialil-
ities, amounts to nearly 40 per cent. On the mutoul
principle, this 40 per cent would bo devoted to the
reduction of preminms, or the increase of the muount
assured, iy nearly one-hall,

Aeain: Why ghionld the people of this city allow
middie men to run the price of conls to as high as
£10 or #11 per tun, when it can be conclusively proved
thaut the labor bestowed upon the hewing of them s
not more than about &1 per tun, and allowing foe
cost of royalty, wear and tear of machinery, freight,
and incidental expenses, 80 per tnn leaves a splondil
margin for profits Y The Conl Kings know how to
look after their own interests noross the Atlantie, ns
weldl a8 hore.  They pay one shilling for the produe-
tion of one tun of coal in Newcastie, send it 100
wiles, and the people who pureluisgs it have o pay
from 20 to 4 shillings, Or why should bread and
meat and fruits and yegetables foteh nearly double
their actnal value T Is it beeanse the labor hestowed
upon their production is so liberally rewarded 1 Lot
any practical mun ask Kimsell how many soven cont
loaves one barrel of tlonr \\'illfyivh!. wndd comypare the
result with tho selling price of that barrel of flour,
when it is sold wholesalo to the laree dealer, if he
wants to find out how uscless profit-mongeis step in
to take an ill-deserved, beeanss not houestly earned
share of the workingman's produce, The real secret
of cconomic living consists in this: that the eon-
sumer must placo himsell in the closest proximity to
the producer ; for the moro hands the article pro.
dueed throungh, the more will the consumer
have to pay for that article,

From time to t!um ofiorts have been made by the
working people of this city, through the medinm of
cooperation, to remedy these evils, Stimmlated to
tho experiment by the |.]I-.m'ing acconnis which
reached them from the old conntry, of the great
Lensfits which had bean conferred npon the working
classes through the application of this principle, they
started provision shops, but from u variety of canses
all sucli efforts, np to this time, have proved abortive,
Bome have fniled for want of capital, others fur want
of members, one for want of custom, all for want of
proper and efficient mavagement, I cannot boliove
that this incfliciency is the vesult of ignorance; 1
ghould ruther attribnite it to carclessness, or a disin-
clination perhaps to atfend vigorously to all those
details which are continually brought before the
Committecs, Itis more than probable, also, that n
tendency to a\ncu_lnte in the shares may have had
something to do with these failures, Thoe capital has
fluetnated, the withdrawals have been too numerons:
crippled in resonrees they have been induced to
tradde on eredit, bills have fallen due when there was
no possibility of meeting them, a composition has
been enterad into, or the institutions have passoed in-
to Hguidation, and in more than one justence the
lawyers have swallowed op all that remained of
them. Ttisunnece nm_r,r to enfer into particulars of
eoch socicty, but I will cite the most reesnt case of
fuilure. The Manhattan Cofiperative Btore, now de-
funct, failod first, becanse it mado no effort to in-
crease tho number of its members ; secondly, becanse
it neglected to call up all its III!F&IGI cnp’utnf; thirdly,
becanso it allowed its shareholders to withdraw their
capital too hastily ; fourthly, becanse it permitted
its offlcers to transact business on their own reapon-
sibility, instead of upon the sanction and responsi-
bility of the Commiitee; fifthly, because sharchold-
ors purchnsed their provisions from private dealers,
instead of patronizing their own store; sixthly, be-
canse those who composed alile the membership and
executive departments, were dovoid of that enthu-
wiasm, that devotion to tho principle for its own
sake, as a great ameliorative socinl  measure,
which is s0 mnecessary to all pioneers in an
untried  and  mnovel movement. I onght to
wiention here that the law under which snch institu-
tions are legalized is dofective in one important par-
ticular. It 1 so constructod that the Habilities of
members coase when their capital is withdrawn, 1t
shiould continue to the extent of the eapital invested,
for ut least two years after such withdvawal, This
would prevent a run npon the funds of the compan
in the cvent of any real or imaginary panic whirﬁ
mught arise; for if those who compose the company
kuow that the law holds them responsible to the ox-
tout of their share capital for two years, whether
IM&UO’D"K to the company or not, instead of leaving
it through come paltey sunoyance, through some
teitling difficulty, they will the more earnestly attend
to its interests, with o view to the lessening of the
evils alrendy oxisting.

