The English and French press begin to l»e

seriously alarmed at the improving prospect« of

Cnbna independence. A loss of Cuba to Spain
would hasten, they think, the loss of Jptnicn
to England, and that of Martinique to France.

They would like, therefore, to see Spain sup-

lHirted by tlicir (iovcmnients in Its S-fofta to

keep Cuba. It ia reported that tlie Oovern-

incnt of Franco had entered into negotiations
with England on this subject.

If we correctly apprehend Mr. Gait's more,

The law which taxes bankers makes its own
definitions. If these definitions do not happen
to agree with those of the late Mr. Noah
Wcbater (who, it must be admitted, is very

respcctablo authority in a gcueral way,) or

with tho définitions, customs, and images of
Wall-st., the fa_t may be unfortunate for tho
busy donizens. of that locality ; but we

really cannot see how it eon properly be
reirarded as tho fault of Mr. E. D.
Wibnter. Tho Act of July 13, 18-66,
and wo helievo it has not siuco been
«.hanged, defines banks and bankers as fol¬
lows : " Every incorporated or other bank, and
" «very ix-rson, firm, or company, having a

44 place of business where credits arc opened
" by tho «leposit or collection of money
"or currency, subject to bo paid or
" remitted upon draft, check, or order,
" or tchcre money It advanced or loaned on ttocks,
" bonds, bullion, bills of exchange, or promissory
"»«./._> or where stockt, bond*, bullion, bilis of
" exchange, or promissory votes arc received for
" «*.._. ine at* or sale, shall be regarded as a bank or
" as a banker.,"

If "Sunk lbi)kerw cannot seo uuder this defini¬
tion, on his own Ktatcnient of the business
which ho carries on, that he is a banker, wo

submit that it would bo a waste of valuable
space to try further to impress the fact upon
his iniud. The reason why the making of ad¬
vance* upon cotton or other mercliandise is not
banking ought to bo sufilciently obvious from
tin' rending of the foregoing definition. The
law «Iocs not make it banking ; while it docs
declaro that tin« lending of money upon stocks,
bund«., __c., in banking.

Tho ?« nate did a good thing, yesterday, iu
laying the nomination of Mr. Sanford, for Min¬
ister to Spain, ou tho table. There was a gen¬
eral senke Of his uufituess for the place, and
tho times are too critical to lie trusting such
mis-ions to any but men who command the
confidence of the country that sends them, and
are therefore snre of a proper standing with
the Governments to which they are accredited.

Senator Anthony's ruling in the Senate last
night, if correctly reported, is not creditable
to him. It would bo pretty hard
to coii-triio the charge that a

Senator skulked out of the Chamber
and the threat that satisfaction would he .ought
elsi'whcrc, as in order under any conceivable
ein.uiii-il.ince.s. To do so, wheu the dcri-ion
bore against a Senator with whom he hiin-elf
had an luiiniouioiis quarrel, was au abuse of
the power of a Presiding Utiiccr. Wo trust the
report is inaccurate.

We cannot reckon the shape in which the bill
for submitting the new Constitution passed
\e«.teiilay as the best it could have been made
to assume. We ought, at any rate, to have
had the opportunity to vote for tho Consti¬
tution as a whole, without being forced
to make out four ballots, instead of the
single '* For the New Constitution.Yes,'' which
a majority, as we trust, of the voters
would desire, lint it is at least gratifying to
know that tho long delays in this matter are at
last to be ended, and that, at the election next
l'ail, the Constitution is to be submitted. There
aro to be four ballot-boxes, one for votes on

the Sufi'iagi« clause, «mo on Taxation, one on

the Judiciary, and the fourth for votes ou the
rest of the instrument.
