Meetinjrs in favor of this niovcinent bogM tO
be beld as long as twenty years apo, bnt they
have been discontinned siuoo W-l. Tho idea
of | Seandinavian Union haa many devoted
frioiids among tho educntcd nien of the threo
kingdoms; but, as was shown during tlie latfl
war between Deninark and Urussia, it has not

To-day Gen. I'atriek II. .Tonoei takes eharge

If
it be truc that his lnte dispatehoa ask the graee
of a littlo longcr time in his offiro that
he may lluish up his pt-nding liargnins
and buy somo land of Mexico, we hope hia
snecessor may gct off aa soou as poasible. W.O
must have done with this foolcry of buying
land that we don't Want, wlien half the sparo
land on tho contiiient und in the ialands rotind
about is prcssing ui>on us, and may soon be
had for tho taking.

The Kentnrkians certainly take very ooolly tlie
latc action of the United SattM Cotitt CObCOni-
ing tho negro they wanted to hang.

With this aud the inargius whieh they reei ive,
say $100,000 more, they nmnage to purchaae
aud carry for their 8|>eculativo cuatomera stocka
to thc amount of $1,000,000, hypotheoating for
thc rcmaining 80 per cent the stocks whieh they
have purchascd. Ilcro it will bo seen are threo
houscs engaged in the samo business, and doing
preciscly thc same amouut of buainess. Can thero
bfl any good and sufheicnt rcason why they
hhould not each pay the same amount of tax
as bankersf To complain of this tax aa ouoi-
ous upon the bankers is tho nierest boah. It
would not be a aovere burden even if they
were obliged to pay it thcmsclves ; and thia
they will never do, since, aa a Mtoaf of
cours<\ they will charge it up to their cus-
tomers.
