GREAT BRITAIN.
THE IRISH CHURCH RILL.

THE IRISH CHURCH BILL—THREATENED CON-
FLICT BETWEEN THE LORDS AND COMMONS,
The announced predeternination of the majority

of the House of Lords to reject the Irish Church

bill creates intense excitement, and threateus to pre-
pipitate in an eventnal inevitable conflict between
the Lords and Commous, It is rumored insome
quarters that the announcement s culy made to fee]
tho public pulse, and ascertain how far the Lords
dare go. The general impression is that the bill will
be thrown out on its second reading. The Standard
[Tory) admits that the peril of the propoged action
is too obvions to be iguored by the least thoughtful
or conscientions of the hereditary legislators; but
says the Lords resolved in compliance with the
argent demauds of tens and hundreds of thonsands
of people in every part of the country to risk all
fn & contest with an imperions minister, and with
the overbearing majority in the House of Comimons
If crushed, not only the chureh bat the Constitution
falls with them: the liberties of England will be
sacrificed to the ascendancy of that democratic prino-
ple, which is the most dangerous foo of personal and
political freedom, It matters not whether those who
approved, regret the decision to give battle. There
is nothing for them to do but to take their places in
the ranks and fight for all they Liold dearest, in the
full certainty that all is at stake. Let the whole
Protestant and Conservative power of the reslm be
excrted, and give the Lords such support of public
opinion as to restrain the struggle within the limits of
the Constitution, and make a self wiiled and over-
bearing Minister, always at heart the enemy
of the Lords, and likely to be exasperated by
his unexpected defeat, feel that thers are
timits which he dare mnot pass. Already
haye his organs threstened that which if done
would call for impeachment, It is necessary that
he bLe made to feel that]hedare not execute the
threat; and that he mustnot only deal with the

Lords, but with the wealthy, resolute, and intluen-

tial classes of England and Ireland, who are the ae-

tual majority of the English nation. The Morning

Post shows that o rejection of the bill will not pre-

vent its ultimate passage, and discredita the idea

that the Lords will refuse it 8 second veading. The

Star uses threatening language, and says the Church

of Ireland must not cumber the ground after Decem-

ber: that the least which will be said will be pro-
claimed from the house-tops, viz., that the House of

Lords is not & wore logical, desirable, excusable in-

stitution than the Irish Church in the fever-heat

which will follow the rejection of the bill—a heat
such as has not been seen since Birmingbam threat-
ened tomarch on London in the name of reform. Cries
will be heard for the dowunfall of an olsvlete
(hamber, no longer adisguised anaclironism, exist-
ing by the decent deference of the popular will,
which, Wellington once said, ought never sgain to
be withheld. With pure blindness of buzzards, these
misguided noblemen require further proofs to be
convinced of the epinion of the conntry. It is not
worth while to attempt the demonstration of that
opinion. When the issue comes, their lordships
will probably be wise in their time. The News
says the vote of the Lords will at the
worst postpone for a few months ouly the fate
of the Irish Church. Its indirect effect will
pe graver, It will raise the question of the pesition
ahe Thouse of Lords holds under the Constitution.

The relations of the constituencics, the House

of Commons, the Esecutive, and the Crown

are self-adjusting; if a hitch occurs, the ina-
chinery sets itself m order by ita own action.

The Honse of Lords stands outside this system

Its good eense feils only when brought in harmony

with the rest of the Constitution, by the forcible

obtrusion upon it of a number of members sutficient

to overbear the opinions of the original body. A

biased jury has to be packed. Whether a second

Chamber, doing its work upon these conditions, can be

a permanent part of the Government, the Lords seem

bent npon foreing the public to notice their position.

‘The Peers threaten the revival of pretensions long

abandened, viz: the old ULaronial attitude of the

mediwval days when the Commons were only allowed
the right of humble supplication and petition, and
not really to govern the country. The Telegraph
imoderate) has a timid article, which concludes as
follows: The country has spoken unmistakably and
finally. If forced to speak again its accents will no
longer be froe from indiguation, or preserve the mood
of moderation which to the last it defires earnestly

THE EVE OF A CRISIS.

The Times says we are on the eve of a cnsis,  Noth-
ing sinco the throes which preceded the Reform Bill
ean be compared with the consequences which at-
tend the threatened conduct of the Peers. The re-
sult of the struggle is not donbtful. If the Lords
suceceded ut first they wonld be compelled to un:
dergo a second tender of the mensure which they
have rejected at first, The results of their
action touch all, put in jeopardy not only them-

selves and their privilege, bot the peace of
the great town and the muintenance of
law and order in the conntry—above all

they do their best to provoke an outhust of passion-
ate violence inan nnhappy country the vast majority
of whose inhabitants the Lords propose to outrage
by & conitemptuous disregard of their wishes. As to
the majority, the Opposition draw this conclusion,
that whey are resolved to intrench themselves o
thuir own opinions, sod rely upon their financial
power in dizdain of the consequence to themselves
andd the Nation. They will be rudely awakened from
thesr delasion. It caunot be doubtful which will
succoed in the contest, themselves or the Nation.
The  ouly question is not w hother
the power they think they posscssis to be proved
non-existent, but whether the power which they
ean exercise will not be so irrevocally broken as to
vanish out of existence, The outside papers, which
cirenlate more wwong the people, talk very revolo-
tionary. The probubility is the Lords will be alarmed
into the passage of the Lill; but the mere fact of
the aunoncement of the inclination and power to de-
feat it evidently excites discussion adverse to the
eontinuation of hereditary logisiation.

