Gen. Bickles, the new Awerican Minister, in pre-
senting his credentials to Marshal Serrano, smd that
the United States now more than ever appreciate the
traditional anuty of Spain, as animated by new syin-
pathics aud a common participation in constitutional
libertics.

Marshal Serrano replied that the Govermment
would endeavor (o increase the unity so happily
existing between the two peoples, which was bound
by ancient bonds, and pow having others equally
powerful in the beneficial exercise of the amplest
liberties placed by the Constitution in aceordancoe
with the monarchy of such glorious memories. He
concluded with a tribute to Mr, Sickles, and ex-
pressed a belief that Gen. Grant conld not have made
a more grateful selection to the Spanish people.

THE CUBAN REVOLUTION.

THE ATITACK ON PUERTO PRINCIPE BY 5,000 NE-
GROES—THEIR REPULSE.

Havana, July 81, vis Key West, Aug. 1.—It ia re-
ported that two slavers have landed in the Cinco
Villna district on account of Zulueta Marino. On
Wednesday last, July 28, 5,000 negro insurgents at-
tacked Puerto Principe, making a general raid
through the city. The Spanish troops to the number
of 4,000 men attacked them, A sovere struggle en-
sued, in which the ground was contested inch by
ineh, the insnrgents finally retiring in perfect order,
having achieved the object for which they bad made
the raid. They captured and destroyed provisions
valued at £50,000, and made good their retreat. The
Epaniards do not give any estimate of the patriot
losses. Thirty-four wounded seldiers of their army
were taken to the barracks. The Spaniards claim
they had only 11 men killed.

AFFAIRS AT SANTIAGO—CONTEMPLATED ATTACK
ON THE CITY.

Patriot fears of a massacre by fhe Volunteers have
snbsided. There is great dearth of provisions, and
consequently great misery at Santingo de Cuba. On
Saturday, July 24, the Patriot detachments which
have been attacking the fortified plantations for
some time past, defeated the Spanish reénforcements
sent to meet them, Col, Camara, commanding
the Spanish forces, was wounded, and the expedition
compelled to return to the city. It is stated that as
s00n as their preparations are completed the Patriots
will positively attack Bantiago de Cuba.

EXPECTED INVESTMENT OF PUERTO PRINCIPE,

The negro militia that made the raid upon Puerto
Principe enabled a number of families to escape from
the Spaniards, The investment of Puerto Prioncipe
in expectod,

Mr. Furguson, long imprisoned at Manzanillo, hias
obtained his release, A number of the political pris-
oners have also been released.

MORE SEQUESTRATIONS.

In consequence of cerfain correspondence having
been intercepted more important sequestrations are
expected.  The sales of confiscated propety will
take place at anction. 1t 1w suggested that the police
authorities make a registration of the slaves owned
by disloyal masters. More troops are demanded from
the interior, the josurgents increasing in numbers
and activity.

to give the Epaniands a fair  chance to
do that which was  deemed impossiblo—that

i to say, to recover the island—and then the Adwin-
istration at Washington could interpose its goud of-
ficos ot the right moment, with all the force of its
conslstency on the snbject of recognition of belliger-
ent nghts, Gen. Sickles was informod as to theso di-
plomatic steps on the part of the Cuban Commission,
and it is supposed that be is to work in aceord with
the mombers of that body now in Madrid, and ina
manner 8t onee prodont and persevering. The move-
ment of the Commission is being somewhat regarded
Ly the Spanish Ministry, espocially since the return
of Dules to Spain, and the late orders sent out to De
Rodas, looking to » curtailment of the velunteer
power, have been partly dictated, it s sald, with o
view to preparing altiirs for the consummation of the
seheme referred to,

