DOWN THE DEFIANCE SHAFT—FABULOUS WEALTH.
Entering the shed, I found, by great good luck,
Capt. Drake, and the Superintendent, Jobin Bicknell,
inside, and they courteously showed me throngh the
mine. Steppiog into a bucket hanging from & rude
windinss over what is called the * Defiance Shaft,”
we were lowered forty feet into the darkness, and
found ourselves standing in a great irregular cham
ver, from 10 to 80 teet in width, 183 feot in length,
and 10 to 20 feet in hight.

Treasure City is o little larger than Shermantown,
aud perhaps half the size of Hamilton, bnt being
built among the clouds, 1,500 feet above any spring,
or otber supply of water, and exposed to the full
s weep o the winds in Winter, it is not likely to in-
crease in population, The houses are scattered
around among the mining shafts, the mines running
all about under them, and the flying rocks from the
miners’ blasts have riddled the canvas roofs of the
houses until the town looks as if it had been bom-
barded by bostile artillery. Pleasant place to live!
As I came out of the Eberhardt mine, I met a party
of Chinmmen packing water in casks on little Span-
isl jackasses, up the mountain, ** Buenos dias Cabal-
lero 2 I suid to the foremost Clunaman.

FAREWELL TO WHITE PINE.
Sitting on the Lroad pinzes in front of the Re-
corder's Office, in Treasure City, as the day was
druwing to a cloge, 1looked down em one of the
giandest scenes the eye of man ever rested upon.
The landseape was a rolling sea of meuntain ranges
and valleys stretching away to the herizon on every
side. Sonthward a flat valley stretehed ont toward
the Colorado, almost to the limit of vision. North-
ward the valley swept away from the feet of White
Pine and Moke-e-Moke Monntains toward the Hum-
boldt, as fur a8 the eye conld reach, & white line run-
ning straight ont like a ribbosm, for fifty wilesj mark-
ing the line of the stage road to Elko. In the dim
distance a great white alkali inerusted plamn in
Mirage Valley shimmered in the light of the de-
clining sun, the grim ghost of a dead sea, of whose
history living man bath no tradition, Mauve mml

It is estimnated
that $100,000 worth of ore has been carried away
from this chamber as “specimens” by visitors, within
n year. So great has been the drain in this manner,
that the owners were finally compelied to forbid vis-
itors entering the works except by special permis-
sion from the Superintendent, and even that only
partially stopped the leak. At each end of the cham-
ber, on the vorth and the south, are the walls of the
vein, Theyare of white spar, running east and west
153 foet apart, and standing nearly perpendicular,
Sides and roof and floor of this chamber are silver;
he gray dust which covered onr boots, a8 we came
out, was silver as pure as “the coin of the realm.”
We ascended once more to the regions of daylight,
and proceeded to the Keystone Shaft, on thenorthern '
side of the mine,
CHE KEYSTONE SHAFT—THE BLUB-BELL SHAFT,
Down this shaft we descended 85 feet, and then
walked through a chamber or * level” along by the
side of an almost perpendicular wall of white spar,
as smooth as the plastered wall of a dwelling-house,
for 240 fest. This north wall bound the companies
grounds in that direetion, and is the limit of the ore
on that side. The chamber of 240 feet on this level
ijsall i ora of higher or lower grade, the avernge
being over $100 per tun for the enture distauce. How
much further west the ore continues is unknown,
but it may be presumed thut the general belief 16 thes
it continues a loug distance from the fuct that the
western extension of the Eberhardt is held—1 beliave
it has recently becn sold—at one uullion dollars.
The ore here is not as fine as arale as that in the
Defiance Shaft upper level, but it would. be causid-
ered very rich in any other district than "White Pine.
From this level, asecond shaft 85 feet dowp runs
down along the nmorth wall all the, way mn fair
ore, wmaking 170 feet in depth reached
in this deposit without touching bottem. Again
at the sarfsce we went to the ““ Blrie Bell ” Shaft on
the sonth, which runs down alew mde the southern
wall, and at one point passes§t srongh it ns the wall
dips northwanl erough to eruss it about 00 feet.

The report of the Superintendeut of the Barvey, Walter
Walls, esq., will be priuted (o about two months, It will
be a volame of 800 pages, fllustrated with engravings of
mauy important water-powers, and with a map of she
principal river Lasing. The manufacturing resources of
Maine, as exhibited in tuls work, are truly extraordivary.

The gross power of Its rivers is estimated at 2,650,000
horse-power, of equivalent to the foroe of 34,000,000 men
working without cessation. If concentrated Into the or

Alnary per diem worklng hours ln manufactories the
power would equal that of 6,600,600 liorses. More than
4,100 different privileges’ are enumerated and briefly de.
scribed, hialf of which remain entively unipeoved, while
bt very few of those sominally jmproved are fully de-
veloped, More than 1,650 natural reservoirs in the form of
iarge lakes and ponds, coverlng au sggrégate surface of
2,400 square miles, ure tributary to these powers, and
npon lmprovement for atornge, will impart to them the
stendiness of steawm aud making waler dearths snd
freabots comparatively unkoown in Maipe. The great
storage basins are, many of thew, situated At the head of
the rivers and at a remarkable elevation, Thus Moowe
bead Lake, containing 130 square miles of surface, 18
1,023 feot sbove the tide, nud can bold & reserve of ten
feet depth ou ite entire ares, all of which can be made
tributary to the Kennobeo Kiver in the season of low
water. The Umbagog Lakes bolding in rescrve a volume
of elaven feet depth, over 77 square wiles of arca, Nudsits
outlet through the Androscoggin River, by a fall of 1,256
feet.
