THE BOTLEB EXPLOSION AT PHCKNIXVIU.E, PA.
-EFFECT8 OF THE DISASTEK.

Pho'.nixviu.k, Pa* Atig. 30..Tlie boiler ox-
plOaJou, ot whieb /ou bave bad tbe particulaxa by t«Ia-

graph. waa a moct remarkahle one Iu eome reapecta. The
hcud of the atcutu holler waa wrenchcd from ita poaition,
and thrown ln a contrary dlrectlon tefthe force for a di«-
tanee of avir one huudred feot through the alr. atrtklng a
hlackamith'd ahop, and reboundiug aoiue feet. Part of llie
walt of tho ahop «U knoeked down by tbo frugineiit,
which weighs probably »ix huudred pounda. Tbia piece
ll gnarlcd, twiafed, aud tmttered ln auch a meniicr aa to be
M-arcely reeojtnizable. Several men who were in the abop
madc narrow e»cai«ee. Theremaliiderof thedoubleboiler
waa' lown up lnto the airaud then ln a honzoutal directlon
for a dlatauoe of 00 foet, lodging iu or on a large pile of
luniuer, ono end thruatlug through tho roof of the raill.

San.uel
Ortllp u-inorer. who waa worklng near by the holler,
vaotamaL ¦aaaaai lnternaliy. aud dled of hia injuriee
about 1J o'e. :k. Auguatua l'ohl, a Oeriuan. waa driving
acart ln tbeunmediate vicinity of the apot. and waa
atruck by the atream of the eacapiug ateam, and alao Bf
thedeluu, beiug acaldcd oulwaidly and iuwardly. aud
ha vlng both lege broken. Ti.e llesh waa I'.terally atripped
offone le*;, thuiexlnblting a heart-aickenlug apectacle.
He iingerctt uutll und-day, when deatb relieved blm
from lui excrutiattiig agotile*. Charlea McDermott. a

puddler, waa aerioiiaty lnjured bv being cruahed by the
fulllng ruiua. He waa alao acalded batlly. John Henry,
a puddkr's bclper, waa iujured lu a like mauner. Both
arr iu \try entlcal conditiou. and altbotigh hopea are

enterta. led of their reeovery. yet tho prohabilitiea are
that they will not aurvive. Tho laHor wa9 aent
to the Feoaayrvaaia Hoapitai in PbLadelpbta.
Bealde thcee the following handa were aoiue

what lnjured: John P. Jonea. Abraui Mordy and Fraucia
Kadfum. Beveral othera were lnjured, but their wounda
were not of aueb a character aa to occaaion them much
¦ela or to hlnde.r tliem from work after a ahort ttme.
Tbe exploded la.iler ahowa every lndlcatiou of being
red bot at the time of tho diaaater, aud auch is reported
to have been the eaae, but allhough maujr theoriea aro

nfe, iu regard to tho cauae, it ia uot probable that the
trae unc will ever be dennltely aaeertained. The bo ler
haa been iu opetation for aeveral yeara, and ia aald to

have beeu perfectly aoaad. aad iudeed tbe iroti beara no

appearance of a flaw. It waa blown otit about ftve daya
ogo. and thoroughly eiamined, and no thought waa enter-
tained that any accideut could poaathly oecur to It. The
u,ill ia a very large one. aud employa at preaent about
1 aoo men, aud It iealuio*t a miracle that uioro woro iiot
hurt, aa tha erratic courae of the boiler la Ita flight led It
to where a large uumber of buuda are aliuoet eouatautly
employed. The B»IU la lun both ulgut aud day, and tho
dlfrerejit ganga ebange at 7 o'clock, and aa it waa near

tlna hjer wnen the exploaton occurred, many of tbe

CURBENCY.KESUMPTIOM.
l'ERMANENT REFORM IX THE CTRKENCY.

BT YICTOR CONSIDERANT.
'Mr. V. ''i'Smi.i-.kavt, the eminent writer ob Boclat

Vlence, preaenU in tho artlclc which followa a plan for
tbo creation of a atable and permancBt currcucy. He
doea not propose to returu to tht) metallle curreoey,
whicb he bolde to be an expenalve one and subjeet Io
many abusea. He proposes the creation of a corraoey,
baaed on new princlples, which will possess th« flxed aad
atable cbaracter of tbe metallic. without Ita imiwrfec-
tloua.J
In 1*39, Kussia suffered. as the Uhitcd States is

now sufferirTg, from the evils of a dopreciab-d and
nnstable paoer currency. the valne of which, as com-

pared with specie. was as 360 to 100; that is, it
reqnired 3J papcr ronbles to buy one of specie.
Xotwithstandingthis great depreciation, Khssiaef-
fected a reform iu her dcbased currency, returmngto
a . awjayand fired rrumetary system in TWKNTY-popr
11 OM, and that without wrouging any one in or ont
of the F.mpire. This is a fact of history. To effect
this tinancial oneration, Rnssia was obliged to bor-
row ten or twelvo million dollars in specie of tho
Bank of.France. The Government of tbe United
SStatedrhas had for two years past, from six to eight
timcsthat amountlyinghllcin Ita vatilts; and during
all this time, with all the discussions on resnmption.
nothmg bas been aocomplished. and, no one siugle
point has been agreed upon. I will net nudertake
to criticisethe tinancial wisdom of theAmencan peo-
ple ; but I. as an adopted cttizen.which authorizes
ine to spcak as one of th ? peoplc.mnst confess ihsil
we have shown no great vsisdom in this partrcnlar
conjunctnre.
Tbe present enrrency is a sconrge. It operatcs as

