1-i..I'riuce Arthur
and uuiie arnved here thla evening at iix o'cloek. havlng
traveied a diataOce of 2M mllea from Frederlcton,
whence he atarted on Thnrsday at ten o'rlock. fio larce
a party haa not i>o«ted over thla untraveltd road for

yeara. and the time made waa certalnly aBtomthlng.
The roads were good ln Bome placea but very bad in

othera, and there waa one very rainy day during the

Journey. The party arrived at every etatlon ahcad of

tbe Ume antltipntcd, and there haa l>eeu no ari Ident or

delay on tbe road. The Prince haa reielved a warm and
conrteoue welrome .wherever the people had an oppar-
tunlty to extend lt, and the party expreaa themaelvea

pleaaed with tbe trip aud delightcd with the beautiful
appearance of the country. Lteut.-(}ov. Wllmot aent word
tothe dlffereut mall coutractora aloug the route wben

the party were to be eapected and tbfy made thorough
provieiou for the acooniuiodatlon of the Prince and Miitr.
Ou tha niormug of hls depaitura from Frederlcton uaauy
eHltenB drove up to the Ooverument Houae to aeeom-

wauy the Frlaee on hla Journey, and many more atood
waittng to glre him a partlng cheer. They dav waa flnc,
and th* aun ahone warm and dried the mud left by the
atorw of tne njght before, which hud alao glvtu the flclda
a freah.MH look. Aa the carrlage droveoway thoap
wbohadrx»en Impatlontly waltmg for the itart daalwil
after bim, but aoon aettled down Into a loug liue rrom
which one aftcr auother dropped until not one wa« left
TheeorMfc waa as followa: A two-aeated open buggy,
drawn by a apan X>1 horaea, earrying Prince Arthur,
Lkmt.-Ool. KIphlnBtou*. au<l Uaut. I'hkard; fcCJUTjrall,
couUlning four eorreapondtntc, aud a four-borsc couch
oreapledhy tha a^rrania.
The road aacenda very gradually to Woodatock, and

follows tbe wlndingof the river. There waa no demon-
atration tlll we reached Eel Hiver, 13 uiilea from Wood¬
atock. liere a handaome huutjuet wae handed to the
Frlnee, and bearty cheera followed him out of the little
rillage. Aa we approached Wo<Mlat«ck we wot two car

nages uoutalnlug tbe Biabop and three other citieena,
« bo had corna out to meet tha carrlage. Tlie looked at
the opeu buggy and dro»e <m.

«uarding the entranoe atood hia ground, and, aa bllud
aa bia oompaulona compelled the driver of the Frinee a

carnage to ture Into tbe other alde of the brldge. There
ta no knowlug how far the Frluce mlght have gone wlth-
out betng recxjgnitad, bad uot one of our party told aome
