The Tinies to-day Lhas an editorial on the present
situation of affairsin France, Itsays: 1f the Em-
perar is now recovered, his conduct caunot easily be
acconuted for. The mew Constitution may be re-
garded as already virtually in vigor, The granting
of aunesty, the tolerance extended to the press,
every circumstance contributes to foster the convie-
tion that a new era has dawned. Yet the Emperor
Tewalns inactive, as if he counsidered every-
thing done, Meauwhile public opinion demands the

iness af the delay canses some members to coutem-
plate the invasion of their own premises next month
with the view of deliberating without the conseut
of the Excentive. No one, however, expects a resort
to such extremes. The legality of the Emperor's con-
duct in allowing six months to elapse between the
diegolution and reconvocation of the Chambers de-
pends npon a technieal quibble.

GREAT BRITAIN.
THE COTTON SUPPLY.
! Loxpoy, Thursday, Sept. 23, 1500,

The Times in an article on the cotton supply says :
Mr. Ashiworth and Mr. Bright by different metliods
arrive at the same end, namely, that nothing is
l’gn!ed but cotton. More cotton would start the
mills, dispel distress and silence the clamors against
free trade, Of this we are not sure; but we are well
aware that the prostration of industry in Lan-
chgbire demands atiention. Cotton is dear be-
eanse it is scarce. Why searce? The crop
of _tlm Southern  States  with  considerable
consignments from other points hns enormously in-
creased the snpply. If lesa cotton arrives, Liverpool
musi investigate the canse. It would be safer to say
that Lancashire suffers from loss of trade more than
from dearness and scarcity of cotton, The demand
for goods is less than it formerly was. If the Ameri-
eans would take our maunufactares as freely as we
take their crop of cotton, the industry would be
entirely ours and the supply of material theirs, It
is not improbable that the protective tarifls of other
gountries are answerabls in some degree for the de-
pression in Lancashire. It is certain that in this case
cheap cotton will not remedy the suffering.
The loss of the market is not material. Onr mana-
facturcs formerly commanded the world; they were
better and chieaper than those of other countries,
What i=s to be done now that people refuse to buy in
tho cheapest market 1 Withount free trade manufac-
turing excellence loses its value, If trade is bad in
consequence of the restrictions of other conntries,
the searcity or abundance of cotton is immaterial.
Without doubt Lancashire suffers becavse other
pountries refuse to trade freely with us. To attempt
to relieve her sufferings by vefusing to trade freely
with them wonld be absurd,

ATTEMPT TO OVERTHROW THE GOVERNMENT
OF MONAGAS—MUTINY IN THE ARMY AT
CARACCAS—DEFEAT OF THE CONSPLRACY,

Caraccas, Sept. 7.—0n the 15th of last
mouth, a desperate attempt was made by the enewles of
the Governmwent o get upa revolution in this eity. The
pourpirators, it appoars, bribed with money some 40 or 5
soldiers of Monagus's Divislon, snd it was gottled that, on
the svening of the day in question, these soldicrs should
mutioy and kil their oficera; after doing which they
should call upon their comrades to join them, and, sal-
Iying forth, seize all the exceutive meomwbers of the Gov-
ernment aud hold them Tlueu:.rnl. They faithfully carried
put the first part of thelr sgreement, aud sueceeded in
wiliug Col. Durand and the corpet-blower; bat the tring
of guns at the headanarters of San Carlos gave the alarm
all over the city, and the authorities were prumptly at
their several posts of duty—Uen, Ramirez, the com-
manding officer of the Division, wlso hasteulng to the
seeue of the clnnmrlauum-ﬂ and throwiug himself into the
midst of the riotors, heedless of Lis porsonal safety. The
destgnado Villegua imuwedintely called o weetivg of the
Ministers, to decide uimn the weasures required by the
urgeucy of the case. The prompt action of the Govern-
ment was warmly supported by the zeal of the people,
large numbers of citizens fmmediately taroing out
srined to defend the cause of law nod order, while be-
tore long people from the suburbs a boguu uring
Inte the clty to render aid 1o the  wuthorities.
Unfortunately, through a sad mistake, two detachments
of soldiers, tnarching {rom opposite directions, fired upen
sach othier, and Cul Audres, the commauder ol one of
them, was killed ou the spot. Andres was biguly es-
tecmed, und the nows of his denth exelited nmtwuplu
greatly. The wuilnovrs buving taken ight, sll of thom
anfortunately waking thcir escape, troops were sto-
woned in different parts of the clty as o measuce of pre-
eantion, but, in addition to the regular soldiers, 1,600 of
e citizens of Carnocas remained under armea the whole
night. About miduight the excltement subsided ; but to
such & piteh did it rise at one time that had any of
the well-kuown oppoucuis of the Government shown
themsclves they certaluly would have been killed by the
puraged populace, A number of these weol Lo the hotss
of Dr. Urrulia, who, to escape their fury, bad to jump
pver the wall of Lis garden and take refuge In o ueigh-
boring lionee. AR he was suflering from henrt discase,
the exciloment was Lo great for him, aud be died shortly
after. By the eveulog of tho 1oth the clty bad become

