The man who was shot was ahou
twenty rouds off, and when witness heard him holleriog
e was saying, * Die, You son of & h—"h; you've &ot to
die;” witness went to help tuke up the man who was
shot: bis eyes were open, but e was dead; had never
woon the decensni betore : ho did not see anybody stylke
thie momer, who was talking in @ joud tone of voloe,
“kind of fawing:” prisoner did not appear to be at all
under the iufi@ence of liguor; prisoner eatled for bie pla-
tol before the wan 1o the red shirt ran away; witness
bad beon told that his name was Bradahaw ; Fitzpatrick
diod right away;: was cold when witness took bim up:
did not know where the pistol came ow, and did vot
soe sy ono bangd it to him.

Cross-examined : His honse was about thirty rods from
Drake's: tho disturbance took place between § and 10
o'clock on Sundsy wurning; he first saw the man called
Bradaliaw, and then a smuallish colored wun went up to
him and gail, * If anybody threatened to strike Frank
Drake he'd strike buck sgain; al that time Drake was
woross the strect stunding with some colored. men; in
sbout two or three minutes he heard Drake eall for his

istol: was 10t able to say who gavo it to him; saw

rake's wife there, but did not see her bring the pisiol
out of the honse; did not hear anything sald about a
koife: nelther Brudshaw nor Fitzpatrick had a coat on;
ncont was afterward found and put on Fitzpatrick;
Bradshaw bad his cous banging over his arm; Fitzpat-
rick was standing ¢lose in front of Drake wheun the platol
was called for; eould not toll what was said, because they
wore all talking together,

Matthew Newton testified as follows: T lve in Flat-
burl; I know Francis Droke; was rnnalnx his house on
the Sunday mormiug i question; 1 heard a poise and
want there ; before I got there the man was shot; when
1 was about half u block off T saw six mon cows out of
Frank's yard and go stralght noross the street out on to
tho open lat; I was sbout 50 feet from Frouk when he
fired the shot; T saw the wan fall; he was abont six feet
from Frauk when he foll ; 1 did not hear auy of the par-
ties sny suything ; two other men were stunding near the
man whoe was shot; I saw Bradshaw ran away: some
colored fellows hit bim three tiwes with a club, and thew
he ran away ; 1 saw Drake go across the ro 1
with the others: they walked very fnst; the shooting
took pll-l:l-alnl;h short distance from Frauk's goate; the
first thing { saw when they got to the vacant lot was the
colorod wun striking Bradsliaw with a club, and Brad-
whaw ran nway; 1 saw a colored woman there, but donot
kuow whu sbe was: 1 do not know Fraok's wife.

Cross-exnmined : There were two men nawed Moore
with the crowd when they came out of the gute; Frank
came along, too, and his wife, nt lenst tiiere was a colored
wowman there; Bradshaw and Flizpatrick were with them
and soolored man unmed Watts; there wis some pretty
loud talk; I was about ity fect offi the clubbivg Was
done before the pistol was fired; 1 don't know the man
who struck Eradsinw: I dld not see any stoues thrown;
| anw one colored feliow with a club; Bradshaw had
a aliirt ou; Fitzpatrick had nefther but vor cout on; 1
did not see nuy oue strike Frank Droke or throw Wim
down-or throw dirt iu his eyes; 1 did wot bear soy one
call for a kuife or & pistol,

The defense put several witnesses on the stand to prove
that the Srlmlmr'a life had been threatened at diflerent
times, and that at the thue of the shooting decessed was
nbout to throw u stone ot lim, The evidence Is yll in on
both sides, aud counsel will sum up to-day.
