TiE PRESS AND THE PEOPLE—THE EMPRESS'S
UNPUOPULARITY.
[FROM OUR OWN COKLESPONDENT.]

Paris, Oct. 7.—Things of strange andacity are
now said daily in the Paris journals. I do
uos mwean, of course, in the Conslitutionnel, the
Pays, the Patrie, or that langhable little non-
antity, the Jowrnal Ufficiel, papers the solo end
and aim of whose being is, to lick absurd pomp,
and erook the preguant hinges of theiwr knees where
thrift may follow fawuning but in temperate jour-
vale, edited by men who have a real publie goed in
view, things are daily said that Louis Napoleon has
not, for these many years that be has basked in the
san of fluttery and uncontrolled personal power,
hean aceustomed to bear said with impamity.  What,
then, do you think most be said in the newspapers
rontrolled by the irreconcilables; where the Hugoes,
!l three, with Rochefart, Angnste Vacquerie, and the
rest of that band of clear-headed, keen-witted, fear-
less haters of despotism and despots everywhere,
but hating, most of all, with violent. personal
Qiatred, the man who embodies the despotism that
keeps its hecl on the heart 6f France—where such
men 58 these do all the writing and thinking, what
sort of things, de you think, must be said? Hut,
wild as some of this writing is, and a little too fond
of wasting their streneth on trifles as some of the
writers in these jonrnals nre, there is, to an Ameri-
ean, nothing to justify the scornful way in which a
few of the leading English journals speak of them.
For instance, the Rappel, the other day, spoke of
Eugenie as “Madame Bovaparte,” aud afterwarnd
allnded to her as “ la ferrme de Napoleon 111" 1, for
my part, canuot see what there is so monstrous in
this that The London 1imes and Standard, and the
French papers that limp after these sugust journal-
istic Turveydrops, trying in vain to imitate their
wajesty, shonld be so angry at. Fimst, let them re-
member how English newspapers, withont number,
aseid to speak abont the good, the blameless Prince
Albert, aud then let them ask who is Eugenie that
she should be spared. She has no right to immunity,
even as & woman, for sle coutinnally obtrudes her-
self and her opinmons iute public notwee, and 18
doubly unpepuliar, both as being Spanish and as
being, it is generally believed, at the bottom of much
of the petty despotism of Louis Napoleon's reign.
Then, ber attempts to nnite the characters of a relig-
1ons devotee—a book s actually to be sean in the
shop windows called “The Empress as n Sister of
Charity !"—with that of leafr of fashion exvite
unly ridicule. 'We read in oue paragraph of her buy-
ing the most expensive of costumes from Worth—the
wan-milliner, the meost expensive williner, man or
woman, in the world—by (e dozen, and in the next
that, on her journeys, she has no sooner reached any
town thao she goes at ouce to the church and hears
mass, and then to the hospital, or -the #cene of the
tatest nccident, wherg ehe gives away small sums of
wowvey with ostentation, taking care that her left
hand ahall read in the nexi day's newspapers all that
her right hand doeth.

Of course, the Rocheforts and fingos are in cesta-
cies of delight over the convocation blunder, At first,
Mundering Governmont, aud it is not to be denied
that, being pow thiice armed in baving a quarrel
admitted on all hands to be just, the vigor with
which they are pushing the cuemy to the wall,
t# frighteming & good wany tiwid people.

But who that bas American Blood in his veins can
doubt any moro that it is better to die all at oneo
than to live the political life that is the only one poy-
sible in Paris to-day T What other people is thers on
ecarth & match for these Parisians in learning, in art,
in the economies of the material life, in all that
makes what we call civilization? And, with all this,
what other people is a mateh for them in downright

THE CASE OF BUTTERFIELD—THE INVESTIGA-
TIONS TO DR CONTINU THE POSTMAS-
TER-GENERAL'S REPORT—INCREASED REV-
ENUE RECEIPTS—JUDGE DENT BTILL CON-
FIDENT OF ELECTION,

There & a ramor, to-nlght, that the resignation of Gen.
Butterfleld ns Assistaut Treasurer at New-York will vot
be secepted for the present, but that be will be retained
pending Investigations, which, it 1 sald, are still fuxisted
upou by the Goverument. It s wot lmprobahle, bow-
ever, that the delay in accepting his resiguation la ocea-
sloned by the abser.ce of the President,

