THE EMPHESS EUGENIE IN CONSTANTINOPLE,
CONSTANTINOFLE, Oct. 15—It was o Dbeautiful
slght when the Empress’s yacht, along with twenty
steamors, came to-day into the Bosphorug, which was
almost literally coversd with caiques. The Empress
was on deck with half a dozen other ladies all the
time. In about ten minutes the Saltan, who had
been waiting her arrival at the palace, came out to
ber yacht in one of the most maguilicent of boats,
manned by 20 men, with a gorgeous throne aud can-
opy at the stern. After some diffienlty in getting
alongeide the yucht, the Sultan rushed up the stairs
with no little empressement.  She met him at the top
with a cordial greeting, but did not kiss him,
remembering, perhaps, her own feclings when she
saw Napoleon kiss Queeu Victoria. They then fell
back and looked at each other n moment, As they
could not talk they did the next best thing; they
bowed at each other, and then the Empress went
down into the Sultan’s boat. He followed immedi-
ately, and they sat  side Dby side. She
wore & plain high-necked dress of straw-colorod
satin, with & trail two yards long, and a bounet of
the same color. The current in frout of the palace
i verystrong. Five hundred caiques snd twenty-
five steamers crowded with people were jummed
together in horrible confusion, and I ean bardly un-
derstand now how we all got out of it without loss
of life. The Bultan, on laading, condncted the Em-
press to her apartments and left her to rest there for
some minutes. He then presented to her all the
Ministers of the Sulilime Porte and the functionaries
of the palace, auwd hastened seross to his official
pulace at Dolma Baghdie. whither the Empress fol-
lowed bim iuaboat an hoar, to pay her respects to
dhe Valide Sultann (Sultaps wother). This old
woman is, by uoallerable custom, supreme within
the palace, and she does wot at wll approve of the way
in which the Saltan s disgracing Limself with this
bold-fuced infidel woman, She has thrown every
possille obstacle in her way, and made herself just
o5 disngreeable as she dared. She conld not refuse
10 gee hor to<day, bob she overturued the arrange-
ments of the Sultan by refasing to receive the Em-
press with Mostapha Pasha’s danghter as lady in
waiting and interpreter. Sbe said sbe would teach
Mussulmnn girls not to learn intidel lavguages and
not to sssdne infidel costoms,  The visit of the Ew-
press to ber was sbhort and formal, sud she passod
out of the hurem mto the apartments of the Sultan
to ditie with him iv state. No donbt the Valide Sul
tana grotnd her teeth  with rage, aad vo donbt sbe
will rate the Saltan for his indecent violution of all
propriety. bet the deed is doue, and whe will rave in
vain. A shameless female giaour has gove where
even the Sultau's mother was never permiteed to go.
This shows mwore real plack ou the part of the Sultan
than you can well reatize, Tharsday, Engene recetved
tne diplomatic corps at Beylerbey. In convemation
with Mr. Morris, oor Minister Resident, the Empres
declared that thewe was nothing which she more de-
siredl than to visit Aserica—that she was only waiting
forsowe pretext for going, which she hoped would be
found before long. ®he conversed with all the ladies
in their own languages.
