THE SHERIFF OF KINGS COUNTY S8UED FOR $10,000.

Thomas Goodison Lrought snit before Justice
Barnard, In the Bupreme Court, Cirenit, of Kings County,
agalust Patrlek Campbell, 8herlfl, to recover $10,000, to

which extent he alleged ho had, in &omn and businesa,
been damaged, by belng¥illegally l\rn-ml of liberty l:{
Camupbell's deputies.  Goodison testifled that he was ac
ing s Poll Clerk, and was arrested on a charge of illegal
voling, his vote having been challenged; that the depu-
ties blackguarded blm, and wanted to kuow if he was not
ashamed to vote the ticket he did; that he wae ronghly
used and econfined in the Connty Jail for sixteen days,
thus losing his employment. For the defense, Justice
Cornwell testified tnat he was Police Juatios in 1868, knew
the plaintiff, who was brought before him the day afterthe
slection on a eharge of having voted ll]nual}r in oneof
the distriots of the Ninth Ward ; it was his duty to hold
Goodison, and ho did #o, bat fixed the ball at the lowest
possible u t, becauso he thonght him partially idiotie,
and he felt some sympathy for bim; in the absence of binil,
he was nltimately obliged to commit him to jail. A mo-
tion to dlsmiss wns made, on the ground that the nrrest
was for good and substantial reasous, and that all future
prw-cdﬁa s wore conducted strictly in accordance with
the law. ?‘lalum‘r'n connsel opposed the motion, on the
ground that the statute polnted out the mathod by which
pergons ought to be proceeded against in such cases, aud
thit no arrest shonld be made without complaint in the
first instanee to the Distriet-Attorney. Jodeo Barnard
overraled this procecding, nud directed the jury to bring
in & nou-snit.
