1961, it foll ngain in 1861 to 65,539, and in 1802 1o

York incroased over that of 154 by mare than 10,000,
in which lust-meationed year it bad already resched
the large number of 106,716 souls. Jts ranks were
swolled in 1867 in_cousequence of the emigration of
men liable %o military service from the new prov-
inces annexed to Prussia o 1566, anid of families
which were dissatisfied with the new order of things,
Hunover contributed the largest share to this kind
of emigration. In 1888, the tide subsided again, as
people begun to become recongiled to the sudden
change, .

1n the last eentury, and, measnrably, thronghout the

first quarter of this, the pmmigration to this conntry,
being lurgely mads up of “ redemptioners.” added lit-
tle to ournational wealth beyvond the valne embodied
in their stout and willing arins, Sinee then, however,
their avernge pecuniary condition has steadily im-
proved, until Mr., Kapp's estimate—founded on much
observation and iutimate knowledge—malkes the
averngo valne of the property they bring with them
$150 por heud, whieh, if they number 250,08 per au-
num, gives an addition to our national wealth of
£27,500,000 from this sonrce. Of this aggregate, prob-
ably £30,000,000 comes in the form of money, or of
ills of exchange, which subserve the same end in re-
dneing the heavy balance of trade ngainst us,

Nor is this all. The official returns clearly indicate
an improvewent in the industrial capacity of our im-
migration. In the four years 1857-'%0 inclusive, the
pumber of immigrants reported as Mechanics was
but 50.104; while for the four years 1865-'68, the
nmmber 8o reported was §7,421—gh increass which 1
am confident would not have been shown had not
the former been an era of relative Free Trade, while
the latter was one of Protection.

—Innmigration 15 not an nnmixed good. Very much
depends on its quality. Said stont, sensible, prac-
tieal Capt. John Smith, writing home to the London
Company which had employed Lim to found the
Colony of Virginin, from amidst the unpromising
material with which they had supplied him, * When
yon send agaiu, 1 entreat you rather tosend but
thirty carponters, husbandmen, gardeners, fisher-
men, blacksmiths, masons, and digeers-op of trees'-
roots, well provided. than a thonsand of such as we
have.” A good many colonizers and founders of
states have preferred similar requests, though
seldom  with equally pressing Teasons for
w0 doing. If all the thieves and harlots,
blacklews and beggars, of Europe, were to profer
us assurances of their distinguished consideration,
proposing to honor vs with the light of their conute-
nunces on and after the opening of the next Spring,
we shonld doubtless advise them of our ability and
willinguess to spare them that proof of their affec-
tion. Their coming would add largely to eur nnm-
bors, but nothing st all to our strength, our worth,
or otir hppiness. Hounoe, wo have always repelled as
gilding insult to injury every detected attempt of
German  princelings or Delgian mnnpicipalities to
saddle us with the care and sabsistence of their erim-
inals, vagrants, or panpers. Doubtless, thess have,

_through collusion with sea-captains, been thrown

apon our charity by thonsands without eliciting
evon n remonstrance; but that was because the
wrong wis committed so adroitly as to escape detec-
tion : whenever wo have learned that a European
prison or poor-honse had been emptied on our shores,
avo have resonted it as a dastardly outrage. And, on
tlie other hand, we have welcomed every immigrant,
po matter liow poor nnd illiterate, who brings hither
an houest heart and two brown hands, as a posi-
tive aud valued sequisition, Though he have less
than a sovereign or napoleon in his pocket, if he
steps ashore able amd willing to wield the spade and
the pick-ax, he is prized as an accession to our
strongth wid onr wealth,

And, while astont diteher or eollier is justly tlus
valued, o thoronghly skillful and capable engineer or
artificer is a &till more precions acquisition. In
wiuning Amssiz from Europe, we obtained an nac-
quisition of greater value than twenty day-lahorers;
could we at the same time have won Liebig likewise,
wi shonld liave justly been more proud of our ac-
quisition than though it had been another Alaska or
St. Thomas. Had it pleased God to send us Watt
and Arkwright and George Stephenson in their
carly manhood, the gift would bave been worth
guore 1o us than Canada or Mexico,

Now, one inevitable consequence of the estallish-
ment of Mauufactures on our soil has been the
attraction to our shores of a higher order of indns-
trial ability (or facully, to use a good old word in its
wholesome Yankee siguificance) than we formerly
did or could otherwise hope to do. We could not
cxpeet to draw men of high capacity hithor until we
could profier them congenial and remunerative em-
ploynmient. A Roebling or an Elias Howo is even less
likely to be attrscted to citizenship in Paraguay or
Abyssinin than to be developed from among ber
indigenous population, If we had been content
with Agriculture as a National pursnit, we should no
more liave drawn hither the better class of European
artisans than developed the inventive and higher
industrinl powers of our native-born population. As
it is, while wo bave on the one hand enriched the
world by ounr great inventions, we have eunriched
ourselves by putting to use among ns the great
inventions simultancously prodneed on foreign soil.

