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PRESBYTERIAN REUNION.

YHE CLOSING CEREMONIES—GOLD QUOTATIUN!
IN THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH—THE UNION
IN THE STHEET—THE JUBILEE MEETING.

Pirrssunci, Nov. 12.—Presbyterian Reunion
15 at last accomplished! The *standards” aud the
“ basls,” about whicl the world have heard so much for
the last three aud o balf years, have at last been agree
ubly decided upon and adopted by the * high contracting
parties,” and the reprosentatives of Old Schiovl and New
Bchool have et together and very nearly kissed each
other In the street,  This time thero has bosn Do reserva-
tion, no hesitation; everything bas procecded with the
regularity of elock-work, and the corialuty of sunrise.
The two assemblics flajshed ap their business—which, tn.
deed, bind only been enongh tu all to save BPPEATADCEs—=
and took recess until this morning.  Thoy beld o lazge
and enthusiastle popular meoting, iu behalf of home
misaong, last evenlng, glving the best speakers from hoth
sides. At 8 o'clock this morning the two hodies convened
for the last titse, each iu jts own place, and gealonsly en-
deavored to keep up & semblance of business until the
preseribed hoor (10 o'clock), when, after aunouncemnents
of the exact wode of the operations n the union move-
ment, Moderator Fowler announced the following New
Bohool Commwittees in the Reunlon, after which the as-
semblios adjonrned :

D.D. of Bound Brook, N. J.—one of the mest companion.
ablo and Lumorous of wen—u grandson of that Dr, Rod-

gers who was Moderator of the Plrst teneral Assembly
of Ameriean Presbyterlans in 1789, In the New Sohool
the motion was made by the Rev, William  Adams, D.D.,
Pastor of Muadison-sgquare Church in New-York oity,
Chmirman of the Jolnt Committes of 1866-128, and also of
the luter one. The Moderators dissolved their respective ,
Asseniblles in the following regular form, after putling
the motlon :

“ By virtus of the anthority invested in me, T do now
proucunee this Assembly dissolved, aud  do roquire that
i new Assembly, coustitntod in lke manuer, assemble on
the third esdny of May, 1870, in the First Presby-
terlan Chiieeh in the eity of Philadelphia.”

The procession of the New School Asssmbly to the 014

Behool Chiurel wus then commenced, The Third Chureh
was completely cleared of all persons, and the doors
lockod, to be reopened ahiortly before the return of all for
the cilwission of ladies to the side seats and the organ-
gallery over the pulpit, sud of fmembers of the press to
thelr positions.  Mesnwhile the Old School Commission-
cra, headed by their Moderator, Prof. Jacobus, and their
clerks, Des. MeGall, Bchenck, aud Resgers, had marched
out of the First Chureh to the sidewalk in front, and were
awmting tnelr New School brethren, The Marshals of
the occaston were Major-Gen. J. K. Moorhesd and
Col. Willlmm A. Herron of Pittsborgh, aod Mr,
George H. Etwart of Philadelphia. Moderator
Fowler and the (Clerks, Drs. Huotfleld and Butler,
Dr. Howard and Mr. Moore, headed the procession
from the Third Church, down Bixtb-ave. tu Wood-st.

Upon the XNicolson pavement in froot of the First
Church, in Wood-st,, the two Assemblies came to face

each other, an lmmense multitude, meanwhile, looking
futently on from every avallable window or standing
place. At the sigual of Gen. Moorhead, the Moderators
advanced and shook hands; the action was repeated
aloug the whole llue; and the two long-divided branches
of the Presbyterian Charch In Amerioa became, Indeed,
visibly one.
teturuing to the Third Church {selected becanse it was
eapable of accommodating the largest andience of any
building in the city), the representatives of the Umted
Choveh entered, while n seleet cholr of male voices led
the ladles, already assembled, in the by mn,
* Bluw ve, the trumpet blow."

