Tbe iudustrial partnersbips in the State aro more

iiumurous thau those on the cooperative plan ; but
thoir succe.Hs cannot bo coinp.ired to tbat of those in
tbe State of New-York. Tbe great difticulty with
tbo lusty cbild of cooperation here is that it has not
tbo proper DOTaing. Itodtistrial partnersbips will not
irivo it Btrenirth-eoopcrative partnershipe are what
Ifl wauted. and |V« what will come when tbo people
are edueuted l>y experimnnta Buch as that at Somer-
art aud Troy. lt ia tbo fault of tbe iuft-rior
plan of tbe liiditstrial partnorships tbat it
givea tbe uieebat'.ic only an indirect iutercat iu tbo
results. Ilo lnus no bgal rocognition, no voice intbe
direetion of tbe husiiiesa ; bo is, at it were, only a

guest at tho h.imiuet. and hia proiits come to bim too
inuch in tbe form of a charity. Ilo worka with mauy
doubtingsand few stiongbopeajho expcctatoreap no

direct-advantages fromaaudden or uue.xpected ad-
vattco in tbo piico of the commodity producod by his
work and in- partner'a capital, for thoae prohts ap-
parently uo to tho capitaliat only. Ou the other
baud, bo kaWWl bo will eullerto theextentof getting
no Ikiuus if prices fall or tbere ahould be a great luis-
take nisule u: the direction of the buainess iu which
behaa no roioa, Hfl is cucouraged to hope for reward
only from tbe iuereased amount of work done by hia
own hauda.therefore, he ia led to work rapidly
i.nber tban w.ll.it ia quantity not quality which
ilio systein leads bim to conaidcr tho tcst of work-
inat.ship. IU is not eucouraged to cconomy of any-
tliing but of tbe timo which is his own; aud the
tit.it wiu-.ta.ge of tools oud niateriaJ, which is a chief
exptnsoof all manufacturiug concerna, is not cor-

reeUul, for tlns loss doea not fall on him. Indirectly
and in theory the schemo doea encourage economy,
good woi'kmaubbip, &c, aince on theae depehd the
g. neral smci ,s.s-tbe total profit of the eatablishmont
.but. pra< lically, tbe mcchanic (so the niantifactur-
Hfl tell tuej cannot be niade to acc thia. aud iu ox-

t>i lieiicc tbe resulta iu the direction of economy and
woikmaii.sbip are not aatisfactory.
The chiof btntttfl arisiug from it are theae: I. To

tbe workmau : iu*/, conatant, steady cmployment;
nornd, morality reanlting from this encouraged in-
dustry ; thtrd, tbe actual aum rcalized from hia per-

centageot'the annuul profita. II. To the manufac-
tuier: tWtt, prevention of strikes; aecond, aelection
of tbebost and steatliest workmen; third, increaaed
prodaettoa of tools, niacbinery. and capital.
Theae are tbe M tual general reeulta aa shown by

exvottooce. Below are the detailed experienoe of
..no of two of the moat intereating establishnienta In
wh'uh tbo directoraor pniprietora have volnntarily
intriHlmed the indiistrial partuership priuciple.

SIIOKM IKKHS' IVDUSTRIAI. PARTNKKSHIP.

At Wwowtor a large oorporation rana anextonaive
nianufaetory of l»oota and Bhoea, known as the Bay
State Itoot and Shoe Factory, omploying about 500
bands, moat of whom work "by tbe piece." The
iminodiate direction of tho eetabliahment ia in tho
hands of Messrs. C. D. Bigelow of No. 32 Veacy-at.,
New-York, and hia brother. H. 11. Bigelow, at
Worcoater. Formany years paat theao gentlemen
have boen advocatca of the induatrial partnerahip
principlc, and have urged it on the atockholdera of
the Bay State Factory. In 1867 they sneceoded in
gaining the consent of the atockholdera to a acheme
which may be briefly deecribed aa followe:
From tbe gross profita of each year an amount

cqual to 8 pcr cent on tbe capital atock of the con-

corn waa to be dedncted to cover expenaea; 25 por
oent, or one-fonrth of the remaining or net protita,
waa to bo divided pro rata, according to the amount
of work done, among all workmen earning above a
eertain amount. Fot the year 1809 thia amount waa

fixed at $50 for femalea and $100 for maloa.
For 1808-9 theao snma were donblod. The rirnt
dividend waa mada without prcvious notice
to the workingmen aud women, and raerely as an
illuatration of what a workman would calJ " au

carne6ttt of what the Company propoood to do. Tho
anra thus divided among the conataut laborera waa

