states, will he sent to the Heríate on Monday. Oí tlie
trnth of this statement there is no douht. The gov¬
erning motive for tbe?ac jnisition of Ban Domingo is
its geographical position to this conntry as a means
<f national defense aa well as it« general maritime
ivd vantages ; and hence, aa a preliminary, the lease of
Samana WM elTect4»«l, and the jurisdiction of the
United Statee established over that part of the terri¬
tory of San Domingo. S.» « tal, Senators, who aro

cogni.ant of the particulars of the negotiation, pri¬
vately asasert that San Domingo is of as much impor¬
tait!« c to ns as tho island of Cuba, if not more, anti
that the acquisition of tho one will more easily lead
to the possession of the other. It may lie that tho
I'rnsiilent of the Unitetl States, in his message recom¬

mending the ratitieation of tho treaty, will brielly
