atanding it ; there wasquestion also how many of her
books it covered. for bhesides the written contracts
Mr. Fields alleges shat thers was an explicit verbal
pnderstandive. Dy what successive steps the lady
passed from warm, conflding friendship to tortunng
donlit, to gloatny suspicion, to savage hostility, and
finally to acrid sarcasm, we do not care to relate,
After a gontroversy of sixteen months, the matter
was reforred to arbitration.  Gail Hamalton, after a
Jong arenment, subinitted the following summary of
her eluims:
