ECONOMIZE OUR COALS.
To the Editor of The Tribumne.

Sq1t: 1 have read with lively interest your
article on ** Steam to the Mediterranean,” published in
this Qay's lssue of your puper. Without doubt, an almost
unhimited quantity of bitamimous coal could be furulshed
by this country to supply the present aud future wauts
of the eountries borderivg on the Mediterranean, becitise
the supply of this variety of coal in the United States is
practically ineshaustible, and it would, if the trade in it
could be estublishied, Tuirly provea groest souroo of wealth
to Virginia, aod other States 1ying on the Atlastie slope,
and having this variety of coal,

Not 50, however, with our Authracite coals, Of thia
yariety we have none to spare to o forelgn country with-
out endavgering our own future resources [or power as a
nation. For, like Great Britain, we sre hmited in our
supply of aotbracite coals, and though this eountry
probubily contalns more than five thoes the quantity that
Great Britwn bas, it is all confined to s lmited aren, and
pently all doveloped in o greater or loss degree; in fact,
sote seotions hiuve been entirely mined out.

It com-
prised 84 pietures, many of thom the property of thoe late
Mr. Cliarles Harvey of Baltimore, whose exeectors order
the sgle. The artists are all modern men, though of dif-
terent conntries, Among the forelgners are Carl Hubner
of Dussellorf, Blum, Coutoarier, Caille, E. Reranger, G.
