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The petition of the ninety-five railway Presi-
dents, asking Congress to protect the manu-
fucture of steel tuils, is before the Committee of
Way= ond Means, and it is hoped that a elause
tixing the duty at two cents per pound will Le
introdneed into the pending tarifl’ measure.

It will Lardly be disereet in  the ship-
carpenters 1o refuse to accept the tender of
mwore work ot less pay which the ship-builders
have virtually proposed in the reduction of
wages from four to three and a half dollars
per diem.  Neither the condition of the trade
por that of the workmen will justify an in-
considerate strike,  Existing high rates of
wages in this lLranch of labor have foreed
shipping-merchants to send their vessels to
other ports for repairs; aud, as a natural con-
sequence, workmen have for a long time past
Lad little regular employment, The proposed
reduction of wiees ought naturally to make
work more plentiful.  There is not the shudow
of donit that the refusal to reduce will drive
what little there iz awny.

a healthy look, but may be intended to de-

1. Green, who is o member of that Boari, but
enn bardly be expected to give his entire time
to it withont eompensation. Bowling Green
andd the Battery are added to the jurisdiction
of this Board, bt the City Hall Park is still
reserved for the Common Council—a sort of
municipal District of Colnmbia, we presume,
It seems that Richmond County has n't paid
its share of the expense of the Metropolitan
Police, and New-York has  advanced  the
amount, and the Police Department is to be
authorized to recover the sum by suit—good
news for Mr. Oakey Hall's law firm.

“Judgments,” The only other good thing woe
perceive in the levies is—to exeuse the Irish-
ism—one that is n't there, to wit, an appropri-
ation for the New Court-House. Are the abo-
lition of the Board of Supervisors and the ab-
senee of such an appropriation to be regarded
as canse nnd effect

The eatalogne of vicious things is much
larger, We cannot enumerate all, but specity
a few, In the first place, nearly all the stand-
ard items of appropriation are inercased, as o
table given elsewhers shows.

LOPEZ.

Total disproof of the news that Marshal
Lopez has been killed would havdly be needed
to show that of all the Latins of the New
World those who invent for us the current
history of Paraguay take the palm for hydra-
headed inveracity. The falwicators of Hispano-
Cuban history might dispute with them the
honors of one or two kiuds of ensanguined
and envenomed fietion ; but there, rivalry in
pure Munelmisenism would stop, True enough,
in moat Latin questions of an inflamed charae-
ter much ought 1o be =aid against both sides,
gince hoth sides so fearfully belie each other—and
in such enses we are pretty suro that the truth
will turn out at least stranger if not stronger
than the reddest and Uluest fictions. But the
Brazilians from the first have assumed an
almost geographical right to a monopoly of
Parsguayan events and  their record. They
have boldly accepted responsibility for all
the humbugs, misereations, and monstrosities
by which the fruth of a wretehed story has
become obsenred.  Gorgons and hydras of Dra-
zilian manufueture were not wanted for the de-
velopment of Paraguayan character, but they
have served to reveal, at any rate, some dan-
gerons possibilities of Brazilian charneter,

Lot us suppose, however—what is not quite
unlikely, many ecivenmstances considercd—that
Lopez is dead. We must aceept, then, a triin
of cirenmstances which the Lisbon dispatches
parade s confirmative of the news of his
death. We must admit that the eldest son of
Lopez and the Paraguayan  Viee-President
Sanchez have been killed in Dattle, and take
it for proof at least that neither of thom have
been flogged to death by the ex-Dictator. We
must grant, likewise, that the four children
and the brothers of Lopez—which of these
amiable men was mortally tortured a year ago?
—are in Brazilisn hands, In the same victori-
ous  custody s that  thrice-martyred Dbut
thrice-blessed lady, the mother of the Monster
—slie whoe has done 8o much good service in
the Brazilian romance of Paraguayan history,
Now has come her apotheosis, as it were, under
Brazilian auspices; for, be it remembered, in
immortal story she died, poor woman, long
ago in tortures,

In any event, no moral reason will remain
for regret over the death of Lopez, We can
claim neither himself nor his country—which,
by his peculiar personal government, beeamo
ubsorbed in Lis own will and purpose—as
essentially representative of the republican
privgiple. Doubtless Paragnay was as purely
a despotism as some phases of Russian life
tempered by the non-existence of aerfdom.
But the Paraguayans, if tanght to fear their
master,  were  also  taught to help them-
selves  and  to  love themselves, When
strangers came to invade them, they fought as
hardy and exclusive people do—with implacable,
indomitable courage, and the deadliest des-
peration. The short, gross, scute, and very
able man of forty-three years who led them
knew them, held them in his hands, aud threw
them ot will against his foes. Beyond all dis-
pte, the gening of the war in Paragnay—the
slidll that made sieges shameful to his enemics
and wrested vietory from them in the hour of
seeming defeat—belonged fo Lopez.  His canse
might have botter spared a better man—if it
had any. But the world will naturally not
regret  the death of o hero whose  baleful
gening belongs to a more lurid scene than that
to which history weleomes the benefactors of
mankind. No friend of Paraguay has yeo dared
W make n good name for Lopez, nor did he
seek one,  Unconguerable hate, and * conrage
“neither to resign nor yield,” which inspired
a4 more epical eharacter, were his — but o
other inapirstion his fieree nature seems  to
have been a stranger. He  has wiocked o
whole people upon s pride—and now what
15 the recompense ¥ where is the good 1

8:5:: 'l'har‘r are cireumstances attending the Income
tax impositions that ought not to be forgotton, In s
earlier stage, while one clnss wos exempted, two
other classes were formed, thus arbitrarily dividing
society, The other circumstance was the imposition
of an extra special Incowe tax in addition to the pre-
ecdingly levied annunal tax, the former and the latter
both showing the most arbitrury of arbitrary pro.
covedings. As to the latter, we trace a precodent,
Amid the annals of Imperinl tyranny, we learn the
introduction of indictions, ** o solewmn ediet subserihed
by the Emperorin his own hand, with purgle ink,
fixing the annual tribnte to be paid by the Roman
world ;™ but as ofton a8 the expense exceeded the
revenue, o the revenne fell short of the eomputa
tion, nn addditional tox under the name of & operin.
diction was imposed on the people. This special jn-
come tax wvould not huve boen thought of except in
n syvelem of classilied taxation by specinl asscssments,

How far this classilied tazation may be a means of
abuso, there is another and a preguant instance, la

Again, while
strivtness of construction often impairs the neces-
gary powers of a government, latitude of construe.
tion may destroy such powers,  If Congress
can exempt $15,000 from taxation, why may
they not exempt one hundred thousand, and if
80, why may they not eontiscate all fortnunes sbove
®100,0000 Lot this rule of exemption be attempted
in the laws of any State of this Union, and its Courts
must pronoutice it so *flagrant and palpable a de-
parture from equity as coming within the provision
of the Constitution designed to protect private rights
aeainst oppression, however made, (lowa Reports, p.
B, %)

The English Income Tax law (Vietorin, 185 gives
no exemption of income derived from land or from
money at interest: and consequently, two-thinds of
the income tax eollected is derived from the ineome
