That hotly has had be¬
fore it during this session scores of hills framed
in private interests, and an industrious bibby has
BBOared the adoption of every one of them
which has come up for consideration. In the
direct interest of tax-payers there have lu» n

two memorable hills presented.one putting an

end to the gross abuse of the Franking 1'iivi-

lege, and the other reducing a tax which
ought to he permit ted wholly to expire. Al¬
though thousands of citizens have appealed in
petitions for relief in these matters, the
Senate has utterly disregarded their »leinands
ami riia-lits. When the House, in response to
the great cry which has gone up, voted to
alxilish the Franking Privilege, the »Señale
persisted in overlading it with such idle and
pi» posterons amendments as were calculated
to delay and ultiman ly defeat it. For several
days these amendments have been before that
body, ami have been considered in debates
whose language and manner are Studied
insults to the American people. Messrs. Sum¬
ner, Nye, Stewart, Drake, Spencer, and others
who indulge in these dilatory motions, will
yet discover that testing piiLlie patience is a

dangerous game, at which poliiicians ought
never to play.

THE ADMINISTRATION A SUCCESS,
Gen. Grant's career as President is vehement¬

ly pronounced a failure hy such representatives
of »litten nt opinions and constituencies M The
World and The Sun. The one denounces him
because, whereas he oma seemed to have few
affiliations with professional politicians, lie is
now on the best of terms with them ; he. ause

he shows capacity to forget personal grudges
in desire to do his duty, and thus opens gog»
dial relations with old antagonists like Gen.
Butler; because be is not, an it avers, a bril¬
liant President (like Pierce or Buchanan, we

suppose), is not ambitious to enforce
a policy of his own, but is most Bendy,
waiving his own opinions, when BOOBS-
saiy, to accept and execute the will of
the people, as expressed through Congress.
The Sun is even more vehement, but less ex¬

plicit. It denounces him, (after claiming that,
hut for its Editor, he would never have been
Comniander-in-Chief, or President) because
he take» occasional seasons of relaxation
from the cares of office; because he does
not always select noted iKiliticians for the of¬
fices ; because he does not adopt a high tone
with effet« and bankrupt Spain ; because he
has appointed to office men once engaged iu
rebellion ; and in general, because, as it al¬
leges, he íb lazy and incompetent.
With the personal matters which, in one of

these cases, tbat of Mr. Daua, are openly dis¬
cussed in connection with this jmlgnient, we
Lave nothing to do. With the judgment itself
wc propose briefly to deal. We do not reganl
Gen« Grant's administration as a failure. We
do regard it as a very safe and substantial
success, and we do not for one moment douht
that, outside the narrow but noisy Hauts
of political disappointment«*, and aspirations,
the saber, well-considered judgment of the
Country Bincerely and heartily renders the
same verdict. We remember that there was
a time when Mr. Lincoln was denounced in
terms almost identical with those now \m d in
denunciation of Gen. Grant. He was accused
of lack of brilliancy. He was (Iceland to be
no politician. He was said to cling to political
nobodies like Hates and Usher and Welles;
to ignore the live, powerful men of the party',
like Chase and Cameron and Butler, Be was
without pluck, allowing the Country to he bul¬
lied hy Great Britain with her privateers,and by
France with tier Mexican expedition. JJ,, nought
relaxation from the cares of office, and even

indulged in the enormity of telling stories,
while the Republic Wits in the throes of a

struggle for its i xistence. Yet, in Bjiite ofen¬
venomed assault on these and many like
scores, he was renominated without a count.
Then wa« seen how trivial and iuconscipii-n-
tial wa» all this noisy surface opjMmi-
tiou. It was found Unit, since Jackson,
no man had so reach.-d the popular heart.

A »YA'»,' CASPAR HA r.SER.
Many of our readers will remember the case

of Caspar Ilauser, the young German, who,
some forty year« ago, was discovered, a help¬
less iinliecile, at tile gate of a German city.
Although considerably advanced in life, he
could not walk ; he could not talk ; and he
could comprehend hardly anything which was
said to him. Of course, this wa« a lino oppor¬
tunity for the philosophical Gemían mindi
Hooks were written about Caspar Häuser. It
was evolved, both by induction and deduction,
that, all his life, Caspar had been kept in a

dark hole, in which be could hardly stand
erect; that he must have had wooden horses
to play with; and, »also, that lie must have
been the illegitimate son of some German
Duke.perhaps of lils »Serene Highness, tho
Duke of Pumpernickel. This last happy con¬
jecture was much strengthened by an attempt
wbich was made to assassinate poor Caspar.
What became of bim afterward we do not
know. For all that we do know he may have
become Profriwor of Hermenéutica in the
University uf G tit tinge 11.

There were not wantüig the skeptical who
di'dared that it was impossible tor Ü10 man to
have Im-cii secretly kept in this hole for all
these years.
