THE CONEIDERATION OF THE NEW-YORK NOMI-
NATIONS POSTPONED UNTIL SATURDAY—WO=
MAN SUFFRAGE DISPOSED OF IN THE SENATE
—DEFEAT OF THE ARMY BILL—RETURN OF
THE PRESIDENT—PROSPECTS OF AN AGREE-
MENT ON THE TAX BILL.

Wasiingros, Thursday, July 7, 1870

Thia has been an sctive day with the large number of
New-York poltticlans gathered here In the interest of the
rocent changes (o the Federal appolntments. The Presl-
dent wade o reguest to-day that the nominations be acted
on as soon ms possible, and consequently an Executive
seaslon wal hold, and the nominations referred to the
Cu ¢ on, O roe.  The Committes met this
evenlng at 6 o'clock, for the purposs of hearing any
charges that might be made against Mr, Murphy, Judge
Folger appeared before the Committee to defend Mr,
Murphy, sud Senator Fenton to oppose bim,  Benstor
Fenton stated to the Cnmmitteo that he wis not fully
prepuared to presont his charges against Mr. Murphy, and
asked i postponement until Monday, The Conunitte,sfter
considerntion, thonght the time askod too long on ao-
count of the near approsch of adjournment, and fixed
Buturday morning as the time for a fiual bearing. The
Murphy men conslder Fenton'a fallure to present his
charges to the Committee as a virtusl withdrawal from
the contest, wnd are highly Jubllant to-uight, They say
Mr, Murphy will recelve the solid support of the Hepub-
lieans in the Senate. Among the number who arrived
here to-day, in Mr, Murphy's interest, were Wm. Orton,
Bupervisor Dutelier, Gen. Arthur, Koswell Hart, and
Judge Folger. Mr. Orton was present at the meoting of
the Commerce Committee, to assist Juldge Folgor.

In the Senate, to-day, Mr, Trambull sent to the Clerk's
desk & bundle of Mr. Pomeroy's femalo suffrage petl
thons, with the request that the Judlelary Committee bo
discharged from their further consideration, and, with-
out objection, the motlon was coneurred in,  The Naval
Appropristion bill, which has beenon hand for several
wocks, was finally disposed of, During ita conalderntion
u very interesting dobate took place in reference to the
condition of the navy, Mr. Antheny remarked that it
was o misfortune of our republican institutions that
these matters, which should be discnssed with elosed
duors, had to be talked of in the face of the whole world
The general opinion seemed to be that this branch of the
service was, if possitile, in a worse condition than at the
broaking out of the Rebelllon, and that in case of war it
would be utterly inadequate to meet the necessitios of
the occusion. Mr, Wilson thought that the milliors
gpent snes the war had been next to thrown
wway. 1t was also sald that there were twice too many
oficers, A proposition to add 1,600 seamen to the navy
wis, however, voted down by » large majority. The
amendment appropriating over half s willion to pay
fadmis of contractors for machioery constructed during
the wir was strongly opposed by Mr. Spencer, who
charged the Secrotary of the Navy with urtifice and ds-
tortion of facta in i letter recommending the payment
of the elalm of Corllas & Co,, whom he said were allowed
lurgely above the smount they were entitled to, This
amendmsnt was agreed to,  The bill will of course now
o to o committee of conference, The Fortifleatlon Ap-
propristion bill was then passed ws it cnme from the
Honse, belng the first appropriation bill which has passed
withoat amendment, The blll ixing & uniform time fur
the olection of mwembers of the House was also passed,
after adding to It the Apportionment bill as it passed
the Senate.  An Excentive session was then held.

At the eveulng scssion of the Beunate, the eonference
report on the Army bill waa after & lively debate laid
upon the tatle by almost two to one. This corrles the
il withi it, and of course preclades the passage of any
Army bill at this session.

The House disposed of the Pat. Woods case by sending
Pat. to Jall for three months, Pat. may consider himself
fortunate, a8 & resolution to confloe him for elght months
falled by only one vote, The Tax and Tarlf LIl, as it
passed the Benate, wus reported and sent to the Ways
and Means Comtmittos, in order that it might be printed.
1t will be reported back to-morrow, and a Committoe of
Conferenee ordersd.  Schenck, Hooper, aud Brooks were
appolnted a Committes of Conference on the Funding
Bill, and they will probably agree to a report to-morrow.
Judge Davis made an effort to get the Naturalize-
tion Dbill In & Committes of Conference, but
many of the Western men, desiring to kill it, votod with
the Democrats, and seut it to the Bpeaker’s table, where
it will have to walt its regular turn among the mass of
business there secumulated. Tho sum of §11,600 was
voted to four contestants who failed to seenre their seats.
Of this smount, §5,000 was voted to Mr. Switzler, who
contestod the seat of Mr. Dyer, from one of the Missourd
Districts, The Eleetions Committeo reported in favor of
Mr, Switzler, but the House voted down the report by
slmost o striet party vote, Mr. Bwitzler wus a8 contest-
ant in the last Congress, and had s fuvorable report from
