considerable demonstration. Republicans b< heve

that their hour approaches, and Taris at this moment
is. as likely to rise against Napoleon as to arm against
Prussia. One of the correspondents of TliK Tiun-
l NK write*, on Sunday eveninp (?th) :

"Tho rape, the fury, the disappointment of the Ta-
risian population on finding that there has been a

sern-s of defeats on French seil instead of the easy
military promenade which they expected, aro be¬
yond description. We already (tal the state of
metro. All the kiosks on the boulevards were shut
up at 11 tuliirk. Something serioir?, which I cannot
Cathan now, has taken place, for all the oafé* on the
boulia arils are shut up, and I could not pass from
the Boulevatd Montmartre to the I lou lot ard di*s
Italiens, the way being barred by troops. I shall
endeavor to telegraph this fact to yon; but
I feel >ery certain that tho news -will
not bo allowed to pa^s. I expect to
see frightful eat.istrophoH from the temper of the
people. The population is furious on reading the
proclamations e-f the Knipress ajiil the Ministry say¬
ing 'the country may yet bo saved if all will bo

united?' Something more serious than I know of

1:111st ha\e happi ned this evening, from the state of
the boulevards which I have observed. Although
tli> ti oops are in the streets, there is much less ex¬

citement than hist night. The attitude of the peo¬
ple is that of resignation. So far as I know, no

stnous disorder has taken place."
Another coi respondent Bays :

" The official mipprossion of news will not be much
lonpcr tolerated. What especially irritates the peo¬
ple is that the only tolerably distinct report of the
Wi ianahwg defeat printed here was translated
fmin Kngli>h papan»"
This morning's liap¡>el, just received, publinhes tho

Wo are swindled by the Ministry al>out
m « ¦¦ and, though tha people may bear np against
defeat« from the Prussians, they will not much
longer endure insult and fraud from a terror-stricken

known in London and New-York hours before it was
coiifes.se el m Paris."
To-day's Soir relates that an American callinp

himself a Tuihenk correspondent had been mobbed

in the streets of Taris as a Prussian, and with

difficulty escaped after some rough handling.

LONDOH, Aug. 7, 1870.

The special correspondent of The Tribune sends
from Nancy, on the morninp of the 5th inst., tho

following account of the battle of Weissenburg from
the French side :
" Whilo Gen. Donay's division, composed of the

74th and 50th Regiment« of the Line ; the 10th bat¬
talion of Chasseurs, on foot ; one regiment of

mounted Chassenrs, and one regiment of Turcos,
were engaged, yesterday, in the neighborhood of

Weissenburg, they were actually startled by a tre¬

mendous dischargo of artillery. As the patrols
which had been posted all along tho frontier had not

signaled the presence of any Prussian troops, tho

men believed for a moment that they were sur¬

rounded by the enemy. This was not the case, hut

Prussians in great force and well supplied with

artillery appeared on the bight! of Schwcrgcti,
oce-Hpjinp the whole of the country near a small
Bavarian village.
"Con. Douay ordered his troops to advance be¬

fore the enemy, keeping as much as ppppihlp behind

WoiBsonburg, which lay between them and tho
Triis-i in forces. But this precaution proved quite
Ppele] s, because the guns were pourinp a tremendous
fin- upon thom, and th.- troups were falling in gn-at
numbers in the town of Weisscnburp itself. Tho
Frciioli retired from their former position, and com¬

menced marching on the right side of the town.

The Pnissian puns w ere firing at a tremendous rate,
and their shot and shells fell equally in Weissen¬

burg and among the troops. Several houses were

on fire, and a largo number of soldiers lay dead or

wounded.
"Gen. Vohcan's division was beginning to retire

at about 11 o'clock, when a new attae k was ordered.
The Turcos led the way, and, bayonet in hand,
threw themselves on one of the Prussian
batteries. All proved to bo useless, nad tho
French im-isted on attacking the enemy any longer
thor» would not have ln-en one of thom left on the

pro iind ali ve». As soon as what was left of Gen.

Donay's force« began retiring, the Pnissian artillery
began playing ujhui thom. It was about 12 o'clock
when Gou. Douay himself fell, a victim to iTiissian

artillery. The troops bogan to run without order,
crossing roads ariel vineyards until they airain reached

the fartbe-st part ol'Weissenbuig.
" The number of dead and wounded must be very

large indeed. The remaininp troopB are eager to

ave nee the deatli of their General.
"The country people seem to he in pr^t fmtter-

nation. The roads which lead toHague-nau are cov¬

ered with peasants carrying their goods and cattle
with them, and crying over the sad fate of their
humillo cottages."

OPINKTNS OF THE EMPRESS-PREPARATIONS
OF THE EMPER<>#r.

(FROM OL'B SPECIAL COKBESPONDENT]
Paris, July 27..The accounts of the Empress's

visit to the tleet at Cherbourg, on the 34th, aro glow¬
ing with the enthusiasm of the writer. Her Majesty
arrived unexpectedly at 7 in the morning, and
within ten minute« was on board La Savoie, whence
she was conveyed to the flag-ship, La Survillante,
of Vice-Admiral Bouet-Willauniez. Her Majesty's
attendants were the Duchesses of Galisteo and de
Montero, her nieces, daughters of the Duchess
d'Albe; Gen. Mollard; MM. Cunneau and Guzman,
Aides-doCamp, and Mesdames do Saulcy and de
Lhermina. The Vice-Admiral, having presented the
staff officers of the iron-clad squadron, thus ad¬
dressed the Empress :

Maham: Justa« weare about to weigh anchor, your
Majesty condescends to say to us a last farewell, mi the
very dooks of our vessels. Thanks I We are accustomed
to see our Empress wherever there isa danger to be«
braved, and have only to lie inspired with her BOOM
courage) in the struggle about to commence. Our part
in it appears likely to bo more humble than thut of our
brethren of the army; but happen what tun;', mt ahull
not forget we havo the offended dignity of France to
avenge, in grouping ourselves around tho Imperial
family. Long live tho Emperor I long uvo the Empress I
long live the Prince Imperial I

Tho crews immediately repeated these criea, and
some time elapsed before silence was restored. The
Empress then thanked the commander of the fleet,
and proceeded ft read, in tones full of emotion, the
following proclamation, which the Emperor had
commissioned her to bring to the squadron :
