The ride o North Elba is another favorite exenrsion,
thongh 1ot no one connect tho idea of ecase and comfort

with a ride over those rongh mouutali roads.  The intol-
eratile julting makes riding o thing sirply to be endured,
pot Ip any sense to be enjoyed independently of the
scenery.  Over Keene Mountain, through the long
stretehes of woods, with the mountains closing around
you, and out nt lnst on the magunificent plateau, brings
you to North Eiba. Ttisnot a village, suly houscs scat-
tered bore and theres, the one central place being Scott's,
a favorite stopping-niace wi‘h all truvelers through this
yepton,  His large, fine farm has boen owned and tilled
By bim for ffty years, and his well-spread table and
weatly-kept honse make it an attractive resort. The
view 12 different from any other in the whole Adirondack
reglon. The platenn itself, level ns = plain, 18 1,500 feot
above the level of tho sen, and around 1t is this great am-
phitheater of mountains, Marey, Colden. Molntyre, Wall-
tuce, Whiteface nod a host of less prominent ones.  For a

tion ouwr New-Euglaud SBwitzerland, avd to re-
member, it the Alps, and even some of the Car-
pathiaus, Apennines and Pyrenees tower above the
peaks of this section, that these look s high s most
of thoso In Polund, Italy or Spain, and are really higher
thnn the poor plonacles furnished to Great Britain. One
winy have s patriotie eye as well as n patriotic heart. 1
think 1 must have, for untll my present vikit to this
regton | eherlshied the delusion that 1 had never seen g
mountaln v the Carpathian or Apennine range which
dared to 1t ita hend above Washington. Having re-
conrse to the proper anthoritles, T dscovered that
Liarluriti, Poyaoa-Ruska, aod other eminences lu Tran-
evivanin (how learned eramming makes one seem!), were
about #,000 feet, and Moute Corno, which T bad often
surveyed, wis nearty 9,600 feet.

It
wiould not have arrived that night, but, happening to ran
off the track, it made better time than usnal, There s an
ond of all things they say (T wish I could think so of the
Junction Motel), sud, after a suffocating ride fu the heat
nnd dust, with eloven passengers inside aud oue ortwo so
erushed that they didn’t cofint, nine on top, and several
distributed along the road, T arrived here a hotter and a
* adder " man than 1 had ever expected to be when 1
set out,

If there be anyhody that T have any particular reason
to hiate, let Il come to the Mountains by this route, and
stop over ot White Rivgr Junotion, ns he valnes my de-
testution,

Youknow T am not what the splendid rowdy, Alel-
blades, would have called a kephale thanatike
in auy sense—I don't believe in the prineiple st nll;
but I am glaad to find & house so excellent as this,
and to say as much, It 13 the best in the Mountains, and
it I wero going to stay amoug them for the season I
shonld certainly take up my abode here. 1 may be
projudiced from the fact that I have probably the best
room in the hotel; but all the rooms secm very neat,
alry, aud comfortable. This house is gitunted in what 1s
ealled the Pranconia Noteh—fhe Notch f8 among the
White Monutains, near Crawford’s—and the mountaing
rising abruptly all aronnd it, and lterally overshadow,
g It, remind me of the Vale of Chamounix on a small
seale. It wonld scem as if Nature, lu a landlord’s mood,
bad cut out o plsce among these peaks and rolling
hilghts to put a hotel iuto, and set some of the most at-
tractive festures of scencry within convenient distance,
The Profile hus not perhaps as favorable a position for
sight-seelng a8 the old Flume House, six miles south of
thi=; but it is better, pecuniarily speaking, for the pro-
prietors of the Profile, who, having bought the Flume
House some yoars ago, shut it up, exeept a8 o plice for
temporary refreshment. They also derive a certain In-
come from Jetting horses aud wagone to convey tourists
to the various places of interest in the viclnity of the
Flume House, from which, if there were any boarders
there, the excursions might be made on foot.

The first object of curloslty bere Is the famons Profile,
or the O1d Man of the Monntain, visible 500 or 400 yards
from the hotel, 8 most remarkable resemblance to the
outline of the human face. From fhe road, abont 1,000
foet bolow, the stone Imsge 1ooks 80 exactly as if it had
been cut out with a eldsel that I have known skeptical
persons to climb up Jockson Mountain and take the
rouble 1o see with thelr own cyes that Nuture was the
only sculptor employed npon the overhavging cliff which
18 80 steiking & counterfeit. The Profile Is not solid as it
pocme at a distance, but consists .of, five granite blofke,
aitogother £0 or 90 feet Jong, Beneath the Image s o
stuall pond called the Old Man's Washbowl, and near the
clff 15 o peenllar-shaped rock which lovka so much
Jiko o cannon as to give that nawe to the Profile Moun-
tain.

Half n mile from the hotel, In & northerly direction, Is
A very pretty plece of water known s Echio Lake, The
echo 15 not awakened from the shore, but frema bhoat
near the middle is repeated s number of times.

it does, the Peligewusset River, and earrying you by
this Bagln and In the vicinity of the Pool, whose clear
waters, large rocks, and cool shade make it delightful
for 1dlers, sentimentalists, aud ple-nickers. The Dasin
s & bowl-like eavity, nbout 30 feet deep and 80 feet in

large and politary cottage, owned by a New-Yorker, ls
near the honse; the Inhabiting fumﬂ; taking their meals
at the Profile, thus dispensing with the services of a
vouk anid table waltera, The senson s now at its hight.
The bote! 8 full, and will be until the end of the wonth,
nnd far into Septémber 1f this burning weather continues,
The flery tempernt nre of the past six or seven weeks has
boen favorable to all the Bummer resorts, oertainly to
this one, where I nme there must be fully 600 per-
sons guartersd com oﬂnbl{. New-York 18 more lurgely
ropresented at the Profile this than it has ever been
before, though the bulk of visitors are from New-En-
glawd.

PENNSYLVANIA STATE TEACHERS' ASSOCIATION—
. SEVENTEENTH ANNUAL MEETING.

Laxcasten, Pi., Aug. 12—The Pennsylvania
Etute Teachers' Association closed iia HSeventeenth An-
nual Session bere last night. Though not tho largest, it
was one of_the most hsrmoulous and satistaciory of its
meotings. Before the revision of the school law in 1854,
any one might teach school in this Btate, who could in-
duce the direotors to employ bim ; no certifioate of qual-
{fleation or of character was required. Tho sot of 1654 pro-
vided that all applicants for the position of teacher in the
common schools should be duly examined by the Connty
Buperintendent (an ofice established that year) for the
county wherein the person deslred to teach, and that suy
school district employing a person to feach, who had not
boen 8o cxamined and therefore not having a “ ceril-

year, Under this act, the Btate Department s
sued certain  instructiona explaining “tho meaning
and intent of the law, County Buperintendents
were instrueted to examine applicants, and to lssuo
“ permanent certificates” to such only a4 poasessed the
maximum degree of qualifications set forth in the “ln-
structiona;” * provisional certifleates’ might be lssued
to persons of inferior attaluments, * good for one year
only.” The school officers, aware of the fact that a suf-
ficlent number of well-qualified teachers could not be
found, placed the maximum low, and provided, in the
