1t is wlso reported that a strong detachment of
Prussisn cavalry occupies Doulevant, and that the
Prussian Currassicrs are encamped at St. Remy.

A special dispateh from Paris, received here this
moruing, says: * There are rumors of fighting, but
pothing anthentic. MacMalion will nndoubtedly be
in battle to-doy, and there are fears that he will be
dcfeated. Oficial circles are very silent—more 80
than at any former time this week, The enemy
marchies slowly but surely on the city. This is
andeniable.”

A dispatel from Mindleheim, Bavaria, says that
since Inst Tuesday evening the bombardment of
Strashourg by the Prussians has been ineessant. The
cltndel has been very badly damaged.  The Prossian
advanced post, with the siege truin, is within 500
yards of the city walls. The walls have been terribly
battered, Several magizmes have exploded in the
vity and at the fort.  Fires have also broken out in
different places. The Prussicn losses ave represented
to be trifling.

Advices from Carlsrnhie gy that a severe artillery
battle took place on Wednesday night, Justing until
Thursday morning. A large portion of the citadel
and the arsenal were destroyed. A French battery
at Marvien wis eoptured without loss to the Prus-
elans. The French fire has destroyed abont 20 houscs
in Kehl,

The latest news from S{rasbourg, by way of Paris,
states that persons have been killed, 16 houses
burned, and the Cathedral slightly damaged. The
people take refuge in their cellars. The fire from
the town Lias killed o large numbers of the besiegers,
As many spies still lurk in the city, the commandant
has ordered the soldiers to shoot uny perscns seen on
the roofs.

ARBITRARY ORDER OF GEN. TROCTIU—UNEM-
PLOYED PERSONS TO BE BANISHED TROM
PARIS—NUMEROUS ARRESTS.

Gon, Troehn, the Governor of Paris, has decreed
that all individnals devoid of the means of subsist-
ence, and whose presence contribates to the danger
of public order and to the security of person or prop-
erty, or whose acts tend to impede the measures of
the authorities for defense and general safety, are to
be expelled from Paris.  All infractions of the above
order must be defended before 4 military tribunal.

Many arrests were made last night, over 1,200 of
which were occasioned by the order of Gen. Trochu,
Two hundred persons were arrcsted in the Faubourg
Montmarte alone,

Among the prisoners were a numhber of strange
women, who had in their possession money which
they could not satisfactorily account for. They are
gaid to be spies and persons paid to create trouble.
Along the Faubourg Montmartre, and adjeining
streets, many houses were searched. The arrests
were chiefly made in obscure hotels and lodging-
houses. In all, 2,000 persons have been arrested.

THE CORPS LEGISLATIF.

FRENCH DEFEATS OWING TO POOR GENFRAL-
SHIP—THE GARDE MOBILE TO BE INCORFO-
RATED IN THE REGULAR ARMY.

Pans, Friday, Ang. 24, 1570

During a disenssion in the Corps Législatif, yester-
day, Jules Favre informed the Deputies that, in his
opinion, the recent French misfortunes were due to
the leaders.  After denonncing them, e wanted to
know whether it was for tha dynasty or the nation
that we are fighting. The Minister of the Interior,
M. Chevercan, accounted for the delays in the re-
ceipt of telegrams, by saying that the generals were
probably too busy fighting.

Tt is said that the Committee of the Corps Légis-
latif eharged with the consideration of military
measures have decided to earoll all men between the
ages of 20 amd 85 years.

In the Corps Législatif M. Montpayronx proposed
the total abolition of the Garde Mobile,and the distri-
bution of the men now composing it into the rogular
army. Me supported his proposition in a speech,
wherein he elaimed the measure wus urgent, suil
would give the regular army at least 100 new regi-
ments, The proposition was sent to the Military
Committes, and it will, no doubt, be adopted.

In the Corps Législatif to-day, M. Chevrean, Min-
ister of the Interior, said the army of the Crown
Prince seemed yesterday to have arrested its onward
comrse; but it commenced advamcing again to-day.
It is the duty of the Government to warn the Cham-
bers, France, and the people of Paris of the fact.
The Committee of Defense Lad taken all measures
to meet assanlt or siege. They might rely on the
energy of the Minister of War.  They might connt
upon the valor of the people of Paris. A similar
communication was made to the Senate.

Count Palikao, in the Chambers yesterday, broke
out into bitter denunciation of Prussian spivs. That
ey abounded in Paris, he pointed to the recent
yudgments of the Council of War as a proof. He had
further evidence which he could show the members,
He Loped they would rely on his firmness, and
added: *Ihave in my haods all the means neces-

to repress disorder, and shall answer o the

Chamber for the preservation of the publie tran-

gnility.”

M. Jules Favre, in the course of the debate, trusted
there wis no citizen of France so base as to look for
defeat and national rnin as the foundation of his
Lopes. Such a person’be denounced as thrice carsed.

