Thers comes o sensational story of riot and

After
the battle had ended, Gen. Faidherbe, accord-
ing to his own story, retired to his camp,
which was not in the direetion of Paris, and
thus abandoned the fruits of the victory he
claims. He promises to resume the advance
as soon as he can obtain supplies. It will be
necesaary, also, that he recruit his atrength if

he hopes to accomplish much of his difficult

the construction which Admiral Porter puts
upon the relations of the two branches of the
gervico abroad, and to him and Secretary
Welles we are jointly indebted that the Amer-
jean service was disgraced on the Parana.
Some will seo in this another argument for
the discontinuance of n rank which, if filled,
will keep in place an officer who thus miscon-
etrues the plain duty of mnaval ecommanders.
The House has now voted censure of the Ad-
mirals named, and there is some probability
that inquiry is to be made in the matter. If
it results in teaching naval officers that the
dignity and honor of the Government are to

be enstained abroad without waiting for
“ gpecial instructions,” it will have sttained at
Teast one good end.

We voted, for at least twenty years, at the
polls of this City—having voted in difierent
years ot the polls of the Ist, I1Ld, IVth, Vih,
Vith, VIIIth, XIIth (uow XIXth), eand
XVIITth Werds, Of those who voted whero
we did, not one-twenticth were known to us
s legal voters or otherwise; and most others
seeraed as ignorant on this point s we were
Men came with ballots in their handa or pock-
ets, or procured ballots at one of the adjucent
booths, and handed them to the Inspectors,
who dropped them into the boxes—ofien with-
ont inquiry or deliberation. There was noth-
ing to hinder one who had just voted at one
poll proceeding directly to another, there re-
peating the operation, and so at o third,
fourth, fifth, teuth, and twenticth poll,  The
Demoerats who should attempt this game
would not be deterred by the presence of ac-
guaintances known to them to be Democrats,

And it is pre-
cisely because the thieves, Lurglars, Llack-
legs, brothel-keepers, and other encmies of law
and justice who crowd thia City, are Demo-
crats by instinet, and glad to earn the
good will of our Democratic Mayors, Judges,
Distriet-Attorneys, &e., by wholesale repeat-
ing and ballot-box-stufling, that our Worlds
and Tom Fields hate and war upon Registry
Laws. Frail barriers as they are, and often
overleaped or broken down, they do render
Ilegal Voting lees eommon, more difficult,
more perilons, than it otherwise would be,
They compel every person whomeditates frand
to mive n Idud of notice of his purpose.
Where an eleetion ¢.strict is known to includo
but four or five hundred joal voters, a regis-
tration of nine or ten bundred pames givea
warning that fraud is thero to bo attempted.
Dreak down the Registry, and the difficulty

of watehing and guarding agninst such crimes
will be immeasurably

For neatly twenty ycars past, our voto has
been regularly cast at one of the two polls of
a raral township which has about 600 to 650
volers, and polls from 400 to 475 votes, In
that township, we are confident that not five
illegul votes per annum have been offered since
1659 in fact, we doubt that onme illegal voto
has been offered at a majority of the elections
held within that period. And this for the very
good reason that every voter in the township
is personally known to men of either party
whom he will meet at the polls; and, when-
ever a stranger presents himself, persons of
cach party kuow just when he came into the
town, whether he is or is not reputed of full
age, whether, if foreign-born, he has been
naturalized or not, &c., &¢. We hold it im-
possible to poll ten illegal votes in that town-
ship without sending at least five of the bogus
voters to State Prison.

We are in favor of a Registration of Legal
Yoters in every Eleetion District, rural as well
as urban, just ns we would have deeds regis-
tered in Putpam County as well as Kings;
but the reasons for such Registration are many
times ns urgent in a city as in a rural distriet,
and ten times as urgent in this City and
Brooklyn as in Rothester or Troy. In Rocles-
ter, a man will generally know what legal
voters live on the same block with himself;
here, we often do not fknow who; lives in the
next house to our vwn.

The men who ecck the overthrow of Regis-
tration in this City are villains, Some of them
mean to vote illegally; others to incite and
suborn rascals to do so; while a great many
are of the cowardly breed of despicable knaves
deseribed by Lady Macbeth, when she told her

Lusband he
“would not play false;
And yet would wrongly win,”
It is the passive countenance afiorded {uem
by this class which renders our Tweeds and
Fisks so prosperons and poweriul.

Mr. Tweed last Winter won the votes of
our Republican Senators (Mr. Thayer excepted)
for his Charter, by giving them (he said)
honest elections in this City, IHe now pro-
poses to keep the power he thus retained and
consolidated and take back the consideration.
There ought to be Demoerats in the Legisla-
ture too honest or too decent to aid him in

this nefarions work; but are there? Tet us
watch and wait,

A CRY OF THE INCURALLES,

Few of our public or State charities are
more neglected than the Asylums for the In-
sane, They are inadequate in number and
gize, and painfully defective in their orgauiza-
tion. Tho latest reports show that they are
frightlully overcrowded, the New-Yourk City
Asylum, for instance, having more than 1,200
patients, thongh originally built to accommo-
date but 000, Thero ero only seven of
these institutions in the State, of which the
one here is the largest, and theso are expected
to care for over 9,000 patients,

As now organized, the State Asylums are
merely hospitals for the cure of tho Insane.
We have in the whole State not a single
home for the numerousa Iucursbles. After
gix months, when the insano patients are
pronounced incurable, they are, by law, ex-
pelled from the Asylums, 18 no longer having
the legal qualification for residence, They are
returned to their friends, if they happen to
have any, or to tho counties whence they
came if they are donbly unfortunate in being
pauper patients. What happens to then in
this event is too horrible to imagine, The
great majority are prematorely buried in the
“Iysane Departments” of the county work-
lionses, iere, in damp, dark, unfur-
nished eells, which are seldom eleansed, with-
out beds, or even straw, to lie upon, the un-
fortunates are abandoned to  die  without
medical attendance, and little care of any
kind. In every county work-honse in this
great and wealthy State from ten to . one
Linndred and forty Incurables are thus left to
perish miserably within the shadow of wealiby
churches and the nearing of Clristian volees.

