COMMERCE,

But, Mr. Preaident, let us pass from the subject of
population to a consideration of the commerce of the
eountry. And here I must express my regrot that I can-
not present to you sn analysis of the facts which our
new oensus will reveal; yet I am happy to say that 1
can make my argument strong without them. The At-

iantie seaboard of the United States exiends about 8,600
millea, and the Mississlpp! and its tributaries afford an
tnland nav jon of 30,000 miles, upon the bosom of

n 1867, the entire products of the Unlted Btates wers
$1.900,000,000. 1ts exports were less than ove-fifth of this
smount, leaving four-fifths to be exchianged belween the
Btates. It is &aid that at the present time uot more than
one-fifteenth of the business of New-York City is bused
upon forelgn commeree.

The Mississippl draing 2,445,000 square iniles, which Is
more than half the number of square wiles in the United
States. The surface containg 768,000,000 acres of the
finest 1and in the world. It has space for 150 States tho
size of Massachusetts, and, were ita population In the
same proportion, it would coutsin more than five thues
the presvnt population of the whole United Bintes, At
this time, not more than one acre in five Is under enlu-
vation, and the vast resources of coal wnd minerals have
hardly begun to be fairly developed. The value of the
gommerve of the Missiasippl 18 estimated at52 (50,000,000 ;
snd the Agricultural Buresu, hiaiiig 1ts caleulations
upon past resiils, estimate that the cereal products of
the Nurth-West will, in 1900, smwouut to 3,131,070,000
bushels. In addition to these vast statements of wenith,
we are ensbled to bring o as reéuforcements, the pro-
ductions and commerce of the Paclfio slope, which
{tsolf hins the strength and value of au ewpire, and far
trensoends the commerce of the old Govermment of
1790;: sud in Whatsoever ianner we examing the com-
meroe of our conntry, whether interiorly, upon the
lakes, adjolning the Gilf, or upon the Pacilie slope, we
nud"ﬁ:e nesurance tbhat in either case a few muore yoars
will show an equal, if not greater, commerce than the
Atlantio slope can afford,

There are also political reasons, Mr, President, why the
Capltal should be removed to the West.

And when we con-
gider how great the disproportion will be in the Natlonal
Legisiuture when the * New West” is carved into States,
we cannot fuil to see the justness of the demand for a
wore centril locution of the National Capital.

WASHINGTON SELECTED IN DEFERKNCR TO THE WEST.

On the 27th of Angnst, 1789, Congress aitting in Now-
York City, Mr. Scott of Pennsylvanin tntrodunond the
resolution in Congress which providoed for & permancnt
Capital, in these words :

Resolved, That a pormanent residence onght to ba fixed
for the Goneral Government of the United Statos at some
conveulent placo, ns noar the center of wealth, populs-
vion, and extent of terrifory us may be conslstont with
conventenon to the navi n of the Atlantic Octan, nnd
having duo regard to (ru partioular sitnation of the
Western country.

The terms of thia resolution are almost exactly appli-
eablo to the present movement for roadjusting “the

center of wealth, population, sud territory."
Among the few debaters recorded on this proposition

were Beott, Jackson of Georgls, Goodhue of Massachu-
setta, Leo of Virginla, aud the {lustrious James Madison,

Goodhie * favored the Snaquahanns, either at Harris-
burg or opposite Havre de Grace."”

Jackson sald that * upon this subjeet depended the ex-
iatence of the Union, o place of the seat of Govern-
went was important in every potnt of view, It might be
compared to the heart of human body; it was &
eenter from which the prineiples of life were carried to
the ']‘,'"""5““"' and from theso might return agaiu with
precision,”

In 1869 Jaokson would have found this heart in the ex-
tremities, like the bulb in o thermometer,

Scott thonght “ the principles of the Unlon were the
principles of equal justios and regiprocity.
