House and Sepate have come to a halt in
Yeziklation while a Conference Committee re-
madels the Ku-Khux bill.

The impencliment of Sciior Romero and other
Ministers of the Mexican Government appears
1o be a partisun measure, or what Americans
would call an “electioneering dodge,” designed
to afliet the pending Presidential election in
that country. The Judge of the Supreme
Court who will try them is a rival of Juarez
n4 u candidate for the Presidency, and their
eondemnation is, therefore, considered certain,
One of the most serious charges against Juarez
snd his Ministers is that be and they are con-
gpiring to place the conntry under the govern-
went of gome forcign country—meaning, more
partienlarly, the United States. But here this
charge will be considered very trivial indeed.

The Republican Senators yesterday decided,
by 21 to 16, not fo consider the subject of
General Awmnesty at this session. We deeply
segret the fatnity of this comrse. The Demo-
erats took Virginia away from us in 1860 be-
eause of Repullican resistance to General
Avmesty, In 1870, they wrested West Virginia
nnd Missonri from us on this precise ground.

York olso, almost the whole stall of o news-
paper, from the editor down to ihe oflice
Loy, shinres in the *“privilezes of the press,”
What wonder is it that there should grow up
in the mind of the manager o vagne impres-
gion that the press owes him privileges in re-
turm T What wonder that the evitie who Inshes
the actor, or the play, or the pelicy of the
tLeater, should be recarded a8 an outlaw, who
has broken a sort of compact, and stung the
hand that fed him, and doue all manuer of
infamonus and ungrateful deeds, and who is to
be shut out of deeent rocicty accordingly?
We shall rejoice to see the tinme, which in the
progress of journalism must soon esme, when
the leading papers of New-York will agree to
neeept no favors from  the theaters, aud
bestow no favors cither, In that new cra
of common sense the eritiec and the editor
will buy their tickets us they want them. They
will see nomunager’s or agent’s fuce; and they
will not be expected to print gratultous an-
nouncements of nny performance, or to eriticiso
what is not worth eriticism, or to be sparing
in their eensure or extravagunt in their praise.
We ahill be relieved then from sneh ghamolul
exhibitions a8 we have repeatedly witnessed
of late—brazen incompelency puiled without
stint by eritica of real diseernment and ability ;
and merit of the very highest characier
seonrged by the same hands for the reason,
opeuly avowed, that the press bad not re-
ceived *“the usnal eonrtesics,”  Until this state
