Reports recently sent from this vity in relation to the
(Cuban question, npparently emanating from the Bpanish
Legation, are clalmed by Awerloan owners of estates
there to give only-one side of the sulject, and that the
most favorable for Spadn, 1t is true that Bpain has sgreed
to settle the claims of American citizens through a Com-
misddon to &it in Washington, and that the Connnissioners
aud OMeers of the Commission have been nomed by the
respective Governments, and atthe first glance It is sald
this looks like fair dealing on the part of Bpain. The
American sufferers, lowever, who bave lost property to
the amount of many millions, stoutly maintain that
the whale arrangewent on the part of Epain s
but @ cheat, and that the Spanigh anthorities in
Cuba are perfectly willing to bave the Commis
slon in Washington sward judgments against tho
Home Government to  any  extent, provided
they are allowed to continue the seizure and conflscation
of estates belonging to Amwerican citizens, sell the large
orops of sugar and tobaceo for gold, divide it among
themsetves, and send the owners to Washington for their
pay, It & notorious in the history of Epain, they say,
that she pever pays anything except st the cannon’s
month, and ber bonds are worth but 17 cents on s dollar
to-dny in London,  These sufferers further assert that
the Captain-General of Cubi b= carrying on the war on
that island from the procecds principally of plantations
belonging to Ameriean eitlzens,  Spain Issues orders for
the relegse of these extates to thelr owners, and the
United ftates offfoially thanks her for it The orders
pass through the Spanish Legation here, and are peknow |-
edged by the Captain-Genoral, whe then pockets them.
But the destruction of the plantations continues, i sev
eral instunces the order for their sale baviog issned
within o week after the order for the relesse was ac-
knowledged., The Captaln-General, it 18 said, pays not
the lenst attention to the orders from  Epain,
In  several instances these  orders  for  release
from Epain huve been accompanled with strong official
requests from Mr. Fish, bat these, too, are pocketed,
and, indeed, not even honored with o reply, Nor ia this
all. Ofelal “ black wmallers” in Havanas are sending dis-
patches to New-York, In which they iaform the ownors
of the plantations, for the relense of which ordvers have
been given, that, if they will pay $100,000 or $200,000 in
gold to some one to be nomed in Havaun, the request of
Mr. Fish will be Tespected, and their property will be re-
stored, Al this, the owners of these estates malntain, s
wore thun they can bear, * What,” they say, “do these
bandits in Caba care alont Comsnlssioners in Washing-
tont They are confiscating our property, and we,

A STARTLING PHENOMEXNON,
e ——

DESTRUCTIVE CYCLONE IN ILLINOIS—ITS PATH-
WAY ONLY EIGHTY FEET WIDE—NOT A
BLADE OF GRASS LEFT IN ITS TRACK.

Cmeaco, June 5.—A terrible cyelone devas-

tated a narrow strip of country near Mason City, 1,
last Friday morning, The storm-clond was first ob-
served gathering on an open prairie, six wiles from
Miason Clty, and from this cloud soon shiot out three nir-
rower and spire-like elond columns, which eontinued to
nseend rapldly, until they reached and seemed to amil
pamate with a passing eloud above, This startiing
phenomenon then moved slowly toward Mason City, but
finally changed its course, much to the relief of the peo-
ple of that place. A mile from its track, an odor, much
Like that of burning sulphur, was inhaled by several per-
sons. A gentlemnn, who was within a hundred yards of
the eyclone when 1t passed, says that sgall dashes of
electricity were constantly visible in the storm column,
passing from the earth to the clonds above, and that
rupid crackling reports were heard, reminding bim most
foreibly of volleys of musketry. The pathway of the
evelone was nearly three miles bn length, and from 20 to
g0 foot ln width, and in that pathway not s spear of
graes, not o stalk of corn or wheat, ot o ghrab, aud not
a particle of vegetation, was left alive,  For some dis-
tance the earth was lterally plowed up to the depth of
six inohies, The column of whirling uie most have been
intensely hot, os every green thing Lo its path was dried
to 4 erlsp. Another feature of the eyclone was that,
while its rotary motlon must have been of inconcelvably
great veloelty, ita forward motion was only about six
miles an hour, ‘The outlines of its pathway were so well
defined that, five feet from the outer line of total de-
struetion of vegetation of every kind, not & vestige of
its effects conlid be seen.  Fortunately, no house stood iu
the line of the tornado,

UNDER WATER—TERRIBLE SUFFERING AMONG

New-Onpeaxs, June 5.—The flood is inereas-
ing. The water is up Canal-st. to Ralpart-st., with the
excoption of the neutral ground on Canalst., which s
not entirely covered. Last of Claiborne-st. there ia an
unbroken sheet of water from Villery-st. to the Metairie
Bridge and from the new to the old basln—an arva of flve
or six 8 miles—including about 300 thickly fnthab-
ited squares. The sufferings of the {nhabltants of this
quarter, especially the poorer classes, Ia very
xreat, Thousands Hying in single-story honses bave
moved out, whila most of those living In two-stary
houses have been compelled to move fnto the second slo-
rles, Back of Claiborne-st., on the canal, there Is an av-
erago depth of two feet of water. The ety authorities
seem tao be doing all they ean to alleviate the sufferings
of the people, Every available boat and skiff hos been
brought into use, and policemen are moving in every di-
roetion, rendering such assistance as they can, removing
those who are in danpger, and distributing provisions to
the needy. The damage by this overflow eannot e sl
mated. The shrubbery and gardens have all been rulued,
tho houses damaged, and property depreciated,
