The Bowlsby family consists of Mrs. Bowlsby, whose
husband is » dissipatod Newark mechanie, and her
three daughters, Carrie, Addle, and Alice Augusts, the
latter the unfortunate victim of this heart-rending
tragedy. All these girls were between 17 and 21, Alice
being the oldest. They were of high respectability, and
Leing vivecious, handsome, and agreeable, had a very
Iarge eircle of acqnaintances, comprising soms of the
best families in the city, Mra, Bowlsby, with Mrs. Band-
ford, carried on the businesajof dress-making, at which
their daughters worked, as well aa some other young
girls who are learning the trade. Mrs. Bowlaby was the
slster of the wife of Charles Bandford, the lnventor of
“gandford's Magic Balve,” and President of the incor-
porated cowpany cnguged In the manufacture of that
article,

Alice Bowlahy was n beautiful girl, rather allmly bullt
and rather tall. 8he had fair festures, fresh complexion,
light hair, and blue eyes. Her foatures were reqular,
and her appearance wesa more than ordinarily prepos™
seasing. Bhe was very graceful In her carriage, and car
ried on a conversation with much animation and vivacity.

The house in which the Bowlsbys live 1a a two-story
and sttie Lrick bullding, at No. 42 Wost-st. At the side of
the front door Is a tln sign, reading " Bandford &
Bowlshy, Dress-Makers,” The house ls one of the most
reapectable in the street, and far beyond the average In
appearance of the bulldings of the nelghborhood.

Publie opinlon at once (mplieatad Walter L. Conklin, a
stock elerk and time-keeper in the Dale 81k Mills, near
the Palerson depot, as ho was known to have been a fre-
quent visitor at the house of the Bowlshys, Beveral of
Conklin's friemds spoke to him wupon the sulject,
but Thes denied all complicity in the affalr,
At 7 o'clock yesterday morning he went to the mill as
usunl. He read the papers und seemed somewhat de”
preesed, but not exelted, and attonded to his dutles, one
portion of which was tho care of the mill office in the
absence of the other hunds at dinner, At about 1245,
as Allce Edpe, one of the girls employed In the
factory, wns possing the sllk  vanlt, which
i In the rear of the offics, she heard
groans, Looking in, she saw Conklin extended on the
floor; runping to two men, named Ridgeway sud George,
who are employés In the factory, aAbe told them Conklin's
coniition. They ran in, und found on the floor of this
vault or safe the insensible form of Walter Conklin; just
hack of the left ear was an ugly wound from which the
tlood was flowing In & stream; heart and pulse were
beating, but very feebly, Ho woa carried ut into the
room back of the office, and the doctor wos sum-
moned, while word wns sent to his father,iand his bro-
ther who Is one of the assistant-postmastors,

The doctors arrived, and found the young man's in-
Juries fatal; his Ufe alowly but surely ebhing away
through the wound back of the ear. The shot, which
had been fired from a small revolver, entered just back
of hin right ear, and passed up toward the temple, under
which it lodged without coming out, The protuberance
canaed by the ball was felt near the right temple. Ho
never moved after falling, but he lay npon his hack on
the floor, the blood still cozing from his wound, His
father aud brother had arrived, but he never recognized
them.

A1 95 minntas past 1 the feeble pulsa stopped, and Dr.
Warner said, In & low voice, thut Walter Conklin woa
dead. Coroner Butterworth was sent for, and them the
doora were opened to some friends outside, who came in
to tuke o last Jook at the unfortunate young man.

old. Thers he spent about five years as freight clerk on
the Winans Railroad, which runs between Moacow
and Bt.

PHISONERS FOR DEBT— WARDEN TRACEY A
.. WHISKY SELLER WITHOUT LICENSE, A PAWN-
BROKER, AND " PROFESSIONAL STRAW BAIL."”

Controller Richard B, Connolly is said fo be
moch disgusted with the report lately publisked, thad
he has insisted, if compelled to Tesign the Coutroller-
ship, that he shall have the office of Bberif and Its rich
perquisites, and it 1s asserted that 1t ls Register Connolly
who inaists that Tammany shall secure bim the place of
Bheriffl when Brenuan e sacrificed. But though the Con-
troller may affect to despise the poourer-plekings of the
Sheriff’s Office, after having enjoyed tLoss of the Cou-
trollership, be does vot hesitate to take half the iniquitons
profits of Ludlow-st. Jail, which is a branch—and not the
wickedest—of the Bheriffs Office. Much surprise was ex-
pressed at the time of his elcction that Blierif Erennan
should continue Mr. Tracey in his office of Warden of
Ludlow-sé.

