Tho abeolute
power with wisleh the Blate statote fuvests the Harbor
Masters has made thom arrogant te a degroo that is only
cqualed by the bolduess with whish the Health Officer
commits Lis extortion. They are deolared the judges
abeolude regarding all cases apperiaining to thelr dis-
tricts, They have the power to stop the Joadlag or un-
losding of sny and every vessel lying at the piers
of tho oity, aud they are tho Judges s fo0
whother & vesscl shall be discharging or mot. Cases
are froquent whers ships have beon foroed fo
move te othor plers than thoes at which they
ware dlsobarging for the renson that the Harbor-Master
desired to put vessels, which would pay hm more
mouey, in the borths which they at the timo oeonpled.
1t will heresfter be thown to what extent and to what
use thoy put this unwise clanss of the statute. The law

waster's extra rates. The owners of the wharfs who pay
to the City Dock Comunlssioners from $4,80) to 97,000 per
anpum are thos by this means prevented from
rooelving the wharfage due them, and, with the ship-
owners, suffar severely trom the eorrupt olty offinials and
thelr dishonest subaltorns, Altbough tbe Harbor-Masters
Lsve before been charged by the Press with taking

Having & short t'me since given & ocomplete and com-
prehensive exposition of the frauds of the Health-Office of
the port, togeibsr with the figures and dates thersunto
sappartaining, the outrogeons and destructive extortions
of the Farbor Masters now demand s showlng., It
would nppear that the officlals of the City and Btate
biave nuited for the utter ruin of the commerce of this
great port, sud that where Ingenulty falls to suggest a
meana of enriehing the robbers, open fores, in direet vio-
lation of 1aw, necomplishes the work.

WORK FOR INTELLIGENT WOMEN,
To the Hditor of The Tridune.

Sm: Many women of intelligence and ecnl-
ture who are mow dependent on fathers, brothers, or
other relatives, wonld gladly find some congenlal snd
remunerative employmens which woukd afford them an
independent living. Bbort-hsnd reporting is a business
on which but few women have sa yet entered, yet in all
its branches it 1a well adspted for them. Quickness of
thought and action ls the chief constitutional requisite
for ita sucoesstul practice, A fair knowledge of Euglish
grammar and composition, and of the meaning and uss
of the words whieh represent the current thoughta of the
age, together with thé ability to write s fair, legible
Jong-hand, are also gssentinl, There s a rich fleld of la-
bor opening in this direction, and it will be well for
womah to enter ber elaim and prepare for her share of
ocenpancy. For the past 10 or 12 years the demand for
stenographic writers has bocn ateadily inereasing in ad-
vanoe of the supply. Many pecple suppose that most of
the short-hand work is dene for the newspapers, but this
{s & mistake. It haa been principally ln connection with
the coarta of law that stenographers bave earnsd repu-
tation and money. Judges, lawyers, and litigants, all
require their service, and are willing #o pay lberally
for it. Msny phonographers of limited experience are
employed as amannenses in places of publio buainess,
such as the custom-houses, &c., In large cities, and In the
Departments at Washington.jMany more are engaged in
law, {nsurance, and banking offices, and as private secre-
