Kíachesteii, Ort. 4.."When Tweed came on tho
scene last night the Rinn- had Ifew to champion it.
Tlu> Reformers woro nulow with tho prospectivo
easy and osfurcd victory, and the King men, -Avith-
ont their leader, said little. "When the leader of the
Ring carno upon the scone tho vague threats of vio¬
lence were hushed, and vague rumors of compromis«
hegan to fill tho air. Tho Anti-Tammany men. un¬

der the impulse of tlio new danger, wero rallie*,
in animated and frantic council. As tho
night wore, the two winga were gathered,
in a luilf-dozon segments in the va¬

rious parlors of tho Osborn. Tweed luid
open leve**, and tho tido of office-holder» crowded
in to bend the obnequious knee to the Arbiter of the
Democratic party. Got. Seymour, Tilden, 1'otter,
Robinson, ard a irreat folloAAing of the Conscrva-
tiAifi or ¡is the King people call them, tho " Regency
fi.fii-ils"), luid rxcit-td difiiifsioi;»-, und east about

helplessly for somo means of overthrowing the

giant Ring, but morning carno without anything
moro than expedients being proposed. Tho Ring
hail, hoAve.vir, arranged a sore surprise for the over-

conlidi nt relics of the R. gency. Early in the morn¬

ing the more enterprising of the Tammany men

were up and about, making inflammatory appeals
and indicating a'purposc to terrorize, in ca*¿o tho

oppop¡;i ii made too uiuihhcad ayaiiot the King.
¡shortly after uoon to-day an immeueo crowd

swarmed all tho thoroughfares to tho hall, and all
the police in the city lined the approaches to tho
main stairway. Nothing serious happened, Iioaacvit,
fui the delepati s entered, and a «sensation of relief
and disappointment carno on tho spectators. Th«
andiene pound in cn manse, and when the delegates
from Oneiiia, Iii ratio Seymour, and Francis Kentall,
appeared, a great Fhout of recognition came from
the crowd A gnat buzz of debate caine ii oin the
assembly as the contested delegations hied past tho
lla<e allotted to the regulars, and seate4l themselves
humbly in therear. As the local celebrities entered
shouts and clamor followed, and the temper of the
Convention soon bei anio unmistakable
\V hen the Convention came to order, great num¬

bers of the Ring adherents clustered out*-ide the
rope«, but contrary to general appreheii. ions, no riot¬
ous demonstrations took place. Tweed himself waa
i ol in the hall, the inni.a-'t nient of tho forces being
int anted to Win. C. Dewitt of Kings, who bubbled
up in eil« rvc scent eulogy of Tammany whenever ho
could pet an Opportunity. Other bein Innen worked
as zeal« ii-dy but not so roi» Hy for the King, and the
result shows boAV cíkclively that work waa done.

I turn now to our own «State. The era of Democratic
ascendency waa the M year« under the Constitution of
1812. Van Baron, Mare., Wright, and Flagg ruled. Thoy
w( ro men of absolute personal honor and truth, and In
all the counties they attracted to themselvea similar
men. They wielded party power not only for pure mea.-

, urea, but for lunn st men. If n young man who lind
served .ne session In the Legislature carno back to lohhy,
ho lost bin standing with the party leaders. Comiptlou
In tim Ir.islatlvo bodies was almost unknown. Even lu
law!, lu the wild speculation of that timo,
three Democratic Senators, who had kept
back a bill about the Ii.trtcm Railroad In or¬
der to buy some of Ita stock, wero compelled
to resign by a Democratic Benatc, and Young and Van-
£chaick resigned their aeata because these Senators had
not boen expelled. Take the 25 years wlilth followed as
til« era of the ascendency of the Republican party and
of that party from which It sprang. Your legislative
bodies are Invariably found.almost imtnct-iiU )y havo
l>« i,mi put. line,til!««. Twice within tout timo the great
«llice t.f Öeuator of the United Btat.«.ihe seat of Clinion,
Van Buren, Wright, and Mare. . hat been put up at auc¬
tion and knocked down to the best bidder. It wus not in
nu iiH.« milly of (..unan or Irish citizens; it was not
among IHnioenits ; but It waa In the rum-uses of Repub¬
lican uicinlii re of the Senate and Assembly, elected by
the Republicans of the rural districts.
IIAIX, TWBEU A.VD SWEENT UONI.ST MKB, BCT CORKÜPTED

