of the past month's trade in that city, which throws con¬
siderable light upon the Bitnation here, anowina* that wo
are Indebted to dry weather at the West Tor a portion of
our over-eupply :
"The month of September has been a more than ordi¬

narily Irving one to Western live «took feeders and deal¬
er«. In July and August pasture« were, throughout ths
Western as well a« the principal Eastern State*, dry and
luir»- but In addition to this evII, only in a more aggra¬
vated form, during the past month «pringa and ttreama
have given out. so that in «side and Important districts
».attie have had to be driven many miles for a partial
supply of water, or sold for sheer want of It. We have
thus had a large Quantity of stock thrown upon the
market that would, under more favorable circum¬
stances, have been held either to tbe close of
the present year or until Ute Sprang of 187X We
have met many feeders here with cattle who have
told us that as soon as they could get rsln «nfflrleut to
i nilen «h their springs and streams, they would have to
buy fresh cattle to ta-iie the pla-ceaof those they have been
compelled to sell. In this way our own market bas bty-u
crowded with stock for which there ha* tssen no legttl-
nutte eleinsnd. and. so far a« we have loiinu-U, tills tiss

l»«een the condition of every other market from the MIs-
MlsHlppl to the Atlantic. Btiictly choice matured cattle
have not been plentiful, so that Eastern shippers have
barely Ulled their regular orders, and have been quite
oontent to pny fair and comparatively good prices, hut
for al) other grades the market has been dull and Irregu¬
lar. Our UB.ial fall trade for stock cattle, which 1«
usually In full blast In September, has been slmost nemi-

usl for the same rea*on that the supply of unmanned
rattle bus beeu excessive. In comparing the open-
lug aud cloning prices of the market for .September,
we find a decline upon common to good medium
