The loans and discounts of the Chicago
National Banks have usually exceeded £18,000.-
000, while the individual deposits amounted to
over $11,000,000, The notes and rpecie on
hand commonly amounted to $8,500,000. These
figures show that the fortunes of tens of
thonsands are imperiled, and account for the
shock experienced in financial circles when
the news of the awful calamity burst upon us.

The Delaware people evidently do not know
an earthquake when they feel it. Day before
yestarday there was a severe shock at Wil-
mington, which the inhabitants, who ever
dream of Dupont’s Powder Mills, raid was
due to a powder explogion. It is now found
that po such detonation took place, and
another shock convinees them it wae an earth-
quake. Delaware might send to the Pacitic
for an expert.

While united efforts are accomplishing a
wreat deal, there is a noble epportunity for
individual action at the present moment in
relieving the people of Chicago. The need is
o urgent that we implore the benevolent to
puck up everything that can be of use to the
liomeleas, and send their packages to either
the New-York Central, ¥« asylvania Central,
or Erie Depots, whence they will be conveyed
free to the distressed. The ladies of New-
York who displayed such energy and gen-
erosity in the war will not, we are confident,
be outrivaled by the luborerain the good work
in other cities.

The spirit of Republicanism flourishes bet-
ter in Frauce, apparently, under Imperialisn,
than under & more liberal rule. The repres-
sive poliey of Napoleon only fostered the
growth of purer and simpler ideas of govern-
et than prevafled under the reigu of pre-
vious Hepublican institutions. And now the
wnpercilious personal rule of M, Thiers has

resulted in such an unexpeotod doesire for a

genuine Republie, that the recent electious for
Councils-General are real Republican vio-
tories. Even the Conservative provinces show
considerable Radioal gains, much to the sur-
prise, probably, of the Government, which ia
making Republicans by ita feeble imitation of
Imperial rule.

District-Attorney Garvin's charge on the
emigrant robbers was continued yesterday, but
with indifferent reaults, Charles Moore, who
awindled the unfortunate Prusgian, Kornack
faled to uppear, and thus insured the con-
tinued incarceration of his unlucky victim n
the House of Detention. The indifference with
which Recorder Hackett remitted the forfeiture
of bail in Ryan's cage doubtless induced Moore
thus to consult his own convenience in appear-
ing for trinl, MeDermott, Moore's partner, was
conelusively identifiod as the man who robhed
Aaron Johnson of &560 by the “belt rig,” but
the hard awearing of his associates so confused
the jury that they failed to agree. The Dis-
trict-Attorney must increase his efforts to
secure the severest pnnishment for these raa-
cals if he would convinece the public that he is
sinecre in denonncing them,

Incredible as it may secm, the FErie
stockholders pronounce (hemselves gatisfied
with recviving no dividends. They don’t want
any returns on their investments. The expla-
nation of the fact is that the bulk of the stock
is still, by fair and unfair means, controlled
by the Erie Ring, Hence the inane trick of
Fisk, Gould, and Lane, who resign their di-
rectorships and immediately reilect themselves.
It signifies nothing except that the Erie Ring
professes to believe iteclf a highly honorable
and deserving combination. So does Tam-
many, Let Fisk submit himself to the judg-
ment of twelve impartial men, and if the re-
sult of their deliberations is not such as to
convinee him that there has been s con-
spiracy against him, our faith in triul by jury
will be shaken.

Ever sinee Tug Tripuse office was burnt
out, in 1543, we have kept always on hand
duplicates of everything needed for the publi-
eation of the paper, forming in fuet & com-
plete duplicate oftice. Mr. Thomas N. Rooker,
our foreman, yesterday telegraphed, on hehalf
of the Association, to Mr. Sidney Howard
(iay, Mannging Editor of The Chicago Tribune,
placing this ofice at his instant disposal for
the use of The Chicago Tribume, or any other
(hicago newspaper, At the time of onr own
great calamity, twenty-six years ago, the
prompt pid of neighbors waa so efliciently
rendered that we did not misa the publication
of a single regular issue; nor have we ever
missed one since. We have needed, in a
quarter of a century, to call, just once, on a
neighbor, for press-work ; but we have alwaya
remembered the aid of 1845 and held ourselves
ready to give help wherever it was needod.
Many others, we doubt not, are ready to do
the same, to the extent of their ability; and
from all we invoke the spoediest assistanco
for stricken Chieago,