A law siwilar to this exists in England and has
worked most admivably, the actnal number of stores
which have failed trom all eanses, is only three in 20,
und it is prineipally dos to the bmwl]rial" restrictions
of this law that such o fortunate resnlt has been
attained. SBoveral stores have been in difficnlties
generally through some violation of the rules, a
panic his ensocd, aud o rush his been “mude for the
withdrawal of eapital, but the timely warning of the
President, that they would but render their losses
more cortain by sneh an act, has made them panse,
they have cooled down, faced the difficulties,

wastersd them, and are pow in a prosperons position,
To whom must we look for inceeased efforts to su I
ply this pational want® To the men of capital, to
the plilanthropists, or to the working people them-
selves? Assurcedly, to those who wre most interested

in its snccess, those who toil for their daily bread;
they neither require, nor will they have patronage,
but they do require instroetion and euronmgﬂmnnk
Lat some gentleman of means who takes an interest
in the advancement of social science convene a conn®
¢il meeting, and invite the reoresentatives of the
various trules nuions, friendly sovieties, men of let-
tera, and iudeed all thoso who take an interest in
whatever pertaing to the pnbiic good. allow free
gpeech, and encanrags disenssion, that this question
may bo thoroughly ventilated; obtain tims worthy
information from foreign sources, from loeal commit-
tees, for the parpose of organiziug public meetings
to Lo held in every ward. 1see no reasvn why the
Republican Comimittees recently so active on bobalf
of annther good canse shonld not take up this.

Bin: The goods imported at this port during the
week ending March 13 amonnted to §7,021,605 in gold,
of which $3,000,604 worth were woven goods, and
those imported during the week ending March 20 to
$0,240,407 in gold, of which $2,619,040 worth were
woven goods, Does one ever meet with reports in
European journals of such imports of foreign manu-
factured goods at ports there, for instance,at the
port of London? Well: are Americans less civilized,
loss industrious. less able to help themselves, ns far
as their wants of the products of skilled labor is con-
cerned, than Europeans? It amonunts to this, that
the United States, while politically independent of
Turope, ave, in regard to their material interests,
only colonies of Europe still. Can we Americans not
make the same use of our American golil and silver
that Furopeans do? Are not thoss metals the money
of the world, aud is not money power? There are,
of conrse, citizens of the United States who believe
that their country onght to stand quite as prominent
among the nations of the globe, in regard to indostry
and financial strength, as it does with respect to lib-
erty and freo institutions, Dut there are, st the
same time, others who find it for their interest to as-
sist, by their eapital, foreign instead of home indns-
try. Aretho latter acting patriotically ¥ Is not the
development of tho resonrces of this country
mere talk, so long as American capital is
invested rather for the Denefit of foretgn
than of home industry. Does not industry rank be-
fore commerce? and is not the latter only o resalt,
althongh o very direct one, of the former t Patriot-
ism secins fo be mora on the side of those who, for
the sake of promoting Ameriean wealth and ednea-
tion {of which industry is always the basis,) are ad-
vooating the incrense and improvement of American
industry, by keeping foreign mannfactured goods
and luxuries away from our people as mnch as pos-
gible, than on the side of thoss who, despising home
labor, like the savage Aborigines, covet thoso goeods
and Inxuries. Is America so mneh poorer than any
other conntry, that it will not yield what her inhabi-
tants need for their wants ¥ It isable to yield every-
thing that sensible citizens of a free country want
and need, and plentifolly too, with the excoption
only of o few articles of food, and certain drogs.
Does not self-respect teach Americans, North amd
gonth, Fast and West, to enrtail their imports of
foreign mamnfactored goods and luxasies as fast and
as much as posaiblo?  Ought not onr indnstrial men
to toil hard and energetically to become successful
rivals to Eoropean manufacturers ind this, their na-
tive conntry ! Let them strive to boable to fill all
our wants for manufictured goods  and
Inxuries. and let Congress nssist them by all
the protective lemsiation they seck and  need
to that end. When the whole conntry fares well,

Now-York and Boston will not fare badly, Isincerely
believe it to be the dietate of eommon sense that
American l‘:ipilul-- wgold, silver, and bonds—onght to
e invested for the inerease and improvement of
American indusgtey iostead of that of England,
Frauce, Genmany, and other foreign countries.