WHAT IT COSTS—THE BUDGET FOR 1868-%0.
[FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.|

HavANA, May 23.—The blue book known by
the title of ' General Presupuestos of Ingrosses
and Expenses” for the island of Cuba seldom
finds its way into the hands of a stranger.
From a rare copy issned last June I am enabled
to give yon the principal dates and reckonings
of the budget for the economic year beginning
with the 1st of July last year, and to conclude with
the end of June in this, While the Rebels of Cama-
guey and the West are persistent and nndiminished,
it 18 of importance to know at what expense the
House of Spain is carrying on bnsiness in the island.
The budget in view was deerced by Queen Isabella
and bears the signature of her Minister of Ultiamar,

and, a8 some say, her paramonr, Carlos Marfori. It
is generalized as follows :

But this is only what
may be called the pesce establishnient of war, In the
bodget deerced for I8T-1868 its expenses figured
abaut a million of esoudos higher than they do in the
presupuestos of 1568-00,  The presence of o large revo-
lution must, of conrse, greatly add to the Will.  The
least addition we can make to it is the loan of
8,000,000 of esendos lately ordered by Capt.-Gen.
Dulee, which woald augment the sum to nearly
$14,000,000. It is likely, however, that the war is
going on at the rate of 0,000,000, not to epeak of the
Government’s other expenses. It will not have a
cent of its caleulated income of $31,000,000 to spare if
itever gots it, and it is borrowing already.

Expeditions for Cubi
have left from New-York, Philadelphia, Daltimore and
Bavannab, and also fromw Key West and Nassau, the num-
ber being, as far as we can ascortaln, 13 in all to the pre-
sent time, Toward the close of Decembar last Gen. (ue-
acda loft Nassau for Cuba with abont 3,000 riflos—
1,200 Enfield, fand 1,200 Bpencer; two fleld pleces, 13
pounders ; and 152,000 metalilc cartridges. The vessol
took at the same time 80 Cubans for tho patriot army.
The achooner Galvanle took 150,000 linen cartridges for
Enflelds, one howziter and 300 rouads, and 1530 cavalry
aabers, all of hor eargn being lauded with the exception
of 40 hoxes, which were thrown overbonrd. By this op-
wirtnnity 38 Cubans went to join their compatriots in the
}l.rlr!. all young men from 18 to 22 An expedition ealled
rom Philsdelphia, sent to Beflor Cavads, a wealthy

uban, by his friends in  this country. The
stenmer Perlt was  freighted with 4,500 Bpringfield
rifles, of which she brought back 1,500; slso s full battery
of 1epounders, and four 18-pounders, all rifled guns; 80
rounds of Axed ammunition, 1,500 pairs of shoes, 500 re-
volvers, and a large quantity of cartridges. The Balva-
dor earried to tho wsurgents 980 muskets, 3 Aeldpleces,
and s supply of ammunition, The Grapeshot took out
1,080 rifles—Enfleld’'s and Remipgton's—and two 12
poanders. Threo vessels, from Phi adeq.,h:n, have taken
21,000 small arms, aud 22 feld-pleces. Thess flgures, so
far as ilitary supplies are concertied, repre-
sent  the  nl that linn actually  reached
the Cubans. There are two expeditions, particolars of

ROBBERY OF A UNITED STATES DEPOSITORY
AT SANTA FE—THE ANTICIPATED TROUBLE
AT THE THEATERS—SALE OF GOVERNMENT
VESSELS—THE INDIAN DEPREDATIONS IN
KANSAS—THE CHEROKEE NEUTRAL LANDS,
|BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUKE.]
WasHINGTON, Monday, June 7, 1800,

Treasurer Spinner to-day received a dispatch from
Santa Fe, New-Mexico, announcing that J. L. Collins,
the Receiver of Public Moneys in that city, bad been
shot dead in bis office on Saturday night, sud the
depository robbed of its contents. From the report
of Mr. Collins on the 22 of May, it was suppased
that the amount of the robbery would not fall much
ghort of half-n-million dollars, but a dispatch received
this evening by Gen. Spinner says that owing to
large disbursements to Paymasters and’ other dis-
bursing officers, since the last report, the amonnt
lost will not execeed $100,000. Bo complete ia the
record of the stolen funds, that the Treagurer believes
that most of the money will be recovered. Mr, Col-
lins, the Receiver, was about to be superseded by
E. C. Little, from whom the information comes.