Gen. De Rodas has lately been giving decided indi-
cations of his contempt for the leaders of the volun-
toers, and most especially of Gen, Espinar, who per-
mitted himself to be installed in the Captain-Gen-
oral's chair as Dulee's successor. Variousother things
indicate that the conflict is, ench day, growing to a
olose, and De Rodas, or the representative of the Go-
vernment, must go under or bring to the dust the
would-ba leaders and “saviors of the island.” The
beginning of the end may be reachod on the occasion
of Espinar's departure for Spaiu, but whether so or
not, it must speedily happen.  Shonld the Governor-
General go down in the struggle, there conld arise
nothing bat the most anprecedented anarchy. The
“gaviors of the juland ” wonld under no circnnstan-
ces agree to accept another Captain-General, coming
from Spain, and nominated by the present Ministry;
and, on the other hund, should De Rodas be brought
into aetual conflict with these paper warriors, and
got the advantage, there would be such elements of
disturbance that he would be powerless to do any-
thing. The Captain-General knows the situation,
and has asked of the authorities at Madrid a conces-
gion of power, to propose sutonomy to the Cubans.
Tailing in this, he evidently considers the field lost.

Looking to all the surrounding cirenmstances, it is
almost certain that not only Do Rodas, but Dulee,
Prim, Serrano & Co, would gladly carry out the
policy herein foreshadowed. The only real difiulty
is this; Can the present Ministry retmin power after
having consonted to a sale of the island? The matter
is being discussed in tho higher and better circles of
socioty here, and the project is galuing supporters
day by day. Tho great opposition comes from the
offioe-holders, whoss bread and meat would, in such
event, have to be gained on the soil of old Spain. It
{s more, much more than probable, that De Rodas
will advise the Government to doas Dulce has al-
ready advised it, viz.: sell out the island to the na-
tives, taking o guarantee from the United States.
Publio opinion is undergoing a change in Spain, and
it is confidently belisved that the scheme will suc-
ceed. 'The Spanish Minister, Roberts, is annoanced
s s00n to visit the island, and, doubtless, it is with
o view of seeing what would be the best steps to be
taken with respect to this matter.

The Prensa has chianged its tone materially within
the last week or so. It says that tho Spaniards could
not possibly have putdown the insurroction during
the nine months time it has been provalent; that the
insurgents were too well preparcdl for that; but it
consoles itself with the reflection, that the enemics
of the national integrity have not, as yet, gained
their freedom. It speaks ina dolorous strain, and
comeludes an article with these paiuful remarks:

PERUVIAN AID—THE MONITORS—WAR URGED
IN LIMA.
Lva, July 14.—Cousiderable pressnre has been
brought to bear upon President Balta and Lis Minis-
tors, during the pust few days, to indnce them to
make common cause with the Cubans, and send the
Peruvian squadron toJthe scene of action. Bo fur,
however, they have successfully resisted ; but how
long they will be able to do so, I will not
pretend to say. But it will all depend upon the
disposition shown by the ESpamsh Government
to settle with Sonth American republics, in the con-
ference that will take place shortly in Washington.
If Bpain is reasonable all willlbe right, bot if not she
will have her hands full, The people who are urging
nssistance for Cubaare the party of Prado, who de-
clare that if he was in power their fleet would be in
Cuban waters by this time, Of this there can be
little doubt, considering that Pernvian agents and
Peruvian gold have been employed during the past
three years fomenting the present revolution in
Cuba, Prado was chiefly concerned in the revolu-
tionary speculation with regard to the monitors pur-
chased in the United States, It has been suggested
that, in place of coming ont to the Pacific, they ascend
the Amazon Riyer to the Port of Iquitos, they
wonld thus be in a Puravian port, and so cancel the
obligation entered into with the United States Gov-
erument, after which they could join the fleet that
could be sent to Cuba,
A CUBAN CABINET IN PERU.

Lisa, July 14.—There is a rumor te the effect that
there will be some important changes in the Cabinet
inafew dava. Ilearn that Dr. Barranachea, Min-
ister of Foreign Relations, will resign and go to
France as Minister, Pierola, the Minister of Finance,
taking the portfolio of Forcign Affairs, Senor Fer-
ricros retiring from the Cabinet to be replaced by one
of the most energetic men in Peru, Gomez Sanchez,
and an avowed friend of the Cuban cause. The re-
tirement of Senors Barranachea and Ferrieros from
the Cabinet will be an advantage to the Cabans, the
importance of whicl cannot at present be ealculated.