u monetary disease, affecting all the commercial and
indnstrial interests of the country. The whole
ocouomic mechauism is subjecttothe greatcat ttn*
certniuty. No one can forcsce wblt will be the resolt
in four. six, or eight .months. of investraents male
to-day, or of enterprises undertakea. And no safo
calculations can be made without btaihijty axd
llXlUMhaa in the Unit of Value called the Dollar. If
thc Dollar is not a tixed value, uo one can kuow
what hk.u. valtm a given amount of Capital will
rcpresent six months hence. I may realiee an ap-
pareat profit on my investments. or from my busi-
ness, but it may turn ont to be a loss insteadof a gain.
Owing to this instability of tbo money value, whicb

nbcasures all others.an instability which prevents
aliy oue foreseeing what $100 will be worth in six
months, or even six weeks.regnlar businesa suners,
while a wide tield is thrown open to spocolation, and
tinancial and commercial gamblio,{.
The sole remedy is the return toa rkci'Lak ani>

stabi.e moxftary system. Let the example ef
kussia be followed, nnless aometbing better can be
done. Can anything better be done f I anawer, Yea;
and something far better. As we can improve on her
procosHes, I will not entcr into an explanation of them.
Iafhrm :hat byasimpleact of Congrese the fol-

lowing retults may be obtamed: 1. Return withont
wronging any intereat to a rcgtilar monetary syitem;
that is to say, to a fixtd and i.able enrrency. 2.
Eftect a benebcent reform, which will ecotiotnlze,
and hence save to the country the expense of tbe
hundreds of niillionsof gold and silver which it
would be neceasary to nse te return to aud rec'stab-
lish the specie enrreuey.

If 't could be afcajafj dmomttrnled to our le«islatoni
that the greenback dollar could be raised iu valae
to that of the specie dollar, or to par, and matsfetAed
\nrartabl\t at thitvatte, provided that they, ou their
side, would passa law abohshlng the nse of gold
and ailver aa a currency, and tbe circnlation of
theae metala aa money. I aak. tvonld they eonaent
to auch a meaatiro, and take tbe initiative in a fun-
damental monetary reform f
Let nareniark that if the country, wishing to re.

turn to a retrular and stable curreuey, imaginee that
it ia necesaary to go back to the old specie money.
thi8 fancy will coat it the ae/eral hundreda of mil-
lions of gold and ailvor. wliich will be neeeaeary for
the metallic currency that is to replace the pTeen-

back circulation. It is hardly probable that it will
return totbe old State Bank systern, with ita alttt-
uately expandiug and contracting iaanea of paper
money, ao that bat three altemativea are open before.
it: 1. To retaln the present greonhaek eurreucy aa it
is, with ita fluetuationa. '.!. To return to a pure uie-

tallic currency. 8. To diacOver aome new principle
on which to base tho National currency, and adopt if.
It ia tlna latter alteroative which I propoae, and I ex-
plain tbe principle wbieh ia to serve aa a baaia for it:

It would reejetia at least f-vw.iWD.OOO in gold and
ailver to establish a specie currency. How ia tbia
vast sum to be obtained but by taxation, by adding
new burdena to thoae already inipoaedon the people f
If a dollar of the currency I propoae will ufwov* be
worth a dollar in irold. in what reapect ia a bit of
metal preferable.to etfect the exchange of valnea.
to paper T I will retnark bero that tbo niaterial for
the new currency will be pajwr; it i* eaay to liaudle
andcoata nothing. Exfrniallv. this rnriency will
re.seuible the greenback«; but. bmod aa it will beon a

difereni priuciplo, it will Im; intritiatcally a new and
ilirt'erent monetary ayateni. For the purposea of a

circulatingruedium, tbe trtetaN are far iulenor to

paper; this ia so well kuowu that it ia unneeeeaary

to dwell upon it.
If, then, the BOrBMBweaj in rahtr of the paper dol¬

lar can be aecured, there caii be no objeetion what-
ever to tising paper as the tnaterial ont of which to

make the national enrrenoy. To attain the great
end in view.nutnely, to create a fixrd and $lnble c*r-

»iin'j, tising the cbeapeat and beat matorial.C'ongreae
ha-* but to paaa tbe following hiw. compnsiug three
articlea: 1st. Hereaftet. gold and ailver will not be

ueed for money ; and ooin niade of theae nietaht will
not bc recogni/.ed aa a legal tender. The national
currency will bo of paper (or any eboaprr and better

material tbat can be discovered*. 2d. Tbo National
Governinent will alone create and iasue the rnrreney

of the country. No mdividual or con»oration v;il) be

pcruiitted to create or iaaue a circalating medium, or

any repreaentative of it, like our bank notea.

hi The Socretary of tba Treaaury will at all timea,
firbt, deliver to any peraon wishing the national cor-

rency a dollar of the .ame. on hia depoaiting 23 8-10

Troy graiua of gold (the amonnt now eontaiued in

a dollar) or its equivalent in ailver; second, with-
draw from circnlution an amonnt of national enr-

rency necesaary to keep it at all timea at par-that
ia, diminish it whenever the metala rise in value
above tbe point tixed aa tbeir standard price.

If tbia aiinple law is pa*aed, a monetary reform
will beetfected. and a regtilar aud atable currency
willbeeatablished. The country will Itedelivered
from the evila of an ever-fluctuatiug and nncortam
circulating mediura.in other worda, from a weaaaae

o/ tfl/«e which baa wo firedue** of ra/aeof .<».«.». Aa

aoon as this law is promtilguted. and gold. in conae-

qnence, ia refused at theCuatom Hoitses and in pey-
ment of nll national dues.the usues of the national
currency being in the hands of theGovemment
alone, and withdrawn from the banka-it woald
at onco rise iu valne. and the dollar would attain to