THE CUBAN REVOLUTION.

CUBAN AFFAIRS IN SPAIN,
[FROM OUR OWN CORRESPOSDENT)
MADRID, Bept. 6.—Private dispatches are received
every week from the Captain-General, giving a full
acconnt of the operatlons of the troops. Caballero
de Rodas 1s no longer confident of trinmph, but says
he will do bis utmost, sends for 10,000 soldiers, and
says that tho arming of the velunteers has been
fatal to the country. With regard to publie opinion
on the Cuban question, it should be kept in view
that there is o yonng Spain who has been abroad,
who has seen other countries, who is well elucated
and enlightened. Hence, there is a large urty in
favor of the relingnishment of the island in ex-
change for the millions offered, and a publis mani-
festation in snpport of this idea is anticipated, The
new Colonial Minister, Becerra, seems bent pn pre-
serving thisbeantiful Antilla to 8pain. To mygertain
knowledge he has sent a cnmmunication to Morales
Lemus turough a distingnished Cuban, proposing an
arrangement which will undoubtedly be rejected by
the Cubans. Me is even disposed to go to Cuba him-
sclf to negotiate & peaceable compromise with the
rebels in case of necessity, so deeply Las he taken
the matter to heart,
The popular General Amable Esealante died a fow
days ago, almost immediately after Lis retum from
Cuba. His funeral was very largely attended, and
wueh eniiosity was expressed as to certain mysteri-
ons “instruments” which were noticed oceupying a
prominent place on the coffin: they were the ingignia
of lis rank as Free Mason, and it was the fint time
that these emblems were ever publicly exhibited in
Spain, In the year 1837 seventeen persons were ¢xe-
cuted in Granada becanse suspected aof being Free
Masous. And this is hardly strange, when only uine
years ago Mataworos, Carrasco, Ruet, nnd ethers,
wore sentenced to ten years' imprisoument for the
crime of being Protestants and reading the Dible,
STATEMENT OF A RETURNED CUDAN OFFICER—A
DEFEAT AT LAS TUNAS,
NEw-ORLEANS, Sept. 10,—An ex-officer in Jardan's
Cuban army, who was disabled in service and re-
signed, and who left that General's headqnarters in
the South Bayamo District on the 15th of Angust,
and the Cuban lines on the 26th, has argived here,
and makes the following statement in regard to af-
fairs sinco the 1st of July, Larly in July about S00
Epanish troops left Las Tunas for Mariabou, a sea-
port, for supplies for the garrison, Gen, Gareip, who
wos operating in  that distriet with 800 men,
learned this fact, and made preparations to
intercept them oo their return. At Mariabou the
Spanish troops were attacked with cholera, and it
was not nutil 13 days efterward that they started
with their convoy for Las Tunas, Oun their second
day ont skirmishing commenced, and continped nn-
til within 15 miles of Las Tnuas, where they were
attacked by Garein in forco and badly defeated,
with the loss of their entire convoy; 80 killed and
wounnded, and 110 prisoners. The convoy consisted of
10 wagons and 230 stand of arma.  The Cubans lost
80 killed and wonnded. Two days after this Garein
attacked Las Tunas, whither the defeated Spaniards

THE AUSTRIAN EMPIRE.