The reports of tho Burean officers of the Post-Office De-
partment are pearly completed, and the Postmaster-
Generul's report 18 also well under way. The finaucial
condition of the Department Ia very favorable, sud the
reforus have been on o very économival sud exteusivo
seale. A small deficleney ouly will be shown by Mr,
Creaswell In hiis report, and there would net have beou
any had the first part of the flscal year Deen as econoui-
lenlly managed ns the latter. Since the refirement of
Mr. Randall the reforms have been steadily carried out,
and the expenses cut down to the lowest figure. On June
90, 1569, the end of the fiscal year, there ware 8,004 con-
tractors for carrylug the malls, and thore ware 6,487 mull
rontes In operation. The sggregute length of Lo ruutes
14 22,573 wiles, and the aggregate annaoal transportation
90,720,403 miles. The aggregate annual cost of transpors-
ing the wails during the time stated was §10,406,601, but
including compensation of raliway and post-office elerks,
route agents, local agents, muil wesseugers, &e., which
wis §1,975,207, the aggregate annual cost waw §11,681.728,
Duriug the year, 6,503 miles were added to the mall ser-
vlee. There wus an inorcase of transportation from 1568
to 1809 of 6,499,078 miles, which cost 8140455, to which
should be ndded the Inercased cost for rallway, postal
clerks, and other agents, $160,504, makliog an aggregute
cost of $209,949. These figures do not Inclade services of
special officers; this service I8 self sustaining. Mr. Cress-
well will tuke the ground that the Post-Office Lepart-
ment onght to be made self-supporting, and that with
necessary legistation, which he will recommend, be be-
lieves the reeelpts will be sufliclent to carry on the De-
partment. He will, therefore, an one important featnre
of reform, recommend the abolition of the frunklug
privilege, or, It that)cannot bo effected, then w
lurge abatement of its privileges. He will show how
much gentaitons aud bulky matter s transported fres of
charge, and the loss to theservice which thls transportation
entalls, and mavy fucts and statistics in sapport of his rec-
ommendation. Under the present laws, the Post-Oftice
Departinent hiaa to transport, withont remuveration, the
mails of all the departments here, which is bat lttle lesa
onerous than the mails of Congress. Mr. Cresswell, in
order to make his departinent as near self-sustaining as
porsible, will recommend that each department puy its
own postage eut of its own rescurces, The Postmaster-
General will also ask certaln reforma In the matter of ad-
vertisiog, and-will request that amendments be wserted
to prevent improper construction of the lnwa in favor of
newspapers, One case. lo poiut is alted In the
report of oue of the bureaus, as follows:
In the quarter ending March 81, 1869, the
expense of advertising exhibits & large ivereuse. The
Ohroniele, Star, and Republi newspap pressited
accounts for advertising wall lettings In various States,
which they had copled in their papers—clalming their
right to do so under acts of C sa, and ting to
#4,008,429, The case was submitted to the Attorney-Gen-
eral, and, under his opinlon, the clals were paid. The
Postmaster-General will also recommend the abolition
of the letter-box delivery system, preferring that all muil
matter be delivered by earriers, or through the general
Jelivery, He ls also in favor of reducing the rute
eharged on registered letters—the present rate being so
high that but few persons have made nse of the privilege,
He will probably recowmend that the rate on registered
letters be reduced to alx centa,

The Interual Revenue receipts for this manth, up to
date, amount to §10,308,000. 1t is estimated that the total
for this mouth will reach $12,000,000, which is mnearly
$2,000,000 more than the correspouding wonth last year.

There 18 a8 yet no indication of a positive character that
Hecretary Boutwell will continue the purchase of bonds
and sales of gold pext month {n the same proportion as
during the present month, but it is belleved he will di-
roct the sales and purchases to continue without ehaovge
until the meeting of Congress,

A letter from Judge Dent speaksin the most encour-
acing manuer of the progress of the canvass 1n Missin-
sippl, and of the prospects of bis election as Governor.
He asyn that Radlcal papers iu tho Btate bave
taken down the name of Alcorn, and will hereafter sup-
port him. The fact that the Judge voted agninat a
clause in favor of Slavery in the Constitutional Conven-
tion in Californig, his friends say, will bave the effect of
bringine to his support & lurge colored vote,

The Secretary of the Navy has begun s series of
ehenges among the employés jof the several navy-yards
of the country, which will meet the approval of Repub-
lcaus generally.

Great interest is felt here In regard to the coming elec-
tlon in New-York, Tho Viee-President of the New-York
Republioan Assoation, Mr. Lake, has alroady disposed
of about 500 tickets to Now-York voters resident bere, 50
of them being Government printers.

At a moeting of the New-Jersey Repnblican Assoela-
tion last night, some excl nt was loned when
upon calling the roll of clerks in the Depariments
eredited to that State, it was ascertained that » large
pumber borne upoun the Blue Hook as from Jersey had
never beon residents of the State, and some of them had
pever even been tnit.  This was viewed as a fraud apon
the State, and the Executive Committeo was sccordingly
directod to take stepa to rectify the matter. A large
number of the clerks thus credited are from Btates whose
quotas were fllled, and who could not therefors have ob-