When Louis XIV,, misnamed the Great, revoked
the edict of Nantz, whereby Henry IV, had gunaran-
teed religions liberty to all Frenchmen of whatever
communion—when Louis set ou Lis *booted apostles”
1o hinnt the Protestants out of France or ont of the
world—he did not realize that he was driving away
the most precious wealth of his kingdom. It was
not the mere loss of a million and a half of her people
that thus erippled and impoverished France; it was
the fuot that these were in large measure manufac-
turers and artisans, the most intelligent, ingenious,
and skillfal of ber poople. They carried with them,
into their enforced exile, arts which their native
land, so unworthy of them, could hardiy spare ; they
bore awsy to Germany, Hollaud, Great Britain,
indostrial devices and processes, the loas of which
France still mourns. Her marvelous genius, Palissy,
who lived to exalt by bis achievements Pottery from
its former low estate into one of the rarest and lofti-
est of the useful arts, was nearly lost to her by this
stupid, brutal despotism, which failed to sec in
persecution for conscience’ sake the invasion of a
most sacred and inestimable right—a right essential
not only to moral and intelleotual health and growth,

bt even to the physical and social well-being of civ-
flized man,

For tho last few years, the champions of Free
Trade bave nsserted and attempted to demonstrate
an actual superiority in the essential recomponse

and social condition of the Laboring Class of Great
PBritain over that of their brethren in this country,
Statistics in sbundance have been produced aud
ligures manipulated with the intent of proving that
» working man's wages in England will prooure him
better food, clothing and shelter, thau the wages of
his American connterpart will buy in this country.
* You can do anything with bayonets but sit op
“‘them,” says a pithy apothegm ; and so you may do
gnything with statistics but overbear the most pal-
pable, indisputable facts. The undeniable trath that
one hundred persons  migrate kither from the British
isles and colonies to improve their condition by
their own industry, for every one who, with like in-
tent, migrates hence to those isles, brusties away the
cobwebs of sophistry and places the truth beyond
sontradiction,

Vast as has been the volume of migration to this
zonutry for the last quarter of a centnry, it has mani-
festly not yet reached its maxumum. The building
of one Paeific Railroad through the heart of our
country, soon to be followed by others, facilitates and
invites an imwense and rapid expansion of our
Mining and’ the subwidiary pumsuits, thus opening
new and eager markets for the products of the farm,
the workshop, and the fuctory. The valloys of the
streans issuing from eitber flank of the Rocky
Mh’“’-‘ but more especially ou this side, are
rapidly illing wp with hendssion snd fimers, who

Tmu! more elevated crests and ridges, a market for

nearly evory edible they ean produce. Recent dis-
coveries of boundless coal-fields in Utal, among the
“ Black Hills” of Wyoming, beneath tho valleys and
plains of Colorado, with an abundance of the ores of
Iron and all the baser Metals, presage au early eree-
tion of furnnees and works for the relduction of
various ores throughout the rugged interior of our
continent. Cotton is now grown with profit insonth-
ern Utaly; the young vineyards of New-Mexieco promise
early and mnple harvests ; while exploration south-
ward frow Salt Lake and White Pine indicate less
sterility and far greater natural wealth throughont
the wild regions tributary to the great Colorado
than have hitherto been accorded themw.  In spite of
many failures and disappointmenta, our production
of Gold and Silver must be far ampler ten years
henoce than it has ever vet been. FPerhaps no sach
enormons deposits of Gold already mined by rivers
and ruunels, working silently sud unobservedly
thronghout so many past ages, ns dazzled the vision
of our Califoruia pioneers, will ever again be un-
earthed ; for I know no other rogion whose streams,
plunging swiftly down the steep face of a
high mountsin-range, have worn such deep gorges
and concentrated their heavier minerals in such
narrow sand-beds; but barely n fraction of the
precions metals imbedded in the primitive rocks of
our Pacific slope has yet been extracted, while
enough remains undisturbed to pay the public debts
of all nations without aseusible diminution of its vol-
ume. Illimitable is the demand for Labor to de-
velop this measurcless wealth; and every man actu-
ally engaged in Mining requires the services of sove-
al other men as produncers of Machinery, of Food, of
Fabries, to sustain him at his work and give
efficiency to his efforts. Vainly do we look to
Europe to purchase and consnme our snrplus
Food: her markets are inevitably eapricions and her
prices unremunerative: but, with our Railroads tra-
versing Arizona, Montana, Idaho, our Mines fully
opened and worked, onr Maunfactories supplying
our own ever-expanding wants, and our People
uniting, hand in hand and eye to eye, to sustain
every Home interest and develop every Home re-
source, n now era in National growth will be opened,
and our Immigration in the future wholly eclipse
and belittle the grandest realizations of the past,

Bimilar
laws with reference to refunding duties paid on Imported
gooda when exported agaln in the original packages, or
on raw materials manufactured for foreign markets,
have been in operation for 70 years, but the frauds now
under investigition have not been committed in this
Tarl! Drawback Buresu, which has always been lonestly
administered, butin the Drawbsck Bureau of the Interusl
Revenne Department, whilch Burean censed to exist In
June, 1968, To obtamn tho payment of drawback clalms
through this now happily extinet Burcau, it wan neces
sary to obtuln three documents, a tax ecrtiflcate from
an Internal Revenue Collector ahowing that the tax
had been pald on the goods to be exported, an aMdavit
from the exporter himsel, and an export eertificate from
the Costom-Houss. These docnments went to the Audl-
tor's offiee at Washington, and thence to the United
Btates Treasury, where the claim was paid. When Wil
lam B, Whimster, an adventurer from tho ofl reglons of
FPennsylvanis, conecived 1o the Fali of 1566 the llea of
swindling the Government by means of fraudulent draw-
backs, he and bis confederates found no trouble o ob-
taining as many certificates asthey peoded from the varl

ons Internal Revenus oMoers in that Btate, nor did the
giving of these tnply the loast eriminality on the part of
tho oolloctors, who had no reason to doubt that the nppli-
caut for the cortificate really luterded to export the
goods in question. Nor did the aflilavita require any-
thing save a ljthe safe and fndicious periury before o
eonvenient notary who frequently drew thew up and
then affized s fétitious signature bimself, bat the ex-
port certitientos prosented o serions dificulty, for it was