The charch was speedily crowded, probablycontaluing
not far fromw 3,000 poople,  Nearly one-half the Commis-
sloners were seated on the stage, the remainder ocoupying
the sents immedintely in front of the desk. The Moders-
tors presided together, their elerks sitting alternately to-
gether on cither side.  Just before the services began, &
venerable clergymwan, supporting himself on o staff, was
given n place of honor near the Moderators. Thils was the
Bev. Dr. Elllott, who was the Moderator (of the General
Assewbly of 153%) who refused to recelve the commisslons
of the New-School men from the five exscinded Bynods,
He was welcowed vory heartily. After prayer by the
Rev. Prof. C. C. Beatty, D. D, of Steabenville, 0. (Chalr-
man of the O. 8, portion of the Joint Committes of 1806~
1548, Moderator Fowler read passages of Beripture
suited to the vecasion. After this, speeches consumed
the time until the adjournment, at 2 o'cloogk. On motion
of the Rev. G 8 Plumley, a dispateh was ordered to be
sent (by Messrs, George H. Stuart, John Hall, D. D., and
Willlam E. Dodge) to Inform the Presbyterlans of Great
HEritaln and Irelaud offtbe reuulon of thelr brethren in
Awerica.

Moderator Fowler's address waa sabstantially as fal-
lows: Weo cau break into pleces the solid rock, but who
can gather together the fragments 1 Of the many Aivi-
slons In the Church, how many renulons have there been 1
But think whst & unanimity there hasbeen iu this! Of a
bundred und twenty Presbytenes in one branch, all have
approved the proposal ; and of a hundred and forty of the
other, all bat three. And in how speedy o time has this
been sccomplisied—hardly hoped for ten years ago. Just
before starting from my home, I took leave of a brother,
o missionary, who brought me s letter from suother, a
Presbyterian, lu Ceylon, This letter proposed again with
eagerness the plan suggested by Dr. Musgrave at our May
meeting, to ralse s large thank-ufferivg in the wissionary
cause ; and here I have to-day reduced from gold to cur-
rency a sum of money which he offers in hope that It may
be the mustard-seed from which the whole way begin,

Modorator Jucobus sald: At this happy occasion, we
may hopo that the Lord Jesos, our Mead and Kiog,
officlates as at o weddiog ; and, therefore, I ask now, * 1
there be any who know of any reason why these two
should not now be ove, let bim speak, or forever hold his
peace.” And I ask you (turning to Dr. Fliott), I nsk you,
Bir, who were the organ aund lnstrument of that portion
of the Chiurel which I represent, at the time of the dis-
ruption, whether you know of any reason

Ex-Moderator Elliott replied, * I do uot, Sir,"” awid re-
sounding spplause.

Moderator Jacoous resumed, speaking of the union ns
that between the Alleghany and the Monoogabela, a
flowing togethier with warks of differevce, lasting for
some ilttle distance, and wore than usually noticeable
after storms have swollen each; but soon disappearing,
and becoming ove great strenm, flowing on to fertilize
and benutify the land beyond. We bave spoken of this
union Witherto us & marriage ; et us hereafter regard it

The hymu * Blest be the tle that binds," was sung, after

rticipants in the Exclsion, on the old school side, spoke.
1o sald that ns o Calvivist lw wus bound to believe that
everything was ordmined of God, and so that the sepa-
ration must hiave been.

METHODIST MISSIONARY ANNIVERSARY.
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CELEBRATION YESTERDAY—SERMON IY
BISHOP THOMSON—LOVE FEASTS AND OTHER
SERVICES,

The Missionary Society of the Methodist
Eplscopal Church Leld 1ts anuual business weeting at
the pew Methodist Publishing and Missionary Bulldings,
coruer of Brocdway aud Eloventh-st., on Thursday, Fri-
day, and Saturday of last week, und appropristed over
$200,000 to the varlons mission flelds under I1ts care.  Yes-
terday, in connection with this annlversary, over 100
missionary sermous were preached in the Methodist pal-
pits of New-York, Brooklyn, and vieinity by members of
the Doard, returned missionaries, and other eminent
winlsters, inclnding Bishops Scott and Janes, and in
many of the churches liberal collections waore taken up
in aid of the Gospel cause, In tho moruing, at the Allen-
st. Church, of which the Rev. George Lansing Taylor |8
pustor, the Rev, W, Goodfellow, D. D, Superintendont
of the South American Missions, made the opening
prayer, and Bishop Edward Thomson, LL.D., of Evans-
ton, near Clileago, preached an able and interesting ser-
mon from the text in Danlel xil., 4, * Many shall run to
and fro, and knowledge shall be Increased.” Our per.
suasion, began the speaker, that the religion of Christ