$3,500. or 4i per cent on the labor of the wbole estab-
lishment. Of eourae, all tbebandadid not sbare; thoae
who worked but a few weeka or montha and then
roved away to other factories, or thoae who lived in
the vicinity, workod for a few days or woeks at a
timo, were not taken into the account. In 1X68 the
snm thua divided waa not qnito $9,000. For 180t» the
dividend to be abortly doclarod will be about the
tarne or aomething more. Tho atockholdera other
thau tbe Meaara. Bigelow in ituuicdiate oontrol of
the eetabliahment are unable to acc any direct resulta
or poaitive advantagea arisiug from this expouditure,
and it ia uncertaiu whether or not the partnerahip
will bo oontinued iu tbe future. But the Mr. Bigelow
whom I aawon roy riait considers the advantagea
reeulting fi om the achme aa very great.
" The purpooe of the acheme," he aaid, " waa, of

eoarao, to attract and rotain the beat and ateadiest of
workmen. Sboemakorain thia State are n roving
aet, and I tbink it ia a great advantagc to the estab-
liahment that we, by tbia meaus. keep so uiuuy good
men eonstantly in tlie factory.'*
Tbere are tbe other advantagea, not eaaily ralcu-

lated in dollaraandccnta, of tbo increaat-d production
of the aame tools and machinery without extracoat
or waatage. Boaidea the partuership baa thus far
reaultod in the prevention in that vicinity of atrikes,
and the coat of delaya, dtc, attendant on such
troablea.

Half of thoso
rrcriving tlnaor a mnaller sum, too oftrn ha»k on it
aa | Chn-dtnaa gift, and spend it aa aticti ; it ia hardly
big onough for a "nest ogg" in a savings bank.
Ytt in thr aggregate these sums aro very largr, and
if (oh.Milnlutod POOld be niado availablo for many
good piiriKjses. In MaasaehiiseMa there ia not, com-

paratn.ly, a uecessity for applying these hiiiiis t<>
educatiimal or charitable purposca; but thrro aro

other uscs for prccisely such amounts, and prolitablo
¦BBB too. If BUfih accumulated prolita ahould bo Ip.
plicdusabanking rnpital, a bnilding or real oatate

fiind, oraco-oporative store capital, ita productive
power would bo greatly ouhanced and fully
drvrlopcd. In this lattrr way these sutns

coubl bo made availablo for fecding tho
familirs of factory hands, at ratcs inuch balow
tlu»-.r which they pay. As for instanco tbe fr.'o.ou)
whirh. at the end of thia yrar, will have been thu.i
distribntcd by tho llay Ntuie Boot and Shoo OlMfMy
t<» ils operatives at Worcostor, would have fonned,
if consolidated, a larger capital than tho.se of the
Woroaatot Protoctive UnlOfl and Worccstcr CoOper-
ative stores, which do u business of niore than
|t2W>,000 a year. Tbo Malden operatives alluded to

coubl, by eoinbining the piohtu of their induhtrial
partnership for two years, secure a capital M largt*

SST» Moekholdrrs at cost, and repaying to morr than
900 non-atwkholding customerB a handHomo pcrccnt-
ago of their piirchnaoa. There is no wfactieal BJBtosH
for thoeniploytuentof aworkingman'Haavinga whirh
ort'erssnehadvantageaasthe enoperative syatom in
manufartures and in purehaaing anpplie* of food.
And every industrial and co<">i>erntive partnerahip
ought to produce. as one of ita first reaulta. thoHiu-
cessful ebtablishmtnt of a cooperativo atore. The in-
credulity of workingmen us to the advantage of co-

operation caunot bo disnelled except by sonio such
tiaancial miratle. To get $.V) or $100 aa tho reanlt of
such a partnership will not impress auy ono BjajthaVk
as miraculotis; but it will aet him thinking if bo
finda hitnself a Hhareholdar in a atore or bank, w ith a

capital of some thousanda of dollar*. a» tho rcaiiltof
combinod labor.