Numbers of soldiers under arrest in
different parts of France for light offensea have
been pardoned and will immediately join their regi-
ments, Sixty thousand dollars were reeeived here
from French residents in the United States for the
wounded; and a large sum had been received
from Constantinople. The envirous of Motz have
been innndated, by order of the Freach authorities,
The bakerics of Paris were all visited yesterday by
the anthorities inforder to investigate whether they
Tind w supply of flour o lust forly days, nccording to
the average daily sales,

A dispatch from Mézitressays: The details which
are coming in here show that the Prussians received
o serious check, and suflered enormous losses in the
battlea of last week. After the last battle the
wounded of both armics were hronght here. There
were over 12,000 Prussians, who were treated as well
as our own wounded. The battle of the 15th was a
real sucooss far our arms, Its result was to render
it impossible for all of King William’s army to join
that of the Crown Prince. Only a small portion of
the King's troops went from Pont-a-Moneson to Bar-
le-Duc to take part in the movement on Paris.”

The Prince Imperial has been sent to Rethal, The

ENGLISH WAR NEWS,
ANOTHER ARMY FORMING IN BERLIN—ANOTHER
FLAG OF TRUCE FIRED ON BY THE FRENCH—
NO COMMUNICATIONS WITH MACMAHON OR
BAZAINE,
Loxpox, Friday, Aug. 26, 1570,

A Fourth Army, nnder the command of the Prince
Royal of Saxony, is forming to cofperate with the
Third Army, in the movement on Paris,

Col. Verdy, bearer of a flag of truce, and a tromp-
eter, were fired upon as they approached the walls of
Metz, and both were wounded.

MacMahon and Bazaine are still ent of communi-
cation with Paris. The snccess of the French loan
has no doubt been exaggerated grossly. Paris is
still apathetic. It iseaid that the conduct of the
French Legion in Rome, in demanding to return to
France was 8o menacing, that the Pope dismissed
the troops at onee,

The Prossians use the milway from Luneville to a
point near Strashonrg to transport their wounded.
Among thefPrussians badly wounded in the battles
of last week is the Baron von Rahdin, the husband
of the celebrated prima donna Pauline Lucea.

A formidable iron-clad fam, armed with two
enormons guna, passed Dover under the French flag
this furenoon, steaming east.

The Echo prints a Paris telegram to-day, stating
that Madame de la Pageric has been imprisoned st
Vincennes, charged with communicating to the
enemy, Other court ladies are implicated.

A lotter from Berlin says the King of Prussia loft
the battle-ficld at Rezonville at 8 o'clock in the after-
noon.  As he passed through Gorze he was attended
by Moltke, Trechon, Verdy, Prince Frederick
Charles, the Duke of Mecklenburg, and Count
Kukisofl. Count Vou Bismarck, who was explaining
the field of battle, in his carriage, with Gien, Sheri-
dan, was not to be found when asked for by the
King, and did not come in until dusk,

Babse -
quently however all restriction was removed ; and
those who left did so of their own accord.  The men
who pretend that they were expolled by foree taluily.

I, however, Paris is hesieged the anthoritiea will
take such menaures as the publicsafety may demand.

The Constitutionnel wonders that M. Thiers shounld
refuse to accept o place in the Committee of Defense,
His great patriotism and his eonnection with the
construction of the walls of Paris made it natural to
seleet lim among the first for the position. It is
skl that Count Darn will bo appointed in lis place.

The Patrie semi-oflicially states that it has infor-
mation coneerning the vielation of the territory of
Belgium, that the Prussisn wonnded at Sanrbruek
and Baar Louis were so numerous and so disastrons
waa the situation, that the Prussian authoritics were
foreed te send them to Cologne and Dasseldorf; but
owing to the fact that the armies needed the railway
elear for the reception of reiénforcements and provis-
ions, the wounded were conveyed across Delginm
and Luxemburg without notifying those govern-
ments nntil the woundod were under way, They
could not then be sent back, though protests were
made, Count Mismarck, when questioned on the
stibject, acknowledgoed the infruetion of neutrality,
but said he was forced so to act. “France,” says the
Patrie, “accepts the explanation of Belginm, but de-
nouncea to the civilized world the action of Bis-
marck, who respeets no treaties or diplomatic con-
ventions."”

METZ BEFORE THE GREAT BATTLE.

THE DISPOSITIONS FOR THE BATTLE — THE
FRENCH ARMY CONFIDENT .OF VICTORY.

Metz, Aug. 12—6 Evening.—I nm just in from
the cutp, whers T have soveral good and old fricnds
For nine duys there has been nothing hut marching and
ecounter-marching.