The Legislature lust Winter made an appro-
priation to aid in the building of an additional
institution at Middletown, which ghould be at
once a Hospital for the eure of the temporarily
insane and a Home for Incurables, The char-
ter wag granted to an Association of Homeo-
pathic phyaicians, and the design is that all
patients reeeived ghall be suljoct to that treat-
ment. M successful in their objeet, these gen-
tlemen will have built and orzanized the ouly
Homeopathie Asylom for the Insaue known to
exist in the vorld, The approprintion of
170,000 by the State was mado contingent on
the raising of a like sum by private charity.
Much of this has been gubseribed, we believe,
in the country towne, Among other eflorts to
secure additivnal amounts in this city, the
managers have organized a grand Charity Ball,
which is to come off on the evening of the
10th inst, TLis method will, we trust, com-
mend itself to the wealthy and the benevolent
whose sympathics and liberality are never ap-
pealed to in vain by an urgent ery of distresa
like this. The management of the affair is in
the hands of snch estimable and influential
persons that it caunot but be successfully and
decorously conducted,

LONDON WORKINGMEN ON THE WAR.

An organization of London workingmen has
transmitted an address to the workingmen of
the United States, in reply to the resolutions
adopted by a peace meeting at Cooper Instie
tute on the 19th of November, Our English
friends hail with pleasure the aentiments cx-
pressed by that assemblage, and are anxious
that Great Britain should act upon them by
instantly going to war with the German Em-
pire. Their great fear now is that America
may check the martial enthosinem of Joln
Bull by inopportunely pressing the Alabama
¢laims, and so for the sake of a few millions
of dollars the establishment of a reign of
peaco by means of a general Eurepean war
may be indefinitely postponed. We can assure
the London workingmen that Ameriea has no
purpose of fighting over a quarrel which can
ensily be settled without fighting, and if they
are really determined to thrash King William,
provided our consent be obtained, we certainly
ghall not withhold that consent from any
mercenary congideration.

Having comforted themselves by this assur-
ance, perhaps they will be kind enough to re-
flect a little upon what we may call the senti-
mental portion of their address, “This ivlu-
“man and unjnst war,” they say, “ which had
“ita origin in dynastic ambition, is now car-
“ried on against the establishment of popular
“ government in Franee. Republican freedom
“on French soil fights against the military
“ despotism of a erowned invader. The work-
“ingmen of England echo indignuntly the ery
“raiscd by your free eitizens agninst this bar-
“ binrous conflict, and demand with them that
“the sword of the Prussiun despot shall be
“utayol”  Now how much of this is true?

Theic Las been no attempt yot to “estab-

“lish popular government in  France.”
“Republican  froedom”  is  not  fighting
against the crowned despot, becaunse there
i no Republic in Franee and no freedom
either. The French people (not the Empe-
ror only) made war upon Prussian in the
wanton ambition of conquest, and they are
fighting now beeause they are too proud to
accept the natural consequences of their de-
feat, Not ouly is it untrue that the Germans
are fighting agninst popular government, but
they have offered the Freuch every facility for
convoking an assembly of popular representa-
tives, to establish whatever government they
saw fit, and the ruling authorities at Paria
have refused, on the express ground that if
the people were 'permitted to vote now they
would not aceept a republie. The Committes
of Defenss does not constitnte a republie, and
popular institutions have no more existence
under the rule of this knot of patriotio gen-
tlemen than they had under the Empire.

We too eay that this wor ought to be
stopped—not, however, by the British work-
ingmen, but by the French people. Its con-
tinuance not only entails incalculable misery
and loss, but imperils those popular instita-
tions which the pesce orators are so eager to
defend. If the struggle go on os it has begun,
Fronce may yet bo forced to nccept a king at
the dictation of her eonqueror,

together with cheaper breadstufis, reduced
taxation, and a mora judicions tariil at home,
the clements and conditions of manufactures
in the United States will become more and
more {avorable,

The report of the Committee of the New-
York Chamber of Commerce on the Pacifie
Ocean Telegraph contains a passage which we
hope will not be overlooked. Without ex-
pressing o preference for any of the proposed
routes, the Committee “ insist on the vital im-
“ portance of keeping any and every telegraphic
“ line under the Pacifie, or any other ocean or
“ gen, a8 far as possible free from any exclu-
“ give privilege or monopoly.” This is a sound
principle whose importance has been signally
illustrated by the experience of the present
Winter. If Mr, Field had been granted a mon-
opoly of the privilege of landing cables on our
Atlantic coast, we should be eut off from tele-
graphie communication with Europe at one of
the most critieal periods of the present ecntury.