A few details of the profits, not rigutfuily secruing te
the ofice of Warden of the jall, but ¢ ishosesily made by
the man in charge, will ahow how gieai was Controller
Conmnolly's interest In influencing tle new Sherff to re-
appoint Tracey, Mr. Tracey hias, on an aversge, st least
15 boarders, who pay bim #18 per weck, Tuis would
smount to $11,700 in & ycar, There are 12 cells in which
prisoners of this class—or able to pa¥y this amount—are
sccured, and there are two beds In each. Flc has also, on
80 average,.at least €0 prisoners for whose board the
county pays him 80 cents each per dsy. Thi4, Ina year,
would amount to $10,00, He also las, on AN AVErage,
two prisoners who pay Lim Po each per week for their
board. This would smount'to 130 per year. For
taking s prisoner out of the jail, through the day or
night, Tracey charges from $10 to 460, scconiling to the
time they are absent. If he recelves, on an average, only
$30 & day from this sowrce, Lo would have §10,030 at the
end of the year.

Mr. Tracey keeps two bars in the Jull, witliout Heense
for elther. Ono i for the ** poor prisoucrs,” the othvr
for the ‘ boarders.” At the * poor prisoners’™ bar the
vilest whisky is sold, and the trade 1a mostly 'n the day
time. Its receipts have been ag high as §50 iu one d.{;
but, a8 It is desiruble to keep under the average, sud
show what Tracey certaluly recelves, it muy be safe to
put it down at 920 per day. The liquor thit is sold £t this
bar does not cost ubove §1 80 per gallou. Estimating 70
drinks to a gallop, at 10 cents a drink, he would receive
V! per gallon, or & net profit per day, on Lhree gal-
lons, of #10 E0, emounting to 05,012 50 per year.
But the mostlucrative of the two Lars ia sitnated on
the first floor. It s patroulzed spariugly throughous
the day, but at night it doea a large business lu supply-
ing the wants of the boarders, who play cards for drinks
and clgara, Aas long ne the gawe dues mnot lag, and
Fraok or Ed., the keepers who tend the bar, we kept
buay, the boarders are allowed Lo remain up, and out of
their cells; but if business is dull, the portentous
knock on one of the iron doors is leurd, and all
ard Immediately locked in for the mnight, The
prisoners who board soon lesri this withont he-
ing told, and quictly submit to Tracey’s extortions
to avold being closely couflued fu thelr cells,
They remaln up 48 lcug as posaible, so that when they
flnally retire they are so exhausted that they go lmme-
diately to sleep and forget the miserios of thelr situntion
until they awake next moruing, When the card-playing
bas come to an end, the boardera are pormitted to send
one of the attnoliés of the Jall to a neighboring ewting-
saloon, which keeps open until midnight for the benefie
of {taelf and the jall, for oyaters, &c., provided Tracey and
the person who delivers the order ure lnvited to join a3
guests in the midnight repast, The eatables glmost lnva-
rinbly produce thirst, resultivg in s demand fvrmore of the
contents of the closet, for the bar down stairs s nothing
more or less than o closet, where the wines, iiguors, aud
cigars are kept ready for use. Moen often get into this
Lotel who hiave plenty of money, wWho are accustomed to
fast ifving, and who endeavorto pass sway the weary
hoursin a8 joyous s wauner a8 possible. TIn order to
keep up iusido the Jail as nearly as pos<ible their atyle of
living outside, and to please Tracey as well as themselves,
they urder and drink wine. Mr, Trucey vkes It known
that be driuks only Chamg . Bottle after bottle la
ordered, a4 those who have partuken of the first desire to
keep In the good graces of Tracey, and to relurn the com-
pliment, each, thercfore, calls fora bottle In his turn,
and sometimes when Tracey fluds he has gold half-a-dozen
or more hottles, he will genervnsly order & bottle on his
own aceount, Tracy often takes & band In a game of
cards, and, if opportunity offirs, always succseds in bold-
ing the winning cards. He will rometimes disinterestedly
sugeest that they play fora bottle of wine; s fuggestion
generally seconded by some vbsequivus individusl, who
hopes to eurry favor with Tracey Ly so domg. Other

REGULATIONS OF THE HOTEL.

A sort of social elnb bhas been formed amomg thoss
prisuners who have been Jong in the Jall, Mr. Tracey la
the leading spirit in it, and is ably backed up by his pet
prisoner—Mr. Caldwell. The following are the kules and
regulations of this highly moral association of tbe aristo-
cratic inmates of the “Hotel de Ludlow.”
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