The municipal corruptions of >'cw-York City are tho
results of irresponsible power actlug In the seereey of
Iiiti'oaits and C<-unissions. They aro tho outgrowth of
20 years of Republican legislation at Albany, and a part¬
nership of plunder between men of both parties, c-tab-
linhed during that period. I have said this much as a
demand of historical Justice. I have no heart for such
dimlissions. I know the mass of Republican friends aro

of good fn tentions. I have no ta^t«'for * rivalry which
la ilegrmied lato b mere comparison of tho relative size
ol Hi« h liions nona that aro on the btidies of the respect¬
ive parlies. I/et tis rntlier engage In a generous emulation
to resine our country from pervading corruption. Let the
pi opie Judge us l.j what vc do to cleanse our parties aud
lo purify tue official trusts of the country nnd toelcvato
tin- stan.lard ol publie morality. Principles are tbe test
of poiitieal character. The Democracy havo aiwa>s
made fidelity to official trust and Jostles to tho tolling
masses Mho cary their hn adby the sweat of Iheir brow,
a fundamental article in Hie party creed. It 1« time flow
to proclaim and enforce the decree ihat wh, st.evt r plün¬
dert the people, though l.e si, al the livery of Heaven to
serve the Devil, la no Democrat.

It will be seen that the astuto polil ¡cinn merely hov¬
ered on the verge of the present crisis, not daring to
make a square isstio until the temper of tho Conven¬
tion should ho fully frit. Tbe few fcubic phrases in
Coudein__t__ of corruption, and tim vague ullu-ioiis
to Tammany, elicited but faint outbursts, and those
from tho backwood« delegates.

elected, have been made by the opposition prese, calcu¬
lated to prejudice the people of the Btat« against said

A MASKED nATTERT.
A whirlwind of applause followed, and Mr. De¬

witt, taking "advantage of the surprise of the Re¬
formers, moved the previous question on this signifi¬
cant resolution :

Whereat, No delegation being present from the City of
New-York bearing the prestige of regularity, and elected
lu conformity with the call of the Central Committee,
therefor«»,

Hetoltcd, That In the call of the roll hereafter, the City
of New-York Ik- omitted In the future proceedings of this
body, and no delegation bo deemed as sitting from that
locality.
This move uncovered tho docile manenvers of the

Ring, and threw the Convention into a Dabei of con¬

fusion. Tammany was conscious of victory, and its
adherents came to the front with insolent arrogance.
Mr. Tilden tried every parliamentary expedient to

destroy the ponding motion, but without avail. The
man fiora Kings quoted the law to tho veteran, and
he retired,, baffled, to consult with Mr. Seymour.
Meantime, Mr. Dewitt had demanded tho Yeas and
Kays, and, after a fierce contest, it was carried, tho
vote standing 99 Yeas to 4 Nays. While the voto

waa In progress the excitement was intense, mingled
hisses and cheers following the Yeas and Nays.
Mr. Tilden voted a prompt Nay, but before tho

count was ended, and evidently at Mr. Seymour's
suggestion, retneted bil Nay and substituted a Yea,
his explanation that tho ends he had in view could
bo best subserved by that course being received
with derisive laughter. Mr... ymour voted Yea, and
received therefor a round of enthusiastic com¬

mendation.

The next skirmish wat> brought about by a sugges¬
tion from t.ov. Seymour, who announced that there
were contested seats in Oneida County, and he
wished to be informed if Mr. Kcraaii was among
them.

'Ihe harangue was received with frantic delight. The

A lively wrangle preceded the arrangement of the
C'ouiuiiUeo's machinery, and the Reformers, dismayed
and heaien at every point, moved an adjournment, to

mon leaders, though it Is to be begun by Indictments for

adultery, will ere long assume a more serious aspect bv

taking up the charges of murder which have for several
years been generally credited m Utah, but which have
never been made subject of legal Investigation. The
events of the last month have tended to show that there
is some foundation for these rumors, for the United
States authorities seem to have taken pains to find evi¬

dence of the old mysterious murders, and tnclr efforts
have had one result which may possibly tie of great Im¬

portance. About a month ago they arrest. 1 one Bill
Hickman, once a Mormon, and for many years past a
recognized outlaw, shunning mankind, and living far
from the settlements upon such uncertain fare

as could be secured by depredations upon the stock-

ranges and tho seizure of struy cattle. Hickman waa

conveyed to Camp Douglass, just outside tho limits of

this city, and the quarters assigned him speedily became
an object of intense interest to the officers of the law.

Tho rci-tralnti Imposed upon Hickman vete
gradually lessened; good clothing was supplied bim tins
freedom of the Military Reservation was allowed lum.