The ming of Chicago are still red-hot when
we hear of five or six daily newspapers pre-

paring to resume publication in the midst of
the smoke and fire. The proprietors of these
journals have lost enormous sums. Presses,
type, and paper, and perhaps their books, are
entirely destroyed. Little or nothing is left
of the capital invested in their business ex-
cept the advertising custom of merchants who
lhave no longer anything to advertise, and the
good-will of subscribers, a majority of whom
are homeless wanderers on the prairie.  For
the present there is nothing in the city to
support a newspaper, and thero ds not a dol-
lur's worth of material for making one to be
bought. Yet the Chicago editors go to work
with as mach promptness and courage as if
they were only the vietims of a trifling every-
day aceident. We dare say some of them are
already doing business, and turning an honest
penny by the nurrative of their own misfor-
tnnes. It is o bold, quick spirit like this which
hus made Chicago one of the wonders of the
world—swhich ruised a metropolis out of the

marsh and sand in foriy years, and wil raise
& finer one out of the ashes in ten.

We record to-day a splendid Republican
triumph in Penusylvania. Trostworthy infor-
mation fixes the majority in the State at abont
15,000, and we have redeemed Philadelphia
by a majority of at least 6,000, This noble
result is doe to the widespread belief that,
in epite of disconragements and drawhacks,
the Republican party is the only one in which
the people can have intelligent confidence—abe-
lief strengthened by the exposures of the damnn-
ing frauds committed in this city by the Tam-
many managers. Pcople everywhere are borne
to the irresistible conclusion that a political
organization which has been proved incapable
of governing ite own citadel honestly, can-
not be trusted anywhere,

—The great disaster which bLas overtaken
Chicago has so deranged the telegraph ser-
vice of the country that we are without
returne  from Jowa, and even without sat-
isfactory accounts of the result in Ohio. But we
know enongh of the general complexion of
affairs to look for a considerable Republican
majority in the State, though the troubles in
Hamilton County, where the Legislative ticket
lias been in danger, threaten an ill effect on the
composition of the Legislature, ;which has all
along been considered as in great doubt.
From lowa we look to-day for tidings thut
shall justify our expectations of an old-fash-
ioned, overwhelming Republican mujority.

The immediate effect of the Chieago fire is
beginning to be felt in business circles. At
first, all was excitement in this city, bnt the
stir was that of apprehension rather than of
actual experience of loss. Now, however, as
full reports from the West come in, it is evi-
dent that several insurance companies, doing
a large business in Chicago, will be
badly crippled, and will suffer a temporary
suspension, if nothing worse, It is hoped, how-
ever, that they will eventually weather the
gale, and that most of those which are now
shoking will resume operations by and by,
though with greatly reduced assets, To re-
build Chicago every money center in the

country will be drawn upon. Unfor-
tunately, our own banks are npot in
a condition to ofter large accommoda-

tion to borrowers, and the money market is
in & stringent condition. A correspondent
suggesta that the great surplus which Seere-
tary Boutwell ig hoarding might be utilized
just now by making a long loan to Chicago;
a more practicable form of relief would be
the purchase by the Treasury Department of
an extra amount of bonds. This would easo
the money murket, and help all clagses of busi-
ness men in their emergency. It is encour-
aging, however, that the general feeling is one
| of hopefulness rather than of despondency,
amil, though the full dimensious of the ealam-

ity now just begin to bn comprehended, the
firat impressions of dismay have been lightened

rather than deepened.

TRHE DUTY OF THE H®UR

Now-York and Brooklyn yeaterday contrib-
uted over threo hundred thousand dollara for
the instant relief of Chicago. Food, clothing,
and other supplies were likewise promptly
forwarded. Other ciliea are doing the
pame;—from ono end of the land to u}o
other, indeed, our people aro engaged in
this duly of the hour. For the calamity
which hns overtaken Chicago is the min-
fortune of the whole United States. .Ib
in not merely a prosperous and busy city
which in & single day has virtually been awept
out of existence; but at one blow the trade
system of the whole Northern, Eastern, and
North-Western States has been severed at its
central point, To say nothing of the j_rrop(-rty
nctually destroyed in the conflagration and
the disaatrous overthrow of credit, the derango-
ment of commerce at a poriod of the year
when the Fall trade is at its hight, and the
harvest beginning to move town rd the nnarmrl_&.
must entail a wide-spread embarrassment in
business circles from New-York to san Fran-
ciaco, and involve many & firm in irrt-trinvnl'nla
ruin, The losses of the insurnnes compuanics
also will fall upon investors senttered all over
the Union, anl we may safely assume that
thers is not n commercial cily in Ameriea
which will not be a suflerer by the destanetion
of Chicago.