S1ie: Sinee the pnblieation of the article on
Locust Culture, Feb, 24, T have been In the receipt of let-
tors from Maine to Colorade, asking more partienlars in
regnrd to it. The following would embody answers to
most: Locust docs decididly best us n foresl tree, trecs

standing alone bolng so branching as to ba of bot little
use, whitlo ln forest they ran 5 or 60 feeb up, with adl-
wweter of 710 9 lnches. Wil v atand the cllmate of
Bouthern Maine 1 It will stand 25% below zero without a
twig belug injured. T4 starts late In the Spring and shieds
Jtm leavos early In the Autamin, so I8 prepared for early
cold. Wil the roots make ship kuces? I have never
kuowt thetn 1o be nsed for that rnr pose,  Cuttleare very
fond of the young growth, and should never be allowed 1u
a plantation for st least thres years, Blieep nlso cas them
rendily. but it wonld ba out of thele way the aecond yoar.
Koot cuttings would make as waueh growth fuone yeoar as
woed 1o three, and b less tronble to eare for, requiring loss
howelng, &e., and I think plauted in woods where desired
to stand, mulehed with leaves, would need wo otler care
than to ent away the yonng growth of other wood, and
they would do well.  For tho troeless plains of the West,
one year in the nursery would proliably be found the beat,
The seod of the yollow locust s hard o germinate, and
cannot bo obtafned In this distriet to my knowlodge;
thoogh thoe trees may hang foll of bloom, very pretty and
fragrant clusters of pure white peashaped flowors, they
soldom sot seed.

THE SPIRITUALIST PHOTOGRAPII 8W INDLE.
EXAMINATION AT THE 10MBS. .
Yesterday was the day sct down by Justice
Dowling for the examination in tho case of Wm. H
Mumler, the photographer, of No, 630 Broadway, an ac.
cotnt of whose arrest on @ eharges of fraud {n producing
and selling so-called spiritualist photographs has been
glvon in T TrRipuNE. The arrest has created a great
denl of excltement iu spiritualistic eircles, and the exam.
ination room was crowded with spectators, among whom
were witnesses for the defense from the citles of Albany,
Roston, Buffalo, Poughkeepsie, and Waterville, Alfred K-
Baker and Albert Day appeared as counsel for the
defense. Justice Dowling announced that, ns the case
was one of conslderable importance, and the complaiut
had eome from an attaché of the Mayor's Offico. Mayor
Hall hnd signitied s wish to ba present, and conduct
the caso for the prosecution ; but, unfortunately, Friday
was o very busy day with him, and he therefore reguosted
an adjournment. Ex-Judge Edwonds, o well-known
spiritnalist, stated that ho appeared as witness, Ile
would say, howover, that this arrest wns n great hard-
ship for his friend the prisoner. The covnsel
for the defonse had prepared an  argument,
and  wouldl endesvor o show that  great
injustice Lind been done Mr. Mumlér by the press of the
city, ln their accounts of his arrost. The magistrate
lnally consented to proceed with the examination.
C 1 for the defonse sald that they proposed to show
that 1o trick or feaud had boen prietioed in the produe-
tion of these Spiritualist photographs ;Ithat in fact, they
were produced by the ordinary method, and the ap-
pearanco of tho splrita was not sulject to the coutrol of
the operator. The process had boen carefully serutl
nized by experta and sclentifio men on many oceaslons,

and no fraud had Dbeenm doteoted, By falr,
open  means, the likeness of o eplrit had
been produced on  n  glass or  plate,  beside

the image of the sitter, and sowe of these spiritual like-
nessea had been ldentifled by persons as thoke of relatives
who had passed from this life,  This bas been the case
oftentimes when no pleture of the deccsssd person was
in oxistenco. It s now 12 0r 14 years since the produo”
tion of theso spirit pleturns was firat commenced 1o Bos-
ton, and alnee that thoe the matter has boen often fnves-
tigated there, nud in Buffalo, Waterville, Poughkeepsie
and clsewhore, but no one lad yet been able to prove
that the process was n fraud. Various attempts had been
wade o mmitate these pletures, and some ploto-
graphers clalm that they have produced fae simile

obitilned the closest serutiny of men more oapable than