Tho anticipated trouble on the occasion of the re-
opening of the theater here this evening, by reason
of the law recently enacted by the city Councils,
prohibiting any distinction being made in places of
public entertainment on account of race orcolor,
did not occur. No person of color presented himself
for admission, and consequently no opportunity was
given for disturbance. This being election day, all
sorts of ruwors were in circulation of the digorderly
intentions of the colored people. They had the ef-
fect of drawing together a large crowd in the neigh-
borhood of the theater, who stood around patiently
awaiting for something in the shape of a row to tum
up, but they were disappointed.

The iron steamer Shamokin, advertised for sale
by the Navy Department, will be disposed of at
adction hera on the 16th inst. The Government
ateamer Hornet will be sold in Philadelphia on the
21st. The Hornet was formerly the Lady Sterling,
built in Englaud, aud captured from the Rebels
daring the war. The Algonquin will also be offered
for sale during the present month. These vessels
have been appraised by a competent Board of Sur-
vey, and will pot be sold unless the bids reach
the amounts set by the Hoard. There are a
number of interested parties here to sscertain the
value of the vessel, in order that they may range
their bids aceordingly.

Senator Ross, accompanied by Mr. C. M. Reynolds,
editor of The Lawrence (Kansas) Jowrnal, to-day
called upon the President, the Secretary of War, and
Gen. Sherman, for the parpose of seeuring protection
to the Kansas frontiers from the ravages of hostile
Indians. Tho President repeated his assurance,
made to Mr. Ross several days ago, that troops should
at once be ordered in suflicient numbers to secure
ample protection. The interview was a very pleasant
and satisfactory one to the Kansas gentleman. Gen.
Sherman said that if Gen. Schotield should state that
he had not sanfficient troops to protect the Border, he
would suthorize the raising of Kansas militia to gar-
rison the Border.

Under direction of the President, troops have been
ordered to the Cherokee neutral lands, in eompli-
ance with the request of the Governor of Kansas, to
enforee the civil law and prevent arson and the rale
of mob violence. Instructions have also been for-
warded to the district land officer at Humbolt, Kan-
ana, reldtive to the disposal of the Osage Indian
lands under the joint resolution of April 10, 1508,
stating that the withdrawal of lands heretofore
made by the Leavenworth, Lawrence and Galveston
Railroad Company, and the Union Pacific Southern
branch, are valid apd acerue to these corporations.

All of the bounty cases ounder the supplemental
law of 1866, over 20,000 in number, have been trans-
ferred from the office of Paymaster-Geperal to the
Burean of the Second Auditor of the Treasury, as
proyided by the act of last March.

the goods, to aflix the stamps. The Marshal must
place upon the goods he solls his brand, and give the
purchaser a certificato setting forth the circumstances
of the sale, with the deseription of the kind and

uantity of goods, and such other facts as will enable
the purchaser to identify the goods if they should
ever ufter bo called in guestion fer want of proper
stamps or any other informality, in packuges, labels,
caution notices, &e., &e. )

weare fired. The officers ing that prompt weasures
should be taken to put down the riot wore obliged to tire
direetly into the crowd, wlen thero was n general stain-
ﬁcdn uixd the police pursucd the fugitives closely. Wil-
am Bmith (eoloret) was badly shot and 1t was reported
that he waa killed, but at last secounts he was lviog. He
wias nmunf the foremost in the attiuck on Mojor Hicliards,
and struck the Major several scvere blows on the ar
aud head with o club, and fired a pistol ab him within
twe feet of bis bead, The wildest excitement prevatled
after tho firing, the negroes covgreguting in masses,
velling with rage againat the police and ealling out that
his policeman aud that one was the one who killed
Bmith. Meantime the policemen, who behaved with
kreat self possession, moved up aud down through the
crowd preventing anything like riotous demoustrations,
Mujor Richards, though much injured, remuived on the
ground in & carrlage.  Auother wan named John Rolirer
received a shot just bebind and under one eyo wiloh
passed through the skull out aud above the
Opposite  eur. n  age colored man  who
was too old to take an active part fu the attack, receivod
ashot In the hesd, nod was taken In charge by a police-
mwan. Dre. Denper and Stewart were ou the ground, aud
witended to Bolirer, sud proceeded with biw to the Frood-
wen's Hospital, They express the opiuton that he wuy
possibly recover, but there 12 but lttle hope. After tha
riot it was found thiat several of the policewen bad bevn
struck and bruised. The erowd did not seem foelinmd to
leave the locality of the riot, aud threats were maide to-
ward the police, and for a littie tiwe it appeared as if tha
rioters were determined to bave o regalne battle with tho
guardinps of the peace. Mayor Bowen wason the ground
saon after the occurrence, auld was busily ce 1o eu-
deuvoring to restore order, aud guiet the excltement,
No distur#ances bave occurred to-night, altlough
thore s the usual excitement attendant on elections,
Tho vote was lighter to-day than it was at the mu.
nicipal eleetion last year, thoe number of registered
voters wow belng 5,000 less than it was then. The
dlection was for Collector, Kegmster, Burveyor, and
wembers of the Clty Council.