BACK FROM THE PACIFIC.

RETURNING FROM CALIFORNIA—SILYER BRICKS
—ACROS8 THE CONTINENT IN '00—A sMASiH-
UP—RAILROADS ALONG THE MISSOURI—AT~
CHISON—FARMING IN NORTHERN KANBA#.

[FROM OUR SPROIAL CORRESPOSDENT.)

ArcuisoN, Kansas, June 26.—I retumed with &
special party, inclnding George M. Pullman, the
sleaping-ear pioncer, whose guests we were, and
Messrs, Rulofson, Beale, Tillinghast, and Eatle, of
California, Bross and Miller of Chicago, and Waite
of New-York, several of whom were accompauied
by their families. We left SBacramento at 0 a. m., by
special traln, and kept 14 minntes ahead of the regu-
lar express, An bour or two later we were climbing
the mountains. Two heavy locomotives are required
to draw up the regular passenger train of seven cars.
In 105 miles, the truck rises 7,000 foet. For three
miles and a half the ascent is 116 feot to the mile.
At sharp curves upon these heavy grades the rails
are already worn smooth, and sand is scattercd upon
them to keep the wheels from slipping.
Near tho summit I rode for two hours with the
engineer, to view again the grand scenery. Our loco
motive, quite out of breath, throbbed and hesitated,
and once or twice stopped altogether ; but the engi.
neer caressed and coaxed it, and sverred that it
was doing * her lerel best”—whatever that may be np
on a 118 feet grade. ** She never busted me yet,” ha
said, ** and I don't believe she will now.” Always
“ghe” mever “he” nor “it;” and always spoken
with asort of affection, as if the iron borse were a
living pet.
Soon after noon the American River 2,000 feet hee
neath ns and yellow from mining. the dizzy trestles,
the endless snow sheds, the dark tunnels, the granits
clifts and deep snow banks of the crest, and Donner
Lake calm and blue in its perennial beauty, were all
left behind; and we came spinning down the Eastern
slope into hot, thick alkali dust, which is irritas
tion to the eyes, relaxation to the nerves, and weari-
ness to the flesh in general. Gov, Blaisdel wason
board, returning home te Carson. While we wero
at the dinner tables, and running 50 miles an hour, he
treated ns to four distinet snrprises by presenting
silver bricks, of Nevada product and ranging in value
from $15 to $30, euccessively to Pullman and three
of his gnests, and requiring a speech of aceeptanco
from each, By the time the last was finished every
mwan felt himself unsafe, and it was proposed to ** go
for” the Governor's baggage. That oysters grow on
trees in Southern California we had already Lieand,
but the fact that sage bnsh bears silver bricks,
was o new contribution to natural history.

The trip to Omaha occupied nearly five days. In
addition to the nsaal comforts we had one of Pall-
man’s dining cars. Itisonly a few monthssinee the first
was made, but already they run with every through
train npon the Chicago Alton and St. Lonis, and
some other Western roads, The cooking is done in
little kitchen, in the middle of the ear, and under-
neath are dust-proof refrigerators. The tables seab
about 50 persons, The charges are nnder rather than
over those of first-class restaurants which are not on
wheels,