A LETTER FROM COUNT PULSKY ON THE P'RO-
GRESS OF NUNGARY,

Prsty, Sept, 2—T owe my American friends a Jong
letter, an account of my personal experiences, us well
as of all those eirenmstnnees by which the Anstrian
Empive, breaking down at the fleld of Sadowa, and
humiliated at the peace conference st ™Nikolsburg,
was reconstructed as the Austro-Hungarian Monar-
chy, and restored to a prond position in Enropean
politics—leading the liberal movement, and becom-
ing the home of progress,

When I returned from exile, my time was taken
up by my private affuirs, My property, about 12,00
agres, at 50 miles distance from tho capital, Pesth,
was in great disorder; Inwsuits had acenmnlated
during the long confiscation, iy creditors, irregular-
Iy paid by Government, had grown impatient; there
were  still  difienlties  pending with my
former tenants; even the title to my property had
become obscured ; in fact, I had to work hard to put
everything In order. Much time was spent in renew-
ing old frieneships and acquaintances, I was re-
ceived with open arms; still I felt I had lost some-
thing of the specific Hungarian feeling: I some-
times was at variance with the ideas
of wy friends; the standard, by which
I measured political events, was different from that
of the political leaders. Many dear old fricnds had
died off, others were in differont political eamps, and
anew geueration had grown up, which knew me
only by name, I felt that I had become a stranger
in my own country, that I had still mnch to learn
before I could take part in active politics, When I
arrived at my country-seat, Szciseny, I was told in
the evening that the population of the township
were coming with a band aud torchlight procession
to greet me at my return. after 18 years' abecuce.
I went down In the eastle-yard, was received
with cheers, and one of the aldermen began
his speech : * We, your tenantry and subjects, have
come here to rejoice at the return of our Lord.” I
interrnpted him and said : ** Neighbors and friends,
you are mistaken; it was my pride and my comfort
in exile that, though I had not succeeded in the Rev-
olution of 1848, we had still succeeded in making
yon free from all fendal bondage., Iceased at that
time to be your Lord, and you ceased to be
tengnte snd subjects. The law has made uvs
all equal; you are my neighbors and friends.”
“No,” shonted they, ' we are your subjects, as we
were; it i8 o question of feeling, not of law.” Such
is the democracy in Hungary, but only in words, for
I soon found out that where our iuterests eame into
collision, our democracy readily maintained the ng-
gressive character. There was, at the time, a gen-
oral agitation in Hupgary. Parliament had been
adjonrned at Pesth as well as at Vienna before the
ontbreak of the war; everybody felt now that the
old system had been weighed and found wanting,
and that the reconstrnction of the Ew-
pire upon & more liberal basis had be-
come unavoidable. In Hungary my old friend Deak
possessed the confidence of. the great majority; be
wanted the restoration of the democratic laws of
1848 with those modifications which had become
necessary by the relations in which Hongary stands
with Austria. Ie insisted upon a national indepen-
dent parlinmentary government at Pesth, and & simi-
lar one at Vienna, the administration and legislation
remaining completely independent in each half ol
the empire; a commercial treaty, regulating their
taxes—especially the excise and the customs—upon
the same principlo—the foreign aflairs and the
army and navy remaining common to both, under s
distinet common Ministry, responsible to the dele-
gations of both Parliaments. These two delegations,
moeting alternately at Vienna and Pesth, were to
discnss and to vote the common budget, cach of
them—the Huougarian and the Aunstrian—holding
their meetings separately, with a joiat ballot,
exclusive of further disenssion, deciding any difer-
ences, which could not Le arranged in any other