will soon become universal, rests npon the declaration of
seriptore, and needs no other foundation; still It may not
I winies to wark the slgns of the times and see bow the
providences and promises of God concnr. 1 select hut
one—the factiities of Intercommunication. Wonderful as
is the ehange in this respect, still more wonderful ehinnges
are contemplated.  Beside the grand Suez Canal soon to
be opened, the King of Greees proposes to cut throngh
the Isthipus of Coriuth, the Freuch to briug the ocean
from hiowm to Paria, and the Mediterranean to the Rhins
at the Golfe de Foz, while the Vr--[m&-l Niearagus Cansl
peamns almost inevitable, and thet through the [sthmos of
Darien l\rru‘bahlu. Still mors remarkable are the projecta
for seeking the north-wost passage by following the Gulf
Stream into the Aretio Ocenn, and for mnking an inland
sea of the Bahara by a caual 75 miles long. Turning to
the land we find rallroads penetrating and  civilizing the
interior of tha continents, so that yon must follow them
as well as tho coasts to find the great cities and tritmuphs
of mankind, The empire of HHindooism 18 spanned with
rails, The jiron horse of the Baltic will soon drink the
waters of the Casplan, and the steam of London will ba
let off in Constautinople. 1 rode behind s locomotive
iuto KEphesus, and if the Emyrns and Aldin
Rallwny carries  out {ta plans the solitude of
the whole seven Churclies of Asia may be soon wakened
into life by the whistle of the stesm-engine. The fre-
breathing horse (8 to carry the Cross through the do-
winions of the Cresccut; nor s the emplre of Boddhism
uninvaded, for the steamship passea regularly up the
const of China. By means of thess improved methods of
travel we can go as far in an hour as we formerly did inn
day, and the different citlea of & country are hecoming
like the different streets of ncity. The progress of tele-
graphy in equally steady, and the Great Eastern, which
seemed to be s mechanieal blunder, proves to be o provi-
dentinl anticipation, for she only Las tho capacity for
laying the deep-sea cables which the world demands,
With all this jperease of the fucilities of inter-comimunica.
tion we have Inercased facilitles for lmpressing one
another. Gireat was the discovery of printing, bul greater
the discovery of paper by which the wery rags of the
begear are turned nto the oracles of truth. he dally
paper 18 passing by every railroad and steamboat, into
towns and hamlets as well as eltles, and the formidable
wouthiles and quarterlies are becoming necessitics
in every respectable household. And  the news-
}mmr 18 not confloed to Christondom, bnt s golog
nto ull the world throvgh the routes of cowmerce,
diplomscy and missions. Nor ls this all, for the heathen
themselves are emmploylng it as a weans of communiea-
tion. There are 30 newspapers in the vernaeular in India,
contuning able discussions of living themes, information
of pussitg events, and extracts from current litorature,
Chrlstian missions, planted o wost of the grent couters
of the world, sre rapidly awnkening the heathen wind;
for ¢ach of them is a ceutor of Lght, not merely by ita
wrenching, but by it schools and its printing press,
oreover, there are not less than 17,00 Government
schools and colleges (o Tndia, in which the English lau-