A OBBal AUVANTAGK OV CO-OPKPATION.
Ono indirect advantage of the BMOBti of industiial

and co-operativo partucrahiin, not grnrrally forsc>en
orcakulatod upon, is the Babet on real entate. I
made notee on thia point iu Troy, whero the eflbct ti
the Buecess.of th» co-operativee on the roal Mtoto
market was very marked; but tbotigh iu my btter 1
promiaed to fully illustrato and oxplnin, I lind it was
omitted. I am rathor glad of it now, for I barn that
the same offect follows the establi.-dinient of indua-
trial partnerships. The tondoticy as well aa aim and
dosign of co-operation in both forms is to lead men
to settle down, uaturally as near the factory in whirh
they are intorostod aa possible. The rosult is, «>f
courso, an incossant demand clther to reut hotiara or

to buy lots and dwellin«ra; iu eitber oaaa *u ajsHsMBBB
in prico follows. It has been thus at Malden ; thua
at Worcesten but leas marked iu oitlu r iuatant >.

"What etlect,"l askod of the Tioy managrr, an<l

afterwnrd of his chief aasistant, "haa the establiah-
mrtit of thia fouudeiy had on real estate in its
virinityf
" We have siniply colonized this nel«hb(irhrxMl,"

was tbe answer. " When we bought the lota whero
the founderies ataud, tbey wrre an open common ;

this lot, where the wall bouse stands, was a atork-
yard. Tbe taveru opposite was u stock-drovrra'
tavern.you see that by ita name, " Hullshrad." The
lota below cost us $123 a lot; they are now appii/.ed
at $>sJ0. Tho Btook-yard was ohYrcd jtuit before we

built for$1,500. The same year we had to buy it la
at $2,000 to prevent its going to a party to wboin wo

didn't waut it to go. Prontiug on IOver-at lots were
worth from $200 to $300 or loss beforo we built.
Many of our men bonght their loto at thoso prices
nhortly after we began here. Now they aro worth
$1,000. One of the ruolders hrre Unight two lott on

time.bis stock was his aecurity.for $7«o. He uow

holds thciu at $1,000 each. Kearly every niau in this
foundory owns his homestead. They havo bought
and paid for thom ont of their snrpltis wages. which
they lend to each other. Say one is bnilding a

house; he borrows the surplus wages of two oi thrco
others, and thns pays as ho gata, After a time he
will lend bis surplus wages to some other. Iu this
way $50,000 in caah haa beon employcd by tlio work¬
ingmen in this foiindery alone, out of their wagea, iu
bnilding dwellings aud buying propcity in this
vicinity."
Tho ostablishmentfl condaetod on tbo indu-tii.tl

partnership plan report the same general rosult, less
marked than in this instance, but a very observablo
tendeney of tho operatives to settle near tho fac-
tories in which they are interested is noted by all
with whora I havo talkod. It is a fact which ought
to lead real estate ownera to enrourage the formation
of all such partnendiips, whether purrly co-operativo
or nierely industrial.
From the above you will aro that Maawachiiaetts

has not done rnnrh in the way of co-operatiou in
mar.Qfactures. But her co-operative storea are the
moet immerotia and snceemful in the coutitry. I will
forward a full account of these uuiqne and com-
incndable institutions in my nrxt.

way, of more or less of Its luhabiUuta. Aud how many
of our soldicraaiid ofnoeraof tbe late war dlod to pay
the penalty of pardoned or " commuted" murderera, He
only knows; but I have tio donbt liuudreds If uot thou-
aandsof them. Itlsa forever setttrd pnuclple in tho
goveruiueut of <Jod in this world. He can and will aue-

tatn lt. Ia so plaiu h raae, and one of such va«i tiuport-
ance, it Is a fearful tblug for any ereature or comuiuiilty
of creatuioa to confront tbe ludulte law uiaker aud
Judge-Jrsus Chriat.