It Is  finer  to-day,
and, it the weather coutluacs  good, proh-
ably the engagement wil  come off  to-mor-
row. Nearly the whole of Cuurobert's Corps
(the 8th) has arrived. A few regimenta aro silil on their
way, but will be hers In the courss of the eve ning. To”
morrow thers will be 200,000 men In Motz, camped bo-
tween Montigny, Tes Sablons, Griguey, and Horny. The
wokdlers ure bolling ever with ardor, even those whom I
wnw, and who complalued so bitterly of the watches,
marches, and counter-marches they were compolled to
make—probably, however, necessary—and of the rear
ward movementa; aud slso of the prohibition to fire
upon the scouta of the enemy, who keep drawing up
closer snd closer upon our lines, and do pot seruple to
sond o bullet st our sentinels ws they themselyos with-
draw into the woods,

The Prussians occupy the whole country tndicated to
you in my letter of yesterday, aud use French rallromls
to hring in their troops to 8t. Avold, To-luy they en-
tered Pont-A-Monsson, There, as everywhers, they mot
with no upposition. This abandonment of the conutry is
utterly Incomprehensible. They have taken possession of
our villoges without mecting o single Freuch soldier,
They arrive in small groups—Ii00 st o the, 580, even 2
soldiera. I very much fear that the Freueh wrmy will
fud itself to-morrow opposed only te that fiying army
I referted to, which is searcely 40,000 strong; for
in all the places up to this time occupied by Lhe
Prossians, they have come In owvly by small de-
tachments, It s, therefore, really to bo apprebended
that we shal be taken it tho rear by the grest Prussian
army corps, while we are casily erushing thelr flying
artny of 40,000 men.

FiripaY, Aug. 12—8ince I dispatched my last this
moruing | hiave gone throngh a multitude of adventures,
which I shall recount bn due time, 1 left off my diary ot
the time we staried for the canp sl Chilous,
We jogged along very well, the Parisian Lady talk-
ing about her husband, &e., till we passed through
a littie village ealled “La Veuve” The name
waas written in large letters upon the walls, sod
at its sight the lady covered up her face and seemed
horror-struck, reganding it as an omen that she would
soou he a “veuve,” 1 hope she will uot, for sho Is s
very charming and ‘spicituclle woman, After a ruther
wearlsomo  drive of about three hours through
what that they ecall *La Champagne pouilleuse,”
or lousy Champagne, on sccount of s ex-
tremo  barrenncss, wo  arrived wt  the csmp,
hungry, thirsty, and cold. The camnp is built in ranges of
brick Luts, all round the village of Mourmelon, which
conslsts of one long high street composed obiefly of catés,
chantanta, beer-drinkiog kiosks, soldiers’ theaters, &,
and & few shops of different trades, who now, by the way,
are all makiog thelr fortunes rapldiy, It s in this vil-
lage that are the hotels, and to the prineipal of thess
wo drove, Weo wanted bed aud supper, and were told
we could have neither. We made the same Inguires at
other places, and received the same dizheartening
answer. At@last we reached o small coffee-house, which,
by the way, s something elso besldes, for the room wus
filled with fashionably-dressed girls, with powdered
tuces, &e., some of them very pretty. They were
not ut all farouehe, but were embraced with-
out the slighest'difieulty by officers of all corps, which
the place was erowded with,  Well, at this coffee-Louse,
or canteen, we found i cold-fowl and au omelette, ns well
as some common Burguudy, which anywlere olse
wonld be charged six shillings a  Dbottle, for it
was really excellent. Thanks to this good luck
we managed very well so far. Afler supper we
entered o café-chantant, where some gandily-dressed
women were sluging upon  stage before a crowded
house of soldiess of every runk and  every
arm. The mals singers were  Gardes Mobiles,
among whom hre men of every Ilmaginable pro-
fession, One of these slogers was a pupll of the
Conservatoire, and had resigned an engagement
at the Théatre Lyrique. He had & capltal tenor volce,
and sang extremely well. I must tell you that befure
we entercd the Caféschautant we had, as we thought,
sooured two beds in 8 house we had been recommended
to, When, however, we presented ourselves thers at
about 11:30 we were informed that there were no beds,
that it had been a mistake. We had now to begin a
search up and down this lung street—about three wiles
long—to find & bod. We were unsucoessful, aud began
serfously to thinkwe should bave to sleep out of doors,
which was not tempting of a rather cold night, when we
wet o friend of M. Houssaye's, who sald he thought he
could find us at least & place of shelter. He took us to
one of these very eafé-chantants, and the mistress of the
establishments, when she knew it was M. Arséne Hous-
saye who was about tosleep in the street, ordered & bed-
room to be got ready. The bed was a lttle narrow
thing, to be sure; but there were two matiresses, so we
made & bed on the ground, and 1 slept on it while he
slept on the spring mattress, 1 assuPe you we were very
thankful, for you canunot form wun ides of the atate of
things Lere, and how unplessant it would have been to
remain all night in the street of Mourmelon,

This morning, after posting my letter, I went up to the
headquarters of the army, to ask about the Marshal, A