This common misfortune, hinding na all to-
gether in mutnal symputhy, and teaching us how
close are the tins which unite State with State,
and City with City, earries a lesson which wo
must not misa, In this hour of disaster we
who have suffered less must share our purans
with (hose who have lost everything. Chi-
cago, the great cily, will rise again from ils
ashes, more beantiful than it waa before.
Commeree will revive in-a few weecka among
those blackened mmins. But thera are fifteen
thousand familica at this moment auffering for
food and shelter. There are tens of thousands
among these destitute men, women, and chil-
dren, who will hiave no part in the resurree-
tion of tho city, whose means of liveli-
hood are  out  off, whose eavings aro
Jost. buyond recovery, for whom the future
offers nothing but u dark prospeet of poverty.
The ery goes up to Heaven for help—food to
the famishing, raiment to the naked, homes to
the homeless. The want is preasing; the duty
is immediste, Every hour's delay is an im-
measurablo aggravation of the ealamity. The
charifable work has been well begun; weo urge
that it may Dbe energetieally and promptly
continued. Our columns havo indieated agen-
cies to which gifts of money, provisions, and
elothing may be sent; and we shall have
greatly mistaken the generous temper of New-
York if the answer to the present appeal be
not o magnificont and especially un inmedi-
ate contribution.

THE CASE IN A NUI-SHELL.

The Citizens' Committes, ehosen by the Board
of Aldermen acting as Supervisors to aid them
in investigaling the alleged frands in onr City
Finanees, report, through William A. Dooth,
their Chairman,

o qhin axtravagant waste of money explaing in a graat
moasurs the sisrming incroass of the Cliy Debt, whioh
haa lately doubled every two yoars, It was §34,000,000
on tho 18t of January, 1869, and §73,000,000 the 1st of Janu-
ary, 1871, Tt wus $48,000,000 on the 1st of Janusry, 1870,
and $97,267,625 03 on tie 14th of Beptember, 1871, and your
Committes growtly fenr thut ths acoumulation of this
debt will awell the amount to $120,000,000 within the ensu-
Ing year."

—We reprint this paragraph from the full
Report in our last issue to dispsl ons of the
most frequently iterated misstatements uttered
in behall of our misrulers, They assert that
the Board of Bupervisors was cqually divided
in politics, when it undeniably ceased to be so
with the election of two Democrats in 1866,
It was intended that the minority eandidate
for Supervisor who received the hLighest vote
should be annually appointed by the Mayor,
50 n8 to keep the Board balanced in palitics ;
but the Peoplo took the bit in their mouths
and broke up this arrangement by giving
Smith Ely, jr, (anti-Tummany Democrat), a
higher vote than his Republican competitor,
and thus compelling the Mayor to appoint the
former. That broke the tie in the Board, and
it wus never restored. The DBDoard thence
stood seven Democrats to five Republicans,
until the People gave (in 1869) John Foley
{another anti-Tammany Democrat) a higher
vote than his Republican competitor, and thus
increased the Democrats in the Board to 8
against 4 Republicans,  Twerd tried to keep
Foley out, but failed, and thereupon ubolished
the Doard in sheer disgust.

Now look at the dates and sums reported by
the Citizens' Committee, and note that the
City and County Debt was but §36,000,000 on
the 1st of January, 1860—two ycars after the

Board of Supervisors  ceased to  be
evenly balanced. See how like an un-
ballasted  balloon 1t has  shot  up ever
gince. Are they honest who keep on

tulking of a tied Board of Supervisors as
dividing responsibility, when there has been
no such Board for nearly five years past! The
Republivans have had no Mayor, no Control-
ler, mo District-Attorney, no member of the
Board of Public Works. They have had no
power except in the Police and Fire Commis-
gions, meither of which ia involved in the
great peeulations.  And the Legisluture has
done nothing with regard to our City but pass
Tweed's abominsble Tux-Levios, and still
more abominable Charter. These were bad
enough, but they gave neither money nor
power to Republicans.  Usually, the Tax-
Levies were passed by the votes of all but
one or two of the Democrats in the Legislature,
with just enough Republicans (not a tithe of
the whole number) to carry them.