Every morning we rose, each when he pleased,
made toilets at leisure, went forward into the dining
car, sat down at oune of the little tables, and rang the
bell. A negro waiter in tidy white apron, and jackes
bearing the monogram of the Pullman company—
which he seemed to regard as a gort of badge of the
Legion of Honor—answered the summons and
annonnced his bill of fare. Breakfast wus eaten
loiteringly over discussions about the Ilatest
pews in the local papers or in special
telegrams to the party. After the meal wo wend
back into the sleeping-car—which the African genii
had meanwhile transformed iuto a day-car by toneh-
ing certain mysterions springs—tospend the day in
chatting, reading, or games, all interrupted now and
then for sight-seeing. Through Weber and Echo
canyons, and other attractive regions, we nearly all
rode upon platforms or in the baggage-cars, to
obtain better views. One lady, comfortably settled
inan arm-chair on the platform, with her parasol
shading her face, and a'bonguet in her lap, studied
alternately a new novel and the exquisite sgeenery of
Waober river. The picture she presented was in strilk-
ing contrast to the woe-begone looks of her sisters
who crossed the plains years ago in the old way.

Luncheon was served at one and dinner at seven;
and at both there were claret and champagune in
moderation, and California frnit in profusion, and,
for the first two or three days, vases of fresh flowers,
After dinner, if the company was i' the vein, there
were o few toasts and a little speaking, The fare
was a8 good as at the best New-York
hotels—the variety not so great, but the articles as
well cooked and as tastefully served. The attend-
ance at meals and throngh the day was perfect. If
one wanted a glass of water or of lemonade, or wonld
have the dust brushed from his clothing, 8 waiter
was always ready with salver or wisp. In the even-
ing there was singing in some of the groups, and on
Sanday morning the whole party, Gov. Brossleading,
joined in the service of the Episcopal Church,

At Utah stations appeared barefooted boys, girls,
and old men, with pails of buttermilk, offering enp-
fulls for “two bits” Of course the ladics
wore curions to see the Baints. “Do you
suppose they are Mormons?’ asked one, allud-
ing to two women who stood in front of a
teut.

“ Yes, madam,” replied a man, in shirt-slecves and
straw hat, who was just passing through the car, and
who thought the question related to his party—"' Yes,
madam, we are Mormons, and these” (nodding to-
ward two apple-faced women who followed, each
with a baby in her arms)—"are my wives"
One or two commonplaces were exchanged,
but the inexorable whistle eut short the interview,

Twenty-four hours west of Omaha we came to
grief. We were runuing 95 miles an hour on a
straight track, over level prairie, when there came a
gharp whistle for “down brakes"—a trembling—a
bumpingup and down—a bewildering, terrifying
crash—and then a dead stop. After my soul, like
Hans"Breitmann's, came back to me, 1 found our car
off the track and poised on the side of a low embank-
ment, at an angle of 45 degrees. 1 clambered out
and started forward. The next coach was also half
overturned and badly smashed at the forward end,
Flat upon its floor lay a gentlewan groaning fear-
fully, and wearing the face of one who had
just held an interview with Death. That
he was mortally hurt I could not doubt,
until he abruptly sprang up, brushed me aside like
a brown paper parcel, and ran wildly to the rear.
These two cars had been " telescoped,” or driven
into each other. Piuned in between the twoasin
o vise, and unable to move an inch, hang & young,
invalid, Californian whose mother was in one of the
rear coaches, * I am killed,” he said faintly ; ** don’t
tell my mother.” But a saw was bronght, and in ten
minutes he was freed by cutting off asill. Huppily
no hones were broken, though one leg was severcly
bruised, and his nervous system had received a sad
shock. " 1
StiM further forward under the wrecks I saw whag
had been s man, but now was o shapeless trank, with
fragments seattered far apart, and so mutilated,
that at first we coukl not determine whether it was
8 negro or a white man. It proved to be the forward
brakeman, killed at his post in the twinkling of an
eye. One moment “ho " the next “it!" T
mains were covered with & blanket ; and all the liv-
ing drow a sigh of relief on learning that
he left no family. No other lives were lost,
but Puliman’s cook, who had jumped out
of the window and strock upon his head on a sand
bank, where ho spun like a top for a few
aud lay for two or three hours before he fuily
wake up his mind whether he was dead or alive, Five
other negroes, in a Union Pacific cooking-car, which
was now in the diteh, shattered and wrong side up,
came trooving out through what bad lately been the