way. A committee of the legislatures of both States
was to fix the proportion in which Hungury should
take part in the common expenditure, for the next
ten years, and likewiso the share of each half in the
Austrian debt—this last not as a point of jnstice, hut
of equity. These wera the principal features of
Deak’s plan. 1t was opposed on both sides. The Old
Conservatives stood at that time at the bewd ol
aftuits In Hungary: the Hungarian Cletneellor,
George Majlath, wy colleague in the Diet of 180—
who, with the most delicate u}t..—urluu o wmy
howor and feclings, had managed for me
the permission to remain in Hongary without exact-
ing from me any other pledges than that of respect-
ing the existing laws—believed that Deak's selicine
conld scarcely ba carvied ont at Vienna, and that
close nnion between Austria and Hungnry had to be
established, - His party consisted of a set of nunsu-
ally able men, of great administrative talents and
experience, but unpopular in Hougary 3 an oxeeljone
stail of officers, without an army. On the other hand,
there was Mr. Coloman Tisze and Mr, Coloman
Glivezy, who opposed Deak as yieluing too much to
Austrin; they wanted ouly a pessonal  finion
between Aunstrin and Hungary, with a divided
army, complete financial and commercial indepen-
denvo ns to common affuirs; the forcign affnire
rempining in this way rather uncontrolled in
the Tmperial Cabinet, while the will of the sovereign
was to decide it the new Parliaments were at vari-
ance. Beust, the newly imported Minister of For-
cign Affairs—he hails from Saxony—saw at ence that
the empire could not be reconstrueted by half meas-
ures; Huugary was to be contented ; he therefore
entered into negotiations with Dealk, and I must ae-
kuowledge that the old Conservatives gave the
game up with dignity and patriotism; they vallied
soon around Deak. Parliament met again, and
Deak's groat compromise was carried by a large
majority against the siifi opposition of the Lest, for
that is the name of the Tisze-Ghyezy pavtys the Kight
(Deak party) snceeeded. In February, 1567, Count
Andrassy, once likewise an exile, was intrusted
with forming a Parliamentary Ministry—for Deak
was becoming old and of failing health, aud would
not under any cireumstances accept the Premiersh ip.
In Jupe Francis Joseph was erowned, and took the
oath to maintain the Constitution, on the great place
of the Town Hall at Pesth, in presence of the cheer-
ing multitude. A general amnesty was pubhshed
on the following day ; but long before the publication
the exiles had flocked back to Hungary, some with a
passport. others withont it; nobody disturbed them.
Most of them at once joined Deak and the new Gov-
ernment ; a fow, sonred by their long sutferipes, went
with the Left; but, in general, we can say that the
compromise was hailed by the nation with vapture;
everybody was hiappy that the long eppression had
consed, that Hungary was at lust again for the Hun-
gavians, that affairs were eonducted by a neional
Government, controlled by a national Parlisment.
But there were two men of genius in Europe, who
could not like the chignge in the fortunes of Austriu;
their plaus were marred by the hearty recoutiliation
between Hungary and her King: Bismarck at Berlin,
and Kossuth at Tugin, The latter had remained
silent throughont the long mouths of the discussion
of she compromise; his name was, and isstill, a power
i Hungary; the intluence of s word is yet
always mighty with the lower classes ; still he gave
po sdvice nor inteefered m avy way with Deak’s
endeavors at recoustiuetion, neither in foreign nor
in Hungarian papers; but suddenly, o few days be-
fore the insmrrection, when the work was nchieved,
Deak received @ private letter from om. It was
written in bis well-known clognent style, bitter be-
yvond weasure, aceusing usall of having betrayed
the conntry. On the following doy the letter ap-
peared i the opposition papers, and was read by
thousands in the stiects, although the crowd flocked