uage and modern sclence are taught; the Kajahs aond
slinrnjubs of that mnuu?' ewploy English tutors to
tesoh their sons, und the distingaished fumliiles of Turkey
and Ll?'pt send their ehildren to Eorope, especially to
Parls, for education. What Is the result of all tbis?
Mind 18 awaking from the sleep of ages. The heathen and
Mohawmoedan priesthood sre encountoring us on every
fleld, setting preacher agninst pr her, school inst
school, nltar against altar. We oan presch nowhere
witbout hearers aod controversies, In 1884 1 bought an
nble commentury on the books of Moses, written by n
Molnmmedan, and contalning an answer to the oljec-
tious of Colenso! At Polnt de Galle I was introduced to s
Buddhist priest who had Just returned from Slam, where he
had obtained fuuds frow the Kluﬁ of that country to
asnist him fu fssuing tracts against the Christlan religion,
These were chiefly extracts from the writings of Blahop
Colenso, showing how that learned prelate was overcomes
in argument concerning the authority of the Biule by o
stupld Bulu, aud bow he recanted and turned against
the religious system he hnd vowed to defend. An able
book published 1n Biogalese on the ** Evidences of Christi-
anity,” by Mr. Goggerly, Rrovoknd these tracts, which,
in turn, were wet by Mr. Spence Hardy with a work on
the sucred books of the Buddhists, in which he carried
the war into the enemy's country, sud showed that the
assumptions  of Buddhism are self-coutradictory and
opposed to sctence, history, and reason, while, on the
other hand, the diffculties of Christianity oan be solved
to the satisfuction of every honest man. On iny return
to the island in March, 1865, 1 found at Badaguma a high
debate ln progress, under the palm trees of Ceylon,
between & dozen Christinn Misslonaries and fifty yu{Iow-
robed, eelibate, Buddhist priests, This was sttended
for days by thousauds of natives, eagerly listening to
the respective clalms of Christ and Budd, and was cer-
taluly an event of no ordiuury lmportance. A spirit of in-
mur'y and kuowledge is glmndlun all through the heatnen
worlil, Passing with Missionary MeClay up the streets
of Fuchun, some heathen Coolies said, * There goes the
Bishop. He 1s like Jesus Christ; be gocs nround the
world preaching the Gospel.” Thie certainly showed
that they had learned wno Jesus was, and also Lils errand
on eartli, While the natives ure {ulnmg u knowledge of
our religlon, which Is our strength, they are also galning
n knowledge of their own, which s their weakuess. The
aucient Brahminjoal monopoly of knowledge has been
destroyed, and now all can handle the sacred books and
test thew. In Ching snd Jupan the knowledge of the
truth in sclence nnd rellglon Is making eqmm} rapld
strides. At tue opoulog of the Buez Canal there will be 3
Congress of European and Asiatie soverslgus, aud ou the
way nud on the spot there will be collisions of wind from
which shall ﬂinparh of truth that moy kindle new fires
in ol the carth, A scoond result of thls enlightenment
18 that the false religlous of the earth are shaken. Theso
are chlely Hrabminisw, Buddhlsw, apd Mobammedsn-
wm, The fact that Tndis bus been conquered by a distant
r«gln hes had no small influence in suaking Hindoo
alth, A missionary preaching ot Denares made suck