What other City was ever rushed heels over
head into debt as this has lately been? And
all for what 1

THE LESSONS OF CHICAGO.
Chicago, though in ashes, is not destroyed.
Alrendy, from the smouldering embers, the eity
i# gathering strength for a renewed career of
prosperous activity ; while from the same

"source it will speedily draw the lessons that

ure unmistakably taught in its calamity. It
will be well, too, for other cities and other
builders to heed the warnings which are held
np by the light of the flames of Chicago. It
in not altogether true that cheap wooden
buildings, huddled in great areas, have
been the ecnuse of this tragic destruction.
The fire began its ravages in s section
where the upsetting of a kerosene lamp was
sufficient to wrap whole streets in flames when
the dry tinder of the buildings was fanned by
brisk gales. It was naturally expected that if
the fire reached the so-called fire-proof build-
ings ita course would be stayed. But the great
structurca which had, been considered secure
agninat the flames went down like pasteboard.
It is plain that an error has been committed

in plucing trust in tho fire-prouf gualities even

of such stractures as those best mprt_w'ntnd in
The Chicago Tribune Building. Briok walls,
iron or slated roofs, arched floors with
wooden coverings laid in cement, do not,
it is found, under the conditiona of the Chi-
cago firo, make & fire-proof building. These
may stand against an ordinary assault, but
gnch a relative power of resistance is not com-
ploto security. Wide and unprotected win-
dows, wooden floors and finish, and other
aeemingly small concessions to cheapness,
lightness, aud comfort have sufficed to destroy
tho imprognability of the atructure. The iron
Dbuildings, o oroate and airy in appearance,
which have been greatly affectod by the Chi-
cago builders, have about them almost no cle-
ment of resistance to gwoeping flamea, They
are, for the moat part, thin frames of metal,
with immense openings for the admission of
light and air, and aro finished  inside
with luth and plaster, and filled with wooden
doors and floors.  The raging flunes have
warped theso Light iron shells, anud curled them
up like elm Dboards i an Augnst sum, or
Gouthern ruilroad bars in the fires of Sher-
man's “ bummers.” Walls, then, of thin fron,
or brick, or stone, cannot alone make a build-
ing proof against fire; und the mere addition
of brick-grched floors, iron dhutters, and outer
doors, does not, it is elear, sufficiently re-
onforee the other preeautions.  Thero are loop-
Loles enongh loft for the ingress of the cager
flamcs, which, once inside the shell, leave it
only when it is reduced to ashes. Are not
woionee and ingenuity adequate to this emer-
geney ! There were absolutely no fire-proof
buildings in Chicago. Why not? Lot ns know
the reason, and build better and stronger,
taught by Chicago’ haud [ato this lesson of
the hour.

—In the abaence of minute information to
the contrary, it looks as if the Fire Depart-
ment und water focilities of Chirago wors in-
adequate to the emergeney. It is at any rate
a siriking commentary on the weakness of
man that a great city should be burned to the
ground on the borders of & mighty lake whose
walers, rising above the original foundation of
its atreets, are ample to submerge the whole
State. The themen were, undoubtedly,
wearied by the Tlarge fire of Saturday
night, but, in spite of wind and the in-
flammable nature of the materials, such a
thoroughly organized serviee and system
of water distribution aa Chieago demanded
anil might have had, would hnve been able
to stay the waves of the fiery sea long before
they could have reached the central portions of
tho city. It is probable that the city-builders,
in their cagerness to hasten the fungus-like
growth of Chicago, have overlooked the dire
possibilities which have now taught a lesson
to bo remembered to the latest generation,

—The expericnces of Sunday and Monday in
Chicago will be long quoted against the Nicol-
son pavement or any of ita kindred. Further
details must be awaited before a final judg-
ment ean be made up, but it is already apparent
that the flames were enabled to spread much
more rapidly by reason of inflimmable pave-
ments, For tho same renson, the means of
subiduing the fire were immeasurably curtailed,
gineo no engine or fireman could atand for an
instant in streets which, if covered with any
stono pavement, would still for precious half
hours have been passable. As the case now
looks, wooden pavements must be banished to
the limbo of wooden houses; or some fire-
proof means for extinguishing fires must be
invented.

—Chicago may be taken as a fair type of
American material energy. We are proud to
claim her as a representative city, so far as
vigor, boldness, sclf-poise, industry, and far-
reaching cnterprise are the characteristies of
the American Republic. The destruction of
three hundred millions of substantial property
ia a lamentable disaster; and we shudder at
the statement that hundreds of human lives
went out with agony in the midst of the
fiery furnace; but the indomitable energy
of the great community still survives.
As Chicago wos a representative city in the
nation, so it shares in all the recuperative
qualities of the Republic. The city which has
been laid waste was not alone that of the
three Lundred thousand people wlo inhabited
it; it was the city of many mighty States
whose messages of cheer and trains of relief
are this moment speeding to it from every
quarter of the Republic. A nation that has
survived a great rebellion and has grown
gtronger and mightier in the work of replacing
the wreek of a four-yvears war has an interest
in rebnilding Chicago and  in making it
gtronger, nobler, and more admirable than be-
fore.