THE DRAWBACK FRAUDS.
i —

EXAMINATION OF ROMEYN MULLIGAN—INTER-
FSTING EVIDENCE,

The drawback frauds now under investiga-
tion by Distnict-Attorney Pierrepont turnish a theme for
much specnlation, and many romors and stories of very
doubtful authentieity are In circulation concerning them
and the parties who are alleged to have been impllcated
in thelr perpetration. The first public attempt to unravel
this Gordian knot of rascality was made last Baturday
afternoon before Commissloner Osborn in the United
States Distrlet Court room on Chambers-st, District-
Attorney Plerrepont and Assistant District-Attorney
Purdy appeared on behalf of the United States, and
Judgs Quackenboss for the prisoner, Romeyn Mulligan,
I'n bils opening romarks, Judge Pierrepont sald that when
the cortifioate in this case was obtalued, the
firm of . B. Caldwell & Co, were Costom-House brokers.
The cortificate was correct and not altered, but he would
show to the Court that all the other papers necessary
under the law and the rules to be presented to the Cos-

tom-House were foread and written in the offioo of Cald-
well, wore sworn to befors himself, sigued by o pretended
exporter, a fletitious person, snd alterward attested by &
notary, beforo whom no one appeared o take the re
quired oath or to scknowledge the slgnatures, These

pers wore then sent to the Drawback Bureau of the
sustom-House; for It1s required to pass them through
that office before action s had at Washington, ‘There it
{a neeessary Lhat the head of that Burean should certify
that the gootds mentioned wero sotually shipped and ure
entered on the outward-bound munifest of the vessel
named, which manifest is on flle In the Statistical Burean
of the Custom-House. The clerk professes Lo compare
the  statewents in the n{llluuutwn for drawback
with the mauifest as to the ecarge, date of sailing,
name of the ship, and the place of destination, and
then the Chief of the Drawback Huresu puta upon
the cortificate bis fuitials, aud uuder or by the side
of thow be stalops, in red luk, the words, *Ou oute
ward manifest,” which serves for hils certifleate, The
papers then go 1o the cashier’s departont, whers i fow of
20 conta s padid for the certificate. As an evidenco of pay-
ment the cashiler writes hia initinls on the fuce of the
dopnment, whick then goes luto the hands of the Col-
lector, wlho, with all the nbove evidences of correciness
before hlm, does uot scruple to add his sgnatore, which
is genorally that of a lll-Puly, Wien he (fudge Plerre:

i) flrst began to examing (uto these cases It was per-
wetly upparent to bim that if these certifloates wers
fulse, some body in the Costom-House was connected
witlh the fraud, and that it must bave either been the
Deputy Collector, who last slgned them, or he whio eertl-
fled to thelr correctuess in the Drawback Buresu. But a
thorough search soon convineed i, aud wade it clear
that the Deputy Collector had uotbing to do with it, wnd
whethor the other person referred to (Nr. 8. T. Blateh-
ford) 18 counected with It his Honor the Comnlssionoer
will now have to Investigate and declde, After the
apers have, ln this way, passed through the Custom-
Touse they are sent  to Washington the
Internal Mevenue Durean; are asgaln examined,
trausferred from there to the Fifth Audiwi’s oflice, uu-
dergo another luspection, when finally the warraut
ihsiies, the draft 1sdrawn for the muoney, which, when
indorsed atd presented, 18 pald.  As there woere s groat
pumber of these false clialius, It Wis necessary to acatter
the names of the exporters over o groat many ; it could
not have been done in the nawme of oue firm, for that
would have rulsed susplelvn at ence,  Hence tiere were
a lirge number of persous o the consplracy, all of whom
are known, Warranta have been issted for thelr appre-
Lienston, pud wost of them have beeu arrested. he
mandn question o the case was whether the papers on
wlsieh the drawback money was obtalned were correel
or fraudulent. He had the papers lu this case both from
the Custom-House and from Washington, und the evi-
dence will show that they were nbwluuaiy false, as no
sieh goods us described (n them had been exported,
The District-Attorney then exhibited the warraut and
tho draft which was paid ou the indorsement of K. Mal-
Ligan. This drafe was indorsed by B. M. Johnson & Co,,
o firm behieved to be fctitions, ns well as by B, Mulligan,
Both indorsements betng lu the sawe handwriting. The
draft was pald to K. Mulllgan. The District-Allurney
then exhibited the certificate of the luternal Revenue
Collector of the Bixth District of Kentacky, which, he
winid, was correet in all particulars except In regard to
the mark put on after it lad passed ont of the Collector's
bands atd had been recelved at the ofica of B, B. Culd-
well & Co.  The Costow Hovse certificate sl manufae-
turer's afMidavit woere also extibited, the Iatter belug

sgued by oue W, Richards,”” although there
ia no such man lo  existence, snd  the  notary
slgned without any porsen  appearing before hiu.