Thongh this is a great calamity to the City
of Chicago and to the whole country, we shall
donbtless be surprised to see how soon both
city and country will recover from it. The
elasticity of a community which built a eity
by the Lake within the limits of a brief life-
time, raised its foundations again and agnin
from the morass, drove a tunnel under Lake
Michigan, and turned the course of a river
against its natural flow, will be equal to even
the present emergency. There will be no
panic, but the audacious and cheery confidence
of the people—not of Chicago alone,
but of the United States—will suatain
the enormous burden; and mutnal for-
bearance, help, and  eedperation  will
tide over the disaster. Already there are com-
fortable indieations that the Insurance Com-
panies will weather the sudden storm, and
that the two hundred millions of dollars which
are represented in the risks in Chicago may
be forthcoming when the recovering city shall
demand this prudent provision. For a time,
of course, trade will suffer, and the multi-
thdinous intercstsa inwrought with the pros-
perity of Chicago will languish. Rival cities
will divide among themselves much of the
business which Chicago has heretofore absorbed.
Milwaukee and Toledo especially will leap for-
ward with the electric vigor of the Chicago of
1850. But the representative energies of the
great North-West still hover amid the crum-
bling ruins of what but yesterday waa Chicago;
and a8 busy hands are already effucing the
scars which now disflgure the gite, so surely
will they make for this noblest exponent of the
free, elastie growth of the North-West a Future
more brilliaut than her Past,

The solution of the Alsatian Customs Ques-
tion, reported by Cable as agreed upon, ia
probably the withdrawal of the demand made
by the represcntatives of France that
her  goods should be admitted into
Alsace on the same terms as it was proposed
to admit the manufactures of that province
into France. As adequate compensation was
offered to France for any sacrifices she might

make, by the agreement of the Ger-
mans to withdraw the army of occupa-
tion at =& much earlier day than

was reqnired by treaty, it is diffienlt to con-
ceive of any other motive for the demand of
the French Government than factious opposi-
tion. [Indications are now given of the desicu

of tho latter to abandon their position; bnt it
is by no means certain that the National As-
sembly, when it reassemblea in Docember, will
ratify the concession made by the Govern-
ment.

INSPECTORS 0OF ELECTION.

Wae should like to hear, in common with
many other citizens who have addressed us
inqniries on the subject, what Mayor Hall in-
tends to do about the appointment of In-
spectors of Election. He has not qnite a month
to make up his list in, and the pnblic will
have less than & month to examine it. It
ought to be apparent to the Mayor that this
in & matter on which the people are indisposed
to admit of any tnfling. It is particularly in-
cumbent on him at thia time of all others,
when ho is the object of abnse by the more
violent reformers and of snapicion by the most
dispassionate and just-minded, to select men
of such prominence and unsullicd reputation
for morality and comprehensive knowledgze of
the duties of Inspectors and the Election laws,
that there shall bo no ground subse-
quently for suspicion that the sanctity
of the ballot-box has been violated, either
throngh  dishonesty or  ignorance, This
much is imperatively demanded of the Ring
by the people. The Mayor will be elosely
watehed, and his appointees, whoever they
may be, criticised with a severity which the
anxiety of the people that the coming election
shall be & fair one will fully justify. No old
political hacks, grown infamons in the iniqui-
tous service of the Ring, will be tolerated.
Each and every man of this kind whose name
in found on the Mayor's list will find himself
suddenly drawn into unenvied notoriety, and
lis flimsy character torn to tatters. The men
wanted now are Inspectors ns honest and able
a8 those who have just serutinized the accounts
of the Ring, and have pronounced judgment
which no man refuses to necept as other than
imopartial and honest. Such men can be found
for tlis duty, and sich men must be selected
by the Mayor, or none at all,

If some sort of indication or assurance be
aot soon forthecoming from the Mayor, the
Committen of Seventy should take legal steps
throngh some self-sacrificing citizen like Mr.
Havemeyor or Juhn Foley—some Democrat at
any mate—to restrain him from appointing the
gamo wlass of luspectors who have encouraged
repeating and indulged in miscounting in the
past.  We know not what legal remedy is
practicable, but some ghonld be sought, and
that soun. There is no time to lose.