The slgnature of B M, Juhnson & Co. 18 also shinalated,
and this fewturo runs through the whole of thesd cases.
There was some skill shown lu the preparation of theso
papors, and tu geitiug the uames of vessols, tho date of
suiling and the port of destination® The reason why the
Custom House certificates were aute-diutod was that by
the law of Congress on Er.-c»h shipped plter 1864 no draw-
bivck waa allowed, The slip uamed sailed to the port
doalgnnted ; it had a swall quantity of tobacco on board
and the real slipper probabiy obtaloed the drawback on
it, sud all subscquent applications were filse uud fraudu-
lent.
TEATIMONY.

Goorge M. Wright, s Castom House employé, tostifled
that be had (--u.J-urrd. the oMcial outward-bonnd mani-
fiost uf the burk Jennie, Charles 11 Bmith, master, datod
July €8, 1863, with the certificate purporting to be a cortifl-
cate from the Costom:-House on the outward manifest of
the satie bark, and thet he bad found thet the latter did
not curresy Thi oflicial wanilest showed that the
vosael lad wred for Molbonrne, Australin: it did not
sliow, however, that alie carrled o cargo of 209 boxes of
wannfactured tobacoo (42554 pounds), ns waa specifled
on the fraodalent drawback papers.  The fraudulent
Custoin House certificate contatved tho mitials: “ S, T,

p o =satmuel T, Blatchford—by which the Collector or eue
of s deputies was gulded ip slgning his name

Goorge A, Meroer, a elerk fu the Treasury Department,
deposed that bo brought the fraudulent elulim papers
wiich had been Introduced tn evidenee from the Regis-
ter'sofflee at Washington; smong them was an afidavit
mrﬁurlmuwhnre been made before m notary publle
L . Kinyon and by W. Richards, In which It was stated
that tue latter bad pand & tax of $5.478 88 to Internal Col-
leetor Huduull of the Vith Distrlet of Kentueky on the
18th of August, 1863, on the tubacco ¢latmed to liave been
exported. Several Inaccuracies wero polnted out In the
aMidavit, astde from the fact that it woas scknowledeed
by the notary publio without any person appearing
pefors lim; the name of KRoberts was  alleged
to be flotitlous by the prosecuting ofecr In the
coase, 1. M, Johnson & Co, were pamed In the ailidavit
wa betng entitled to the drawback; the $3,975 85 men-
tioned In the aflidavit was the smount of drawbuck
wouey obtalued on the fraudulent claim in question. A
certiticate from the Commissiouer of Loterunl Revenue
was produced by Mr. Mercer, In which 18 was certifed
that I, M. Johinson & Co. bad filed evidence showlng that
they were entitied to the cluim. Tho certificato wis ju-
dorsed with the initidls * F. A, EIL" Witness testifled
that be belleved the initials to be those of Francis A,
Howard, a clerk at Washington,

Willlam G, Korn testified that in 1856 he was clerk for
R. 1. Caldwell & Co,, No. 220 Pearlat., engaged in busi
ness as lnternnl revenue drawback brokers; on May 1
1868, they moved to No, 254 Pearl-st.; was first employe
by them In the latter rt of 1886 and coutinued with
them till the Bpring, 185; his salary waa stopped in the
Fall, 1508, but he had sotuething better; be was fawmiliar
with thelr business; they talked freely with bim, (The
Kentucky rovenue collector’s certifioate was shown the
wllnm.{ Knows the paper; this certificate was given to
Caldwell by Charles K. Squires; the wurk was not on it

ment of the proper duties imposed by the existiug tarif.
This the Secrctury of the Treasury promiscs be
doue i letter and spirit, and thls 1s the very head and
frout of onr offending.

1 propose now to notice the letters of these steel manu-
tacturers, ul est Importers, in the last Iron Age, not forget-
ting to pay m{ respecis to the gentlemen whose welght
wnd modesty forbid the use of his name.

This writer admits that in April, 1367, the mannfactur-
ers of stecl in England wet and adopted s special price-
118t for Americs, which he claims they had a perfect right
to o, but which we belleve did vot falrly represent whst
our law requires, viz: that the invelce price sball be the
warket valise or wholesals price in Sheflield or Liverpool,
and not o scals of prices for this country only, artfully
arranged so as to evade the proper duties in-
tended to ba collected by our present taril
